A steady tide of ifimigration is pouring
into the South, and it isa notable fact that
the States which have expended the most
money and labor in making kmown their
resources have been the most successful
in securing immigration. The merchant
who fails 1o sdvertise himself—to make
known his facilities and to offer induce-
ments to customers—is sure to lag super-
fluous bebind in the race for business and
successiul competition; and it has been
demonstrated that the Southern States
which fail to ndvertise their resonrces and to
induce immigration secure but little adees-
sion to their population and are the least
prospercus. Flve years ago Mississippi
was considered the most uninviting of all
the Sonthern States, not that the common-
wealth was wanting in any eesential to
prosperity, but because it was stigmatized
as the abode of outlaws, and there was
great ignorance a3 to the monlity
and intelligence of the peopls and
the material resources of the State. But
two years ago a Commissioner ofs Agricul-
ture and Immigration was appointed. He
published hand-books containing a very
graphic and full description of the State,
with accompanying maps. These were
extensively circulated in the Eastern and
Woestern States and throughout Europe.
The result is immigration is pouring into
Mississippi. There is much inquiry as to
the resources of the Statd, and excarsion-
ists are penelrating almost every county.
| During the past six months there have
| heen more inquiries abount Mississippi re-

sources, lands and climate than during all
| the years since the war. Gov. Lowry, in
his recent message to the Legislature, at-
tributes this interest to the work of the

Commissioner of Agriculture and Immi-
| gration. Mississippi, slandered and out-
| lawed, and regarded as a State to be
| shunned, is mnow considered an - in-
| viting fleld for immigrants and the invest-
| ment of capital in agricaltural, lumbering
| and other enterprises. Excursionists from
| Towa, Indiana, Michigan, Illinois snd

Minnesotn are visiting every section of

the State, and express their surprise at

the fertility of the soil and the wealth and

variety of timber, The State ol Georgia
| abounds 1n resources and enterprise, but

LAID TO REST.

The Remains of the Jeaunette Victims
Interred In Woodlawn Cemetery
mw.

Faneral Services in the Church of the
Holy Trinity, New York, Con-
ducted by Bishop Potier,

—_—

Lieut. Scheutze’s Story of the Search for
the Bedies—A Journeyof Unpar-
alleled Hardships.

New Yorx, February 21.—The remains
of the Joannette victims were taken from
the B’mnk!;‘n nay rd to the chuarch of
the Holy Trinity, New York, where funeral
services were conducted by Bishop Potter,
who, in the course of his remarks, paid
the following tribute: “New York has no
prouder honorinall her regords than to be
allo to speak of her heroes who have
died like these." Many officers of the navy,
relatives of the decessed, and survivors of
the expedition were présent. After the
conclusion of the services the bodies were
taken to Woodlawn Cemetery.

THE COLLINS FUNERAL SERVICES.

The funeral service over the remains of
Jerome Collins, the Herald correspondent
of the Jeannette, were held in the Roman
Catholic cathedral. After the services
were concluded the remains of Collins and
his mother were escorted by the Sixty-
ninth Regiment, the Herald Club and
other soristies and friends of the deceased,
to the steamship Oity of Chicago, which
will convey them to Ireland. They will
be buried at Cork.

The Scarch for the Remains,

years ago month, on Febroary 4, 1882,
said I'..?:ut. Scheut?e, "I I)elt New York,
joined Lieut. Harber at Lofidon, and to-
Em.her we proceeded by way of St. Peters
urg to Moscow. There we bonght most
of our winter outfit—fur stock: fur
boota, cloaks, coats, moose skins and great
fur bags, in which we slept, each man
bhaving his jown bag. A* ﬂr?uhurg,i",ll
miles north of Moscow, we leit the rail-
road, and by sleds drawn by horses, made
our way to Irkutsk, a village on the banks
of the Lena. Though it was late in the
spring, the ice had not yet broken up. We
m_ to secure a vessel to go down the
it bt b.lngF‘ in this, set to work to
build one. There wireé only nine men in
our party then—five seamén, # Cossack,an
interpreter, Lieut. Harber and mvseli
With the aid of natives we completed d
schooner-rigged vessel by the time the ice
had broken up. She was fifty-one feet long
with nine feet breadth of m, and we
called her the Search. In the Search we
i#eded over 3000 milea down the river
td, Yakfitak. On the way we passed Mel-
ville, Hunit and Mortis af nighlﬁ not know-
ing, of course, they were nesr. Bat
word had been laft along the liné of trav-
el, and at Oleknaar, a rude settlement,
Melville learned of our expedition from a
note laft by Lisut, Harber. He had al-
ready found and buried De Long’s party,
Melville dt oncegent Lieut. Hunt anda
steamer to join our garty, From Yakutsk
we went on to the moath of the Lena,
resching there July §, 1882, Here we re-
mained until September, scouring the
gurrounding country with dog sledges, on
foot and in , but finding no trace of
Lieut. Chipp or ethers of the Jeannette,
A teaspoon and & jack-knife were all we
found. Theriver began to freeze, and,
not wishing to loee our bouat, we tracked
her 150 males to Bulun.”

“What do you mean by tracked ?”" was
asked.

“Well, there was no wind, and so we
had to tie ropes to the vessel and tow her
up stream, scrambling over the rough
rocks and ice that lined the banks. We
worked in alternate gangs, first the officers
tracking for hours, and then the men
taking their turn. The sharp rocks cut
oar shoes to pieces, and the ropes ent into
our fiesh. Yes, it was hard work,” and
the officer wiped his brow, as though the
mere reference to the labor wearied him.

“At Buliin the boat was beached, and
leaving Lieut. Hunf in charge, Lieuts.
Harber and Scheutze went to Sagisayre, &
deserted village, where a Russian meteor-
ological station had been established. We
remained there until the roads froze up
and then Harber started back to Bulun
sicross the delta via Zemouerloch and I set
out on & sedtch through the eastern delia,
and conveyed by means ol dog sleds I got
to Barkin. At every village it was our
custom to inquire of the principal citi-
zens il any trace of our friends had been
found. Oar trips were made principally
in dog sleds. Next month, in Novem-
ber, 1882, we gave up the search and
returned to Yakutsk homeward bound.
Here we were met by a telegram ordering
us to return with the remains of the De
long party, which were buried at the
mouth of the Lens. The telegram had
taken from August to November to reach
Yakutsk. 8o back again we started. The
{;um:,;r from Bulun to the grave had to

made with dog sledges. Reindeer conld
not be used as there are no trees to tie
them to, and they would stampede. We
had 150 d and used fiflteen to a sled.
March 4th, Inauguration day, we ﬂ_‘a.l'l!i'd
the tomb. On the only hill in that region
within sight of the spot where they died,
buried not below buat above ground, we
found the ten bodies, which we have since
accompanied for a yesr and a half. The
remains had all been placed in a rough
box. This was cove with brush and
stones, and above all was planted a cross.
The bodies were blackened and appeared
like mummies. We could recognize them
in spite of the changes. Four days were
spent at the grave, prying out the bodies
with picks and strapping them to the
sledges. Then we retraced our way to
Yakutsk, reaching there the last day
of March. Here the bodies were
inclosed in one llri: coffin and buried
g‘fnin in ground that is always lrozen.
arber went to Irkutsk to buy coffing, was
unsuccessful, and we made our own
coffins. Bix montbs after the bodies had
been buried the second time we took them
up, thawed them out, straightened the
limbs, which had been bent by freezing,
removed the half-dozen suits of clothes
which each ware and wrapped the bodies
in linen and felt, and placed them in me-
tallic coffins, Then, on November 28th,
the homeward journey was recommenced.
For nineteen days we traveled day and
night in sledges dmwn by horses to
Irkuatsk, 2000 miles distant, where the re-
mains were placed on a public catafalque.
Omnbﬁri, the aearest railway station, was
reached Janunary 17th, and there we found
the coffins that had been sent by the
United Siates government a year before.
They were too heavy to be transported
over the snow. Once more the remains
changed coffins, and the remainder of the
journey made by the civilized modes
of travel.”
Some delay was experienced between
Orenburg and Moscow in getting the con-
sent of the Russian government to the re-
moval of the bodies, but of this Lieut.
Schuetze declined to speak. Throogh
Moscow and Berlin to Hamburg thé re-
mains , where they were plaged
with simple ceremonies on the Frisia on
February Gth. Each body is now inclosed
in 2 metallic casket. This is wrapped in
felt and cork sawdust, and inclosed in a
wooden box soldered with white lead, and
the whole is wrapped in felt and inclosed
in a crate.
