Passing through the levee one
sees nothing but water, no signs of {ences,
but several submerged cabins ean be
seen. At Walde's, where the government
force has bben endeavoring to chelk thie
tendency of the river to cut through, a
sirong current is ranning out into Four-
Mile bayou, and is probably where the
water came from that broke up the earth-
works of the Kansany City railway. At
Neely's, the next place above, and oppo-
site the chute of Cheek’s lsland, there is
between 5 and 7 feet of water. Around
the bend at the Mound City place the
water is not exeeeding 2 to 3 feet in depth.
