The German Press ullll Discussing the
Matter.

Benuis, February 20.—The Nationa! Ga-
setts hope' the Sevessionists will not pro-
pose in the Reichstag & resolution thank-
ing the United States House of Repre-
gentatives for its resolution of condolence
on the death of Lasker, unless it is pre-
viously ascertained whethier it esn be
adopted.

The Germania doubls whether such a
resclution wonld ffod a majority. The
Reichslag is not competent to reply to &
n--.u]u rion of condolence of which they
have received no official cognizance.

The Politische Nachrichten attributes half
the blame to Minister Sargent, and asserts
that he is lacking in pomwal tact, and so
failed to keep the authorities at Washing-
ton inf »rmml of the true state of affairs in
Germany.

The logne Gazlte says: “"Bismarck
might, perhaps, have iforwarded the reso-
lution to the Reic ‘hstag if Minister Sar-
gent had net, from easily-explained rea-
sons, rendercd bimeeli obnoxious. We
hnp« ihis unfortunate imcident will not
disturh the harmony gf the two nations,
whose interes's hn\i- _been closely bound
11-H-'tln rinany yemars.

Loxpox, February 20.—In proposing the
Lill for the extension of the franchise in
the Ilouse of Commons, Gladstone said
to introdace separate franchise bills for
England, Ireland and Scotland, with the
prospect ol carrying the English and
Seoteh bills, and feaving the Irish bill to
take its chances, would be altogether im-
practicable, The arguments in favor of a
uniforin Lill were unanswerable.
