Wasaisaroy, March 4.—The following
acconnt of the Fauquire county tragedy was
obtained by & special reporter of the Asso-
ciated Press: On Sunday last Jno. Glas-
! cock, & well-known and influential farmer
of Fauquire county, Va., living near Dela-
lane Station, on the Virginia Mid-
and railway, murdered bhis entire
, family, consisting o is wife and
three children, and then commit.
ted suicide. The first inlimation the
neighbors had of anything wrong at
GGlascock’s house was the a;)penrnnce of
flames and smoke through the windows
sunday morning. A number of people
came to the house with the intention of
rendering assistance, but found to their
surprise the doors and windows securely
bolted and barred on the inside, and the
building, to all appearance, deserted. As
the flameés were making rapid progress
it was necessary to effect an entrance
in some way, and the first comers goon
succeeded in battering down one of the
doors and eventually in putting out the
fire. Noliving person was found in the
house, but in the bed in the family bed-
room, over which coal oil had been poured
and then ignited, were found the dead
bodies of Mrs. Glascock and her infant
son, tne latter greatly disfigured by the
flames. Both were shot through the head
with & revalver, and the murderer, to
make sure of death, had shot Mm. Glas-
cock & second and third time through the
body. On the floor near the burning bed
lay the dead bodies of two other children,
Roudney and Emily, both shot through the
head and the former shot, also, through
the body. Ina piece of wowds overlook-
ing the farmhouse was found the dead
bedy of John Glascock, the husband and
father, who, after deliberately murder-
ing his whole f{amily and setting
(fire  to his - house, had pgone {s
this piece of woods and committed suicide
by shooting with the same revolver used
in killing his wife and children. It now
appears that Glascock, while Iaboring
under some hallucination ora fit of tew-
porary insanity, drove away the servant
earlv Sanday momning, murdered his
fumily, poured coal 0il ovor the bed and
set fire to it, fastened op the house, and
then went to the cabin of a neighbor and
pretended that Le needed a servamg to
cook Breakfast for himself and family. He
then returned, as his tracks in the snow
indicate, to the vicinity of his house, and
finding that the tragedy had not yet
beenHizcovered, proceaded to the edge of
the piece of wonds overlooking the farm,
where he seems to have watched
his burning house until it was entered
and the fire extinguished by neighbars,
He then retired a few paces further into
the woods and shot himeell through the
heart. The murderer ana suicide was a
son of wealthy parents and bhad a very
large and influential famnily donnection.
His young wife, Marn Glascock, was the
dnuggler of Herod Frazier, formerly of
Loudon county, Va., and now a citizen of
Missouri. The father, mother and three
children were buried side by side in the

cemetery near Middleburg, Va.
