The adversaries of the improvement,
among other things, loudly complain
aiinst the construction of any levees as
a means of confining the channel where
necessary to the permanent removal of
shoals, or the shifting of the current so
ns to obstruct navigation. True, such
levees would aid in protecting neighbor-
ing property, as river improvements in
the East and elsewhere have done, but
that would be simply an unavoidable in-

cident, and while private real estate
ought not to be increased in value under
pretense of public improvement, public
improvement cannot be refused on the
mere ground of such incidental ad-

vantages. Curiously enough Cincinnati
is coming to the conclusion that its own
river wants Improvement, and improve-
ment by levees. That city is discussing
the problem of so constructing a levee as
to keep out the overflow in floods, as it
is kept out of New Orleans by levees.
So much has been lost by the two
recent Ohio floods, t6,000,00i last year
nad f10.000.000 this, that it is becoming
a iui!stion whether extensive levee work
will not have to be done along the banks
ol the Ohio. The floods are becoming
more extensive and more frequent along
the Ohio of late years than formerly, and
as the increase is attributed to the cut-

ting away of the forests, the probability
apiears to be that as the lands are
cleared more and more, floods will con-

tinue to increase in sue and frequency as
the years go on. To endure such evils
is more than man's patience will bear,
and remedy will be looked for. As the
experience of the lower Mississippi has
demonstrated, the construiJion ofiwaa
is the only resource. It will be singular
to see that enemy of practical river im-

provement advocating river improve-

ments, and levees as a part of them. As
this bryonies necessary the Commercial
wTlf find it also necessary to sing its
lugubrious laments no longer, but to
change its mournful flats to a new key
involving a series of brilliant sharps,
such as have never rung out from its
music up to this time.

THieiUlIBEiCHSTltL
The contest that has been going on in

the German Parliament over the refusal
of Bismarck to receive resolutions
adopted by our Congress respecting the
death of the lamented Lasker.has drawn
attention to the representatives of the
great German people, and some account
of them and their political divisions will
be acceptable to many readers , of the

Arrt.M.. The popular branch in the
imperial Parliament is called the l!eichs- -
tag; its members arc chosen directly by
the people, upon the principle of nni- -

vernal suffrage, from districts trcucrally
proportioned to the population repre- -

sented ; the number of constituencies is
3Sy, nearly two-thir- of which are agri- -

cultural. In 252 districts there is a ma- -

jority of Protestants, while in the re- -

maining 145 the Catholics are prcponder- - j

ant. It should, however, be noted that
while in 139 circumscriptions the
Protestants constitute more than three-fourt-

of the population, only in ninety-seve- n

do the Catholics possess an equiva-
lent ascendancy. The avenge popu-

lation of a district is 114,000; the
average number of electors requisite
to elect a member of the Reichstag is
22,890. Id 1S71 there were 207 constitu-
encies which sent but fifty per cent, or
upward of their qualified electors to the
ballot-bo- x; ten years later 291 constitu-
encies evinced an equally active interest
in the election. There was some falling
off at the date as com-lre- d

with 1873, yet looking back over
the short Listory of the Reichstag there
was a great increase in the numbers who
vote. In 1S71 the Party of Progress
were in a majority in twelve pr cent, of
tbe districts; seven years later in only
six and five-tenth- s, but in 13S1 they made
a long stride in advance, exhibiting ma-
jorities in more than fifteen per cent, of
the constituencies. Finally, the Party
of the Center, organized and guided by
the skillful leader of the Clericals, Herr
Vindthorst, had majorities in but sixteen
percent, of the electoral districts thir
teen years ago, whereas in 1SS1 it showed j

a clear preponderance over all oppo- -

nents in more than a fourth of the aggre-
gate number. In 1S71 and 1S74 the Social-

ists had only half of one per cent, of the
whole number; in 13S1 they had in-

creased to three per cent. The Reichs-
tag does not present that independence
of attitude toward the central govern-
ment which has always distinguished the
English Parliament, and the Emperor
and Chancellor Bismarck "lord it" ac-

cordingly. They are able to do so prin-

cipally because the Germans, notwith-
standing their prevalent sound common
sense, are divided up into a multiplicity
of little factions, which the astute Bis-

marck has only to divide tor himself to
conquer. In 1S1 there were elected to
the Reichstag 50 Conservatives, 23 Free
Conservatives, 1 Independent Liberal,
4b' National Liberals, 46 Secessionists or
members of the Liberal Union, CO Pro-

gressists, 100 Ultramontanes or members
of the Center, 18 Poles, 15 Alsace-Lor-raincr- s,

10 Guelfists: and Particular-ist-s,

2 Danes, 12 Social Democrats,
and 9 members of the Peo-

ple's party. A majority of a full Reichs-
tag would be 199, but the Liberals of all
shades only muster 153, while a union of
both sections of the Conservatives with
the Center would still fall short by
twenty of the number requisite to insure
preponderance. To the lover of freedom
these divisions in the presence of mon-

archical assertions of prerogative arc not
encouraging, but when the present
Emperor and his Chancellor have finish-

ed their term the people may become
more awake to their liberties, with one
party in the Reichstag for them and one
party for the aristocrats. AYhcn that
comes the Reichstag will be the power it
ought to be.

The Madras University is condncted on
a plan similar to that of the Ger-
man universities, where examina-
tions are held every year and degrees
are conterred. The university is conduct-
ed by the governors, and the examiners
are twenty-fiv- e men of the highest educa-
tion. The standard is very high. In

the Memorial Hall in Madras, theSassing I left, I saw a large crowd as-
sembled, and stopped to inquire what was
going on. 1 was told that bOO candidates
were being examined among tbe middle-clas- s

students. There are two other
classes, and each candidate is required to
pay the government, on presenting him-
self for examination, from six to ten ru-
pees. A rupee is about fifty cents, but
money in India is worth about ten times
as much as it is here, so you see how
much is being spent by those young men.
There is a perfect mania for education
among the young; men of India, and espe-
cially for the English branches and the
sciences."

policy of repealing the agricultural lien
law. This division includes, too, the
planters of the State, and it is a matter
that affects their interest more than that
of any other class. The failure of the
elective judiciary system is a blessing be-
yond measure.

The Governor will approve the railroad
supervision act. He believes that it does
not contain any provision in direct con-
flict with the constitution. Others believe
that it does. It is said to contain many
features of the Tennessee law recently
passed upon by the Federal Court. In
fact some assert that it is a virtual copy of
the Tennessee act.

There is much speculation as to who
will be appointed commissioners. There
is but little doubt but that Ex-Go- J. M.
Stone will be one. I expect that'Dr. J. J.
Thornton, of Pass Christian, Harrison
county, will be another. As to the third,
I am unable to form an opinion. lv the
broad limits of the State were were
searched, two better men, men more emi-
nently qualified and in every suited for the
place, could not be found than Gov. Stone
and Dr. Jack Thornton. They are both
practical business men, strong-minde-

firm and of the strictest integrity, and de-
voted to the public interest and welfare
and prosperity of the State.

A very important measure affecting the
material intsrest of the whole State hangs
on disagreement as to amendments. I allude
to the bill which passed the House some
time since providing for, or rather author-
izing, the transfer of the lease by the pres-
ent lessees of the penitentiary to the in-
corporators of the Gulf and Ship Island
Railroad Company. It authorizes said
company to accept the transfer, and to
work the able-bodie- d convicts in the con-
struction of a railroad from the gulf to the
Tenneessee line ; to receive said labor with-
out cost except as to support and main-
tenance of the penitentiary, and to have
the same until said road is completed,
being limited therein to 1891. The Senate
passed the bill with sundry amendments,
in which the House refused to concur,and
a committee of conference is asked thereon.
It is to ba hoped that concessions will be
made as to the disagreement between the
two houses that will secure the passage of
the bill, with no crippling features en-
grafted therein. Another bill in the inter-
est of said road has passed the House, and
is before the Senate fir their action. It
makes a grant to the road under proper
restrictions of one-ha- lf interest in a large
amount of lands claimed by the State
under former grants from the Federal gov-
ernment, which matter is in process of set-

tlement between the State and the United
States.

With these two bills passed, there is no
question as to the ability of the company
to procure the necessary means and credit
to build the road, and it will, of course, be
to their interest to commence operations
at the earliest practicable moment. With
this road completed from the southern to
the northern boundary of our State, Mis-
sissippi will have taken several long strides
on the road of progress and prosperity.
The great good that will thus inuie to our
people and State is untold and cannot now
be appreciated.

The Senate to-d- passed a bill abolish-
ing the Eleventh and Twelfih Circuit and
Chancery Court Judicial Districts and re-
arranging the judicial districts of the
State. Warren county constituted the
Eleventh and Adams county the Twelfth
district. By a recent decision of the Su-
preme Court it became necessary to abol-
ish said districts or tocreate a new district
to include them, and the former was
deemed by the Senate to be the more
feasible, practicable and economical plan.

Our people and the Legislature are
looking forward with much interest to an
expected visit from the Hon.
Jefferson Davis, the greatest man that to-
day lives on the American continent.
Some time since the House of Repre-
sentatives by resolution invited him to
deliver an address before them on the life
and character of S. S. Prentiss. His health
ha3 been such as to preclude his accept-
ance at an earlier day of the session. A
letter was received from him by the com-
mittee on yesterday announcing his pur-
pose, if physically able, to reach here
Sunday night. The occasion will be one
of interest, both on account of the subject
of the eulogy and of the eulogist. Missis-
sippi is proud of her Prentiss and prouder
still of her grand, noble and peerless Da-
vis.

CACHE, IXD. TER.
From an Occasional Correspondent of the Appeal.

Cache, Choctaw Nation-- , February 29.

Cache designates an important postoffice
and business point in the Choctaw Na-

tion. There are few thickly settled vil-

lages in the nation, but throughout the
country are points having one or more
stores, and to these points the Indians
come to do their trading. Cache is thirty
miles from Fort Smith, and has but one
store and a dwelling. Isaac Isaacson, who
owns and conducts the store, is general
manager for that section. Besides his
store, he bzs a cotton-gin- , bhecp farm and
herding pastures. He finds it essential to
trade usages to operate these industries in
connection with his mercantile business.
He also operates a boarding and lodging-hous- e

for the convenience of persons in
his employment. Yesterday evening,
after a heavy drive through tho over-
flowed strips, we fonnd the hospitable
Isaacson at home and willing to receive
for the night the tired traveler. After
paHaking of a supper, where venison,
spare ribs, turkey and other toothsome
delicacies were served, our host was will-

ing to give notes bearing upon the Choc-

taw people, their habits and character. He
says :

"I have lived at this place for nearly
three years, and during this time my busi-

ness and social relations with these people,
who are sometimes marked down as
peculiar, have been most satisfactory and
pleasant. For convenience I sleep at my
store, and there has never been made any
attempt to break into tho store, and
though I have no night watch for my cat-

tle, ponies and sheep, not one has ever
been stolen. In fact, the star trait in the
Indian character is honesty pure, natural
honesty. They have the most sacred re-
gard for the rights of property, and the
cases of larceny arising in this country are
more or less influenced by a low grade of
white men, who have intruded and edu-
cated from time to time the young Indians
in notions that are far from the breeding
of the Indian ancestry. As a rule, they
have very little cash in hand, are not pro-
gressive "in trade, and know very little
about profitable investment of money.
They are gradually, from association and
necessity, coming to agricultural habits,
and the acreage of corn and cotton in-
creases annually fifty per cent. Their
lands are good, labor is cheap, and they
are beginning to see what a great country
they have. But the greater part of them
take no interest in anything beyond bring-
ing a scanty living and wearing."

"Do you find it profitable to do business
up here?"

"I do. When I came here I had a email
amount of capital, but I saw what kind of
people I had to deal with. I have tried to
treat them fairly in all transactions, and
believe I have succeeded. My patronage
was slow at first, because they do not like
to trade with a white man until they know
him and find out all about him. My pa-
trons aro numerous, and many of them
live over sixty miles from here. They
bring their cotton to me to have it ginned
and baled. After it is ready for shipment
I make no offer to buv it. You cannot
push or easily persuade the Indian. I
know he has already made up his mind
what he will do about that cotton. He
either has determined to take it back to
bis home or to some creditor in his neigh-
borhood, or to Fort Smith, or wants to
store in the gin until he calls for it, or sell
it to me. They know about what should
be the market price, and if my offer to
them is not what it is really worth, they
eee it. If he finds out afterward that
my price was low he has no more use for
me, and will use his time, money and
tongue in letting the country know what
kind of a pale-fac- e intruder is among
them. So you see as a general trader 1
am bound to deal with them under the mle
that 'honesty is the best policy.' Thtre
are but a very few dead-bea- t and dishon-
est ones in this whole section."

"lo yon do any credit business?"
"Most of my business goes on the

books. A Choctaw Indian will come to
my store and say: 'I have a pony at
home worth $30. I want some goeds, and
will bring him down to you in two or
three months.' On that bare statement I
will let him have $'20 of such goods as he
wants. 1 will hardly see him for four
months. Unexpectedly he will come in
some day and tell roe my pony is out at
the door. Since he bought the goods he
has fattened the pony and put it in the
very best condition. He names bis own
price, and if I want it I buy it at bis own
figures, and instead of being a $30 pony,
it ia usually worth $50, and at this figure
I buy. After he made the purchase of
good's on credit and pledged himself to
bring me tbe pony, no man could buy it
from him ; he considers it as belonging to
roe. Sometimes they bring a cow, sheep,
wool all of it I buy. Of course these
worthless whites who have come in here
do not get the same confidence from me.
Many of them are squatters, do not get
the permit required by law, and wander
from place to place. Among the Choc- -

taws are some very intelligent people who
have abandoned the traditions of their
ancestors. Many of these customs
still exist here. They have their
feasts and seasons of merry-makin- g.

What is known as the 'cry'- is
yet celebrated. A good party of them will
buv up a large quantity of meat, sugar,
coffee and flour. Ont of these they have a
peculiar dinner and during tbe day each
one who has lost a relative will separate
from the crowd and go through a half-ho- ur

of secret crying and mourning. To
me this seems foolish. But among them
it is regarded aa a very sacred feast. There
people have a regard for the laws enacted
Dy tneir council. A liiflerence is sprung
among them and they cheerfully submit
the controversy to the court or arbitrators
and stand by the judgment. Their laws
come down on thefts the penalty for the
third offense is death. If a punishment be
given one for the violation of the law he
is branded by relatives and all with the
mark of a coward, unless he comes up and
like a man acknowledges the punishment.
Why, sir, if it is decided by the 'courts that,
under the law, the defendant shall be shot
he is not jailed, or bond given for his ap-
pearance on execution day. The condemn-
ed man goes to his home and on the day
set for his execution, be will be there
ready to die. I knew one to travel a long
distance sick and in the rain to be at the
place of execution at the time appointed
for his execution. In this great reverence
for the criminal law, you know, they are
far superior to the people in the States.
Strict laws are also made governing the
intermarriage of white people and Indians,
the license costing $25. ou hear in the
States the Indian spoken of in light terms

as a people with bare nature and bad
impulses and with no notion of virtue.
Fornication is 500 per cent, less frequent
here than in the old States. They are
virtuous and will drive out improper char-
acters. If you lived up here for a short
while you would leave favorably impressed
with the Indian people. - Indeed, they
have some bad traits, but take them as a
people, they are entitled to higher stand-
ing than the world accords to them.
In trxveling through the country you will
be struck with things heretofore un-
known to you. They are called lazy. In-
difference is their nature. They are full
of hospitality. Most of them will be glad
to have you stop and Btay with them in
their Indian huts, and while there you
will get the best they have. But when
you drive up and ask to stay all night you
are accorded a welcome in their way, but
are expected to water your horses, feed
and stable them. There are many more
things I could tell you, but you are tired.
Frank, can't you give us some accordeon
music?"

OLD CASH,

Of Cheraw, South Carolina, Arrested by

Posse, Charged With Complicity

In the Cold-Blood- Murder
. Committed

By His Son, Bogau, for Whom Gov-

ernor Thompson has Offered s Re-

ward of Five Hundred
Dollars.

How the Old murderer Himscir was Ran
Down and Taken Unawares He

Dropped His Gun, Surrendered
at Discretion.

Charleston, March 10. Under special
instructions from Gov. Thompson, State
Constable K. M. Eichbourg with twelve
picked men, armed with Springfield rifles,
left Columbia at midnight last night and
arrived at Florence at 3 :30 o'clock a.m.
They were there met by Sheriff Cole, of
Darlington, and took a special train for
Cash's Depot. The force reached a point
one mile below Cash's Depot at 5 oYicck,
and here the train stopped and the force
disembarked and proceeded up the track
on foot to Cash's bouse, lfcfore daylight
the house was surrounded. About 6
o'clock Cash the elder rose and eaw the
pickets. He armed himself with a Win-

chester repeating ride and pistols, and
tried to escape frem the premises. He ran
against John Pearson, one of the sentinels,
who presented his rifle, demanding him
to surrender. Cash hesitated and Pear-

son said :

"dbop voce cvs or i'll shoot you in
TWO SECONDS."

Cash dropped his gun quickly. He ad-

mitted having been taken completely by
surprise. When captured he was endeav-
oring to make his way to the log bouse
where young Cash was sleeping every
night since the murder. The force closed in
and searched old Cash's house thorough-
ly, but could find nothing of Bogan Cash.
The party started for the log house. When
they were half way there Cash, getting
alarmed for his son's safety, proposed to
go to tbe log house alone, and pledged his
honor he would have his surrender within
two hours. Tho proposition was accepted,
and the force recalled. Cash went, and soon
returned, saying his son had left the house
an hour before, and did not know where
he was. He offered, however, if the force
would withdraw that

HIS SON WOULD SURRENDER

before Wednesday. He stated that he
only wanted to come off with flying
colors, and that neither be nor his son de-

sired to be considered as outlaws, but de-

sired capitulation onjhis own terms. Bear-

ing in mind the desire of Gov. Thompson
that Cash should be captured rather than
be allowed to surrender, Chief Constable
Iiichbourg declined these terms. Caeh's
home was then surrounded by guards
with instractions to let no ono enter
there. Cash's pistol and rifle were taken
from him. Cash protested strongly against
this but said

HE WOULD YIELD TO FORCE.
Capt. Richbourg, having determined to

let nothing prevent a most thorough
search for young Cash, left most of bis
men at the house, and at 9 o'clock pro-

ceeded to Cheraw, to summon a larger
posse with which to enter the swamp and
track the fugitive. At Cheraw about
thirty additional men, including a number
of horsemen, were obtained, and these
scoured the country for miles around dur-

ing the evening, but could find no trace
of Bogan. Search will be resumed at
daylight and 'Strong hopes are
entertained that the murderer will be
taken. Old Cash will be taken to Colum-

bia by train, charged with com-

plicity in bis son's crime.

New York World: Congress has been
three months in session. Long before ita
organization it was known, on the testi-
mony of Republicans who bad been partici-
pants in some of the acts, that Icdiuna had
becu purchased in lbSO by an enormous
corruption fund raised to save the Repub-
lican party after the defeat in Maine; that
United States judgeships had been sold in
advance for $100,000 in cash by the Re-
publican candidate for President; that a
Cabinet position had been pledgrd to a
New York banker as his reward for rais-
ing the Indiana corruption fund, and that
the election in New Y'ork had been pur-
chased in the same year by "a golden
stream from Stephenson's bank." it was
known that the present President of the
United States, while
had boasted at a banquet given iu honor
of Uorsey that Indiana had
been carried by "soap."

These are the worst crimes that could
be committed against a republican gov-
ernment. They strike at its very exist-
ence. They strip the United States Su-
preme Court, the final arbiter of the con-
stitution, of its purity and independence,
and rob the people "of the right of sov-
ereignty.

Y'et the Democratic majority of the
House of Representatives has remained
for three months inactive and apparently
indifferent, and has made no attempt to
investigate these infamous crimes and to
holdup their perpetrators to public indig-

In the conrsa of the regular business of
Congress the Committee on Expenditures
in the Department of J ustice bave found
it necessary to investigate the expenses
and methods of the Star-rout- e prosecu-
tions.

New York, March 10. The police to-d-

arrested Jesse Williams, a negro coachman,
and Gertrude Ash, a colored servant, his
alleged accomplice in one of the most
brutal assaults and robberies perpetrated
in this city since the Hull murdr in 1878.

Hervey, aged eighteen years, and sister of
Mrs. George Sloane, whose husband is a

Ash was a servant in the family, and was
retrard.tl as an industrious and honest
girl. Saturday evening Mr. and Sirs.
Sloane went out. leaving Miss Hervey in
charge of her little niece, two years "and
six months old. Miss Hervey retired
about 9:30 o'clock. Slcane's little girl
slept with her. In her bed-roo- is a large
closet. Mies Hervey had just retired

Looking around She saw the closet door
swiug open and Williams sprang forward,
and grasping her by the throat threatened
to kill her if she made an outcry. The
commotion awakened the child and it be-
gan to cry.

the money was kept and ordpred
her to give him the keys to the various
rooms, with the most brutal threats if she
did not obey him. When she said she did
not know where the things were kept he
dragged her from the bed, still retaining
bis grasp upon her throat, ami threw her
vinhtntlv urmn thn Hotir.

kerchief in h?r mouth and tied a towel
securely around her head.

and tied her feet. He then ransacked the
apartiueuts, packing np whatever found
of value, and escaped by way of a windo w
which led to the tire escape. Mr. and
Mrs. Sloane returned at 10:30 o'clock, no-

-room, and suspected something wrong.
They went to Miss Hervev's room and
found her as above stated and uncon
scious, and she must soon have died of
suffocation. She was with difficulty re-
stored to consciousness and told her story.
Her body was covered with bruises, and
the marks of her brutal treatment were
plainly visible about her neck. She

The police were promptly sum-

moned, and Capt. Williams with two de-
tectives promptly arrived. Thy soon
found a tire escape that led to the room
occupied by Gertrude Ash, a colored ser-
vant. The window was partly open aud
the detective entered. lie found Wil-
liams under a bed. On going down stairs.
Williams made frantic efforts to escape.
Several blows upon the head with a billy
subdued him. lie was handcuffed and
taken to the police station. Gertrude
Ash was also arrested and locked up. She
denied knowing Williams, and said she
was ignorant of his presence in the house.
It was learned, however, from the "negro
colony" that Williams and the girl were
considered engaged. Williams is twenty-on- e

years old and Ash nineteen. About
SiJOJ worth of jewelry and silverware
were found in a pillow-cas- e in the ser-
vants' room.
