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Lt is not that immigrants are averse to
settle in Southern regions, for Texas has
been ax suceessful in gainiog them as the
colder districts of the West. That State
and the West { avea larger amount of
wild innd amid which the stranger c¢an
find a home than the older States can
offer. What iz more, those States can
find labor for those who have no capital.
By that labor the industrious and econ-
omical can gnin suficient to buy, in a few
years, Iarms for themselves and become
the -<m,-]--_\'¢r- of immigrants who come
aftoer, llm best re-
sults of immigration, and the most suc-
cessful. They have begun at the bottom,
know their business as it is adapted to
this elimate, have learned what are its
and the customs of
the people. When they start in
business on their own account
they have practical knowledge of what
has to be done snd they suceced, and
their suecess attracts other sottlers, for
it is generally made kuown to old friends
and the place whence
When a fresh im-
migrant has sufficient ecapital to buy land
at onee, he has many disadvantages to
encounter, the principal one of which is
his ignorance, at starting, of farming as
practiced in a climate to which he is un-
accustomed, and among a people of whose
habits, and often of whose language, he is
ignoramt. It is this capitalist, the man
who wants to buy a farm already im-
proved. who is the most sought for in the
South, and this class is the least numer-
ous among the immigrants, and, as he
started with moner his success is less
striking and produces less impression
among those he has left behind him, than
cowes from the success of the penniless
laborer.

TENNENREE RIVER (ONVENTYION,

At Chattanooga to-day s eonvention
meets to consider the sabject of so im-
proving the navigation of the Tennessee
river as to secure uninterrupted npaviga-
tion upon that streéam to iss mouth at
Paducah. The Tennessee is as large and
fine a river as the Ohio, and like the
Ohio at Louisville it bas a serious ob-
strustion at Muscle Shoals. Let that
and any other obstruction be rewoved,
make the navigation of the Tennessee
equal to that on the Ohisa from Pitis-
burg down, and the result would be much
more important than has arisen from
opening the Ohio all its length. There
are lands on the Tennessee as rich as are
found on the banks of the Ohio, and
coal as plentiful glides down its current,
but there are also resources in timber
and in iron such as the Ohio does not
possess. Within a very faw yvears Chat-
tanooga, situated upon its left bank, has
become an important mapnfacturing
city, and Sheffield, which has just risen
up like a young giant further down the
stream, promises to be no less successful.
Let the river be opened to constant navi-
gation, so that thé coal, and iron, and
lumber, and produce which it can so
pleatifully supply may reseh, by its
means, the Ohio and Mississippi rivers,
and they can be sent at a low rate of
transportation to all parts of the world.
[t is proved that water navigation is the
most effectual of all means of preventing
railway extortion, and this is a powerful
reason, added to others, why both the
Teonessee nud the Mississippi should |
have the most that is possible mude of |
their advantages.

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IRISH POLITICS.

A"Very Careful Review of the Condition
of Parties in Ireland, the
Clnsses That

Compose Them and the General Drift
and Tendency of Their Policy
and Their Purposes.

The Island and the People Handicapped
by the Curse of Torylsm and

Religious Bigotry.

Bosrox, March 11.—The London corre-
spondent of the Bostun Adwertiser writes
from Dublin, Ireland, under date of Feb-
ruary 18th, the following careful and can-
did review of Irish politics: It is nniver-
sally concedrd that apon the character of
the Irish vote will largely depend the fu-
ture of English political parties, as well as
the future of Ireland herself. I have been
in this country for some days, and have
bad unusual opportunities for discoverin
what is the real state of affairs; and I wil
therefore give as concise an acconnt as
passible of the position and prospects of

arties in Lreland. The recent invasion of
Jlster by the Nationalists, us it was called,
excided deadly hatred among the Orange-
men, who acted with such vigor and made
Lo mnch noise that English people wers
vconfirmed in their prejudices as to the in-
vortunee of Orsngemen and the weakness
of the National party in Uister. Now it
is not denied by unyone that this party
is less strong in Ulster than in the
other provinves, owing very lurgely 1o the
religions element entering into politics.
Bat there was a substantial truthin what 1
heard Mr. Parnel]l declare in the House of
Comwmons, namely, that “Ulster was no
more loyal'" than any other part of Ire
land. I find that in Ulster the Nationalist
sentiment is constantly gaining ground,
and [ shouvld say that tge recent actisn of
the Orangemen has nelped rather than
hindered the development of the Nation-
ulist movement. The Orunge faction in
Ulster is led Ly landlords. is supported by
the magistracy, bot its rank and file are
eomposed of rowdy lads and the most iguo-
runt luborem. These latter neither kuow
nor care anything about polities. Their f+ts
and sticks can be easily bovght by Jand
lords, and, as & matter of fact, they are so
bought. The most intelligent business
men and those professional men whose in-
terests do not liz on the side of the land-
lord class will have little or nothing to do
with Orangeism.

THE PRESBYTEHIAN CHURCH

comprises the best elements of Ulster
Protestantism ; the sturdy, shrewd farmers
are of this persnasion, and they are very
far from being Orange in their sympathies.
Orangeism is in reality an alliance of the
privileged classes and the “residuunm.”
Violently opposed to these Orangemen
and equally fanatical, are the poorer and
lower clusses of the Catholics. In this
cla=s there can be no doubt disaffection is
widely spread, and political assassination
is not nnpopular among them. The “In-
vineibles™” were herces for the most part
with this class, who regarded political
murder as quite different, ethically, irom
murder of the ordinary kind. This class
15 pretty numerous, and it was these who
hung on to “the skirts of the Land
Leagne,” and cansed the erime which ac-
companied that movement. The aecnsa-
tion constantly leveled by Englishment st
the Land-League lesders for eonniving at
this crime was not 50 much false as ab-
surd. The leaders could not help the
crime. Given the conditions—a wide-
spread agrarian agitation and a lower class
of ignorant people who have never been
accustomed to reason or to orderly meth-
ods—and crime was inevitable. The won-
der is, in my r}[?ininu. that there was not
much more, Between these two classes—
THE ORAMNGE PACTION,
which i3 numericall small and morally
contemptible, and the ignorant Catholic
faction, which is pauperized and brutal,
are the great masses of Irish people who
are intelligent, reasonuble nmll as honest
as most other nations.

The former
of these can do little or nothing alone. It
is emphatically an Ulster party, the party
oi the Presbyterian farmers and business
men, and has no hold on any other por-
tion.

A YVery Successful and Gratifying Exper-
Iment That Will No Doubt be Tried
by Many Other Cities.

Abelition of a System That Tended to
Pauperize ihe Children—What
Leading Edueators Say.

New Yoms, March 10.—The World, of

them. It was these obviously ebjectiona-
ble features of the system which produced
a widespread dissatisiaction with it, and
created a demand, on the part not only of
those interested in a pecuniary sense but
of those who were disposed to deal justly
and fairly with all, for a change. 1t was
argued that free books were just as essen-
tinl and just as proper as free tuition, and
that education was not and conld not be
free until free books were included in the
system. And it was in sccordance with
all these considerations. and this demand
that a majority of
“THE BOARD OF EDICATION DECIDED TO TRY
THE PLAN."

“What are the details of the present
system !

“They are very simple. In thg first
lace, all the books are stamped with the
Egend. ‘Property of the Board of Educa-
tion,” and also bear a label which says
that] they are ‘loaned’ to those who use
them. and that if carelessly injured or
maliciously destroyed they will have to be
paid for, and that when done using them
the children to whom they are loaned
must return them to the board. All the

books are thus marked, so that there ean |

possibly be no discrimination, and no
scholar ean point to another scholar's
books and say: ‘You are a pauper and 1
amnot. I own my books and you do
not." Besides, it does away with the sys-
tem ol petty retail clerking of the prio-
cipals of the schools, who were previously
linble to be interrupted every few min-
utes, no matter how busy, tosell a penny’s
worth of paper or a slate-pencil, and. per-
haps compelled to return a basketful of
pennies and five-cent pieces every little
while to the depot and wait while they
were Leing counted. At present the
books and supplies are apportioned pro
raia among the schools, according to the
number of scholars, and the principals
draw against their several accounts as
they require them.

“IHE NOOKS ARE CHARGED TO THE PRIN-

CIPALS

and they render their accounts at stated
intervals, giving the details of what have
been dis of and what remain on
hand. iere were in the hands of the
scholars on the last day of December be-
tween $130,000 and $140,000 worth of
books, which they had paid for and owned
and which were good until the scholars
were promoted in Febroary., So we de-
cided to allow the scholars to continue fo
use those books until they were promoted
and then supply them with new ones.
That plan has worked admirably; in fact,
it would have been a wicked waste to have
done otherwise and not have utilized that
$140,000 worth of books, Besides that, we
were able to make special rates with the
hook houses, wheng‘;“we obtained = dis-
connt of from twenty-five to fifty per cent.
on the contract prices, and in that way we
saved from $20,000 to 25,000, so that the
money we had, her with the discount,
gave us a net cash basis of $100,000, be-
sides the advantage we gained by using
the old books until February.”

“Will the same appropriation carry the
sydtem through next year?”

“Undoubtedly, unless it may ibly
be that it will be necessary to for an
increase of say $5000, to provide for in-
crease in new scholars and new schools.”
