FOOT AND MOUTH.

The Excitement ns to the Epldemic

Subsidisg. and Cattlemen

Are Ofering the Ntate Anthorities Ald
fo Stamp it Oul.

Niosso Fawus, Ks., March 14.—The ex-
citement relative to the eattle plague is
subsiding. It is reported that some per-
sons disregard the quarantine, and claim
that it will be in:possible to maintain the
quarantine many days longer. The peo-
ple generally do not believe the disease so
highly contagious as surgeons report it,
and base their skepticism on facts as they
have transpired here.  Tuke, for instance,
the lierd of John Bearnl, ml:lumm_ sixty
head ; the disease nppe-amd there five or
six \ncuhsugo and yet only eight have
shown any symptom of disease. The
disorder appeared in the Owl creck
herd, as we now learn, about Christ-
was, and bat fourteen have thus
far been infected out of over 100 head.
The health surgeons say the disease mani-
fests itzell within about four days at the
longest after exposure. The (Quarantine
Committee held a Mmeeting and resolved
on exira measures to insure respect for
their regalations. Owing to the large and
rapidly growing disbelief in the fuohh'
contagious character of the disease, the
duties of the committee are rendered very
difficnit. If the sorgeons are correct the
disease is bouml to spread for the reason
that quarantine cannot hold but ten days
longer.

The Disrase Makes Its Appearance in

Cmicaco, March 14.—Advices received
here to-day are to the effect that the foot
and mouth disease has a pem&l near
Wapella, Louiza county, Ia. Nothing
additional has been learned regarding the
situation near Effingham, IIl,, but the
State veterinary surgeon and experts have
gone to the scene, who are expécted to re-
port to-morrow.
