some twelve years ago, and during that
comparatively snort tine nas amassed a
snug competence, even in the face of dis-
astrous floods with which he had to con-
tend an evidence of the fertility of the
soil and the value of energy. Some
miles further up the river is the Brad'
ley place, a beautiful tract of land, at pres
ent leased anil operated by Messrs. Park it
Morralev. lhe dwelling, located about
100 yards back from the river, was blocked
np eighteen inches lust before the high
water, and with that elevation barelv es
caped with dry floors. The stock
was penned up and kept out of
water by the system of scaffolding in
vogue in all the low places. One solitary
turkey cock was observed perched upon
the top of the warehouse, with drooped
feathers and woeful countenance. He
looked gloomy and peculiar, if not grand.
The steamer, in making her landing here,
fussed over ground that produced cotton

and will be put under cultivation
this season.

some thirty-liv- e miles above Memphis.
This valuable property, embracing some
4000 or 5000 acres of the most fruitful at
luvial land, is owned and worked by Mr.
Horace Andrews, whose residence is at
Memphis. Tho place was improved for
many years and mae somewhat famous
by tie efforts of the late Capt. Andrews,
who was well known and liked through
out the enure valley.

At Osceola an incident was related
which speaks volumes, and tells more of
the lovo and esteem in which Capt. An
drews was held than would whole col
umns of print.

The government engineers tobk observa-
tions to determine the discharge of the
river at Fulton during the last days of
February. At this ooint the river oroner
is quite narrow and very deep, with no
chutes or other outlets, so that the whole
volume of water passes through one chan-
nel. The maximum discharge occurred
on tho 2(5th of February, and was deter
mined to be l,4tjK,44d cubic feet per sec
ond, with a maximum velocity in that
vicinity of 10J miles per hour. This
all means that 11.500,000 eailons of
Water pass a given point every second and
the current ran at the rate of 101 miles
per hour in the swiftest places.

At Plum Point the whole country was
inundated, and a number of cabins had
been deserted bv their occupants, who
sought refuge in son.e abandoned build
ings put up some time ago by the govern
ment and built with a view of avoiding
danger from high water. Some distance
back from the river is a small elevation,
known as "schoolhouse ridge," about an
acre in extent, upon which all the dumb
beasts from ttie whole surrounding coun-
try were crowded. I failed to learn why
this elevation is named schoolhouse ridge.
as there isn't a schoolhouse within seven
miles of Plum Point. From Plum Point
the pilgrim steered for Osceola, where he
spent just enough time to get his grip-
sack packed, and then lit out for home.

On the whole, the people between here
and Memphis have suffered financially
little, beyond the loss of stock and fences,
and not as much from those causes this
time as during former high waters. Previ-
ous experience taught them a lesson, by
winch they have not been slow to profit.

Disease at All, but Canned by Ergot In
the Feed.

Xeosha Fam-r- , Ks., March 22. The fol
lowing veterinary surgeons have been in
consultation here and have made a
thorough examination of the alleged foot
and mouth disease among cattle: Dr.
lleattee, Chicago; Ir. I). K. Salmon, vet
erinary surgeon for the Department of
Agriculture; Dr. At. linnehower, Merling,
111.; Dr. Geo. C. Faville, Colorado State
Agricultural College; Dr. K. C. Hazzar,
an old Scotch surgeon, now of Lexington,
Kv., and Dr.' blocker, of Iowa. These
gentlemen are positive that thev have dis-
covered the source of the trouble, and all
airree, first, that it is not epizootic aptha.
lacking many ol the important symptoms
ot that disease; it is not lack ot care,
neither is it alkali water; it is not Ja con-
tagious disease whatever, as not a new
case has appeared for a week in the in
fected nerds, although the weather has
been moist and warm. Dr. Salmon says
as soon as he saw tbe cattle he thought of
ergot, and they proceeded to examine the
hay. This had sot been done before.
They found it contained a large amount of
wild rye, which was lull ot ergot. The
surgeons all sav they never saw one- -

twentieth part as much ergot in a bunch
of feed. Tho theory is that the ergot, by
contracting the blood vessels and other
wise retarding the circulation in the ex
tremities, caused the feet to freeze. This
ends the creat scare. While it has proved
not to he a contagions disease, yet the peo
ple of this section did only what was pru
dent to do. Finding a disease among tbe
cattle which they did not understand, they
reported it to the Governor, and he ap-
plied to the general government for the
best skill they could furnish. The De
partment of Missouri sent an expert,
whom thev tully recommended, l he Ag
ricultural IVpartment at Washington sent
another. Their decision has been pub
lished far and wide. While many did not
give full faith to the verdict of these ex-
perts, it was thought to be the duty of the
community, in justice to the people of
other sections, to act in accordance with
their decision. Had they not done so
and the judgment of these experts proved
to be correct, and a terrible disease al
lowed to spread over the State, our people
would be unjustly condemned, ihey are
very clad to leant thev erred on the safe
side.
