T)ie manufacturers want protection on
the goods they manufacture, but they are
free-trade- when they find high duties
on the raw material they consume. Pa-

per manufacturers clamor for protection,
hut are equally as clamorous for free
pulp, and would purchase all the rags
they consume from the pauper labor en-

gaged in picking rags in Europe if it
could be purchased cheaper than at home.
The hypocrisy of the protectionists is
most forcibly illustrated by the following
article from the New York Herald:

Mr. John Roach; who presehe protection to
the American workings). n, but buys th. iron ore
be uses in his furnaces from foreign
irnKrtd last year 60,000 tuns tons of Spanish ore.
This he did because, as he said, he obtained the
tire raoro cheaply than if he had bought it of do-
mestic producers. When taxed with his incon-aislem-

he sought to evade the question and
that it was a very small matter. "The

quantity of ore I buy aod use is not sufficiently
large to affect the market and too ridiculously
small" to attain what he fervently wishes, the
protection of American labor. Let us see, Mr.
Koach, how your statement will bear the test of
figures. In the last census year the quantity of
iron mined in this country was 7,971,703 tons.
The number of employes in the mines, not
nf miners only, but of superintendent, etc.,
was ol,iWi.

Had you obtained this ore in the United States
of the home producer, for whose welfare yon
hnve iin print) so great solicitude, you would
have given employment to 2.'& men during the
year at the munificent wages which the results
of protection have, as you claim, insured to
them.

iNor i this all : for continuing in th. strain of
the school to which you pretend to belong, you

Tin j la . forcible illustration of the
injustice, the cheat and humbuggery of
protection. Mr. Itoach wants protection
to encourage his industry, and then buys
the raw material he consumes from for
eign markets because it is cheaper, and
then refuses other industries the same
privilege by taxing them to protect his
furnaces. The more protection is ex
posed the more it is shown to be a cheat
and a fraud. It takes from every hod
carrier more than fifty times as much in
proportion to his means for paying as it
docs from a Vanderbilt or the rich man-

ufacturer whose goods he handles. Pro
tection is a blessing to the protected
manufacturer, but it is a curse to the
country. The manufacturers are flour
irhing and prosperous. Cease to protect
the 111 and their profits will still be larger
than those of the other industries now
taxed to protect them. Every branch of
business ought to be
When any branch of industry cannot
suniiort itself without the aid derived
from taxing other iuterests, let it go down,
for it is a burden to a n com
inanity. The rich manufacturers want
free duty on the Taw materials they con
sume, but protectiou on what they sell.
The laboring masses ask no protection
and want the privilege of purchasing
what they cat and wear in the cheapest
markets. The sugar-plante- rs demand

that the corn and wheat-raise- rs of the
I'niled .States shall be made to pay more
for their sugar and rice than they would
cost if the protective tariff was removed
ho that they can make big profits at the
expense of others. They require a bonus
from other productive industries, not that
they may live but fatten at the public
expcn.se. AVhen the farmer finds any
one crop unprofitable he does not ask
protection, but simply turns his atten
tion to some other crop that will pay
and never whines around the halls of
Congress for a subsidy that will enable
him to continue iu the business that can
not live without protection. The next
Presidential battle is to be fought on
lour IdT an,l small aTitanilitnrA. Vy th
Democrats, and a high protective tariff
and large expenses by the ltepublicans,
and in such a contest the result will be
on the side of the people, who are op
pose 1 to being taxed to protect rich
inoiioixilios.

SORE EBl'C&TlOX FOR TKXKESsEE.
It is stated as certain that a vigorous

effort will be made to eall a convention
in Tennessee to revise the State constitu
tion. If that be done nothing in conncc
tion with the business of the convention
can possibly be of more importance than
to give in the new constitution every
possible aid and facility to education
Education is the crying want of the State
of Tennessee. Coiuplaiut is made every
now and then as to hard measures adopt
cd by the North against the South. As
lone as the cultivated brains are in the
North the power that moves public opin

' ion and guides the onward oourse of the
social current will bo there. Knowledge
is power, and they who have attained the
knowledge will wield the power, an
those having the least knowledge will go
to the wall. Why hhould the South
have less knowledge than the North?
Are not the youths of the South as
bright, as quick, as well endowed, as
favored in natural parts as those of the
North? The records of any college
where ' Northern and Southern youth
rtre brought together will answer the
question in a way that will put no
Southerner to the blush. When, how-

ever, we come to look at the actual
statistics of education in Tennessee, we
find that what it is possible to accom-

plish and what is actually done are two
different things. Tennessee has not the
educational facilities her position and
population require. There are not
tichool.s enough ; the teachers taking
the State at larpe are not accomplished
enoUKb; and where schools are opened,
the terms are not loug enough. Those
who have read the last educational
report of the State, while rejoicing
at what is done, cannot but
mourn that much greater effort is
not made. If ever Tennessee is to
ritaud before the world with the promi-

nence that is iu due, it must educate its
citizens. What gives Ohio its singular
prominence anions the States? its natural
advantages? No; not as compared with
Teuuessee; but its publio schools,, its
population of men and women who can
read and think. We want more educa-

tion iu Tennessee education for the
laborer as well as for the merchant and
the lawyer, education for thfi , negro as
well as for the white. If we are to re-

vise our State constitution, let one of the
objects be to so mold it as to mako edu-

cation as universal as our youthful pop-

ulation.

II ABU FACTS ARB OI TXF.T THEOstlES
Hard facts and demonstration from

hydrographical prin-

ciples prove the error of the assertion
that the Mississippi can have its naviga-

ble facilities increased by what is called
the outlet system. Again and again that
system has occupied the attention of
Congressional committees, and it advo-

cates have had full opportunity to w-pla- in

their views, but their attempts to
prove that Ue views are correct have
continually failed. Notwithstanding this,
there is hero and there a newspaper
found claiming that the outlet system
should be adopted. In most instances
that claim is urged by writers who are
opposed to improving the river at all,

7 and their support is given to the' outlets
' that by means of the rivalry of the out-

let system the improvements in
the river now making may be
stopped. That object accomplished,
it would be easy to overthrow the
erroneous outlet system, and so the whole
work would come to a stand. If the
public generally could be made to under-
stand the nature of the two plans, con-

troversy upon the subject would soon
come to an end, but most persons regard
the question as involving matter of dry
detail, and thus remain ignorant of the
baselessness of the outlet theory. This
ignorance is the more easily preserved
because advantage .is adroitly taken to
mislead. It is easy to appeal to every-

body's acquaintance witk the fact that

when a vessel is too fall the way to re
lieve it is to pour out a portion of its
contents. But" the Mississippi river
question is not as simple as that; pro
vision against low water has to be made
as well as against high water, and in a
series of years it is low water which
proves the greater obstructor to naviga-

tion. The ltiver Commission began their
great work by a .thorough survey of
the river, and marks were put down
which will assist any future survey, and
will show what changes the work now

oing has wrought, and make known
whether the work causes the channel to
deepen in the same way as it has done at
the jetties, which deepening is the main
object to be accomplished. Daily meas
urements have been taken at suitable
stations of the depth and velocity of the
stream, of the amount of sediment it car
ries, and so on. By means ol all the in-

formation thus obtained, any special
changes can be examined and the causes
of them ascertained, when the necessary
remedy can be applied. Had such sur
vey been made years ago, the task of the
commissioners would now be a much
easier one. The improvement of the
river must be obtained by so directing
the operation of its own forces that they
may do the work required. The surveys
make known the onrious fact that if the
river would lo emptied the spectators
instead of finding an almost level bottom,
would see a succession of sandhills witk
deep depressions between them. Some
of the hills are so steep that it would be
difficult to drive a horse mp their side,
the summit perhaps 100 feet huh, the
depressions as much as 150 feet below
thelanks. What is wanted is to make

tie stream wash away the tops of these
hills that approach the surface, so that
there would always be ten feet depth of
water 'above the highest of them all the
way to St. Louis, and four or five feet all
the way to St Paul above St. Louis. To
make an opening here and there in the
side of the river for water to run out
would not, it is clear, increase the power
of the current required to do the work,
but the contrary, especially as when a
portion of the water escapes in this man-

ner, there is a corresponding slowing of
the curreut below the place of
exit. This slowing allows a quan
tity of the sediment carried by
the water to fall to tke bottom, and so
makes the depth less. v Three months be-

fore the flood of 1382 occurred the sur
vey was completed below Memphis,
After the flood a resurvey was made
where four crevasses had occurred, when
it was found that at Molone's Landing
the channel below the crevasse had
shoaled four per cent., at Biverton four
teen per cent., at Bolivar eleven per cent.
and at Mound rlaoe twenty-lou- r per
cent. At Bonnet Carre, above New Or
leans, a large crevasse had remained open
until 1SS2, when it was closed. It was
surveyed before the closing, and a re- -

survey made since shows that the chan
nel space in the river below the crevasse
had increased about twelve per cent
These instances holp- - to luanifoat- - the
value of the river survey, and the facts
disclosed by it shoaling where the wa
ter had run out at the side, and deepen-

ing when such running out was stopped
prove that the result of outlets is not

beneficial to navigation, but damaging.
Were these facts more widely known the
outlet theory would be no more heard of.

THE BjASHYILLE "AMERICAN."
It is well known throughout the State

that the Appeal has differed with its
esteemed contemporary, the Nashville
American, on the questions of the tariff
and as to the creation of a railroad com-

mission. This we have done, as we be-

lieve, in the interests of the people. We
can, therefore, speak freely as to the in-

junction recently granted by Judge Allen,
of the Criminal Court of Davidson county,
to restrain the editors of the American
from advocating protection or opposing
the Railroad Commission, and do not hesi-

tate to say that it is a high-hande- d

proceeding, in that it is a violation of

the liberty of the press which
tl constitution guarantoee .hall l hold
inviolable by courts as well as the legis-

lative and executive branches of the gov-

ernment. The American is rightfwhen it
denounces this action of Judge Allen, and
assures its readers that it will continue in
the line mapped out for it by its Board of
Directors. We applaud its courage, and
assure it of our hearty sympathy.
We quote from our contemporary
that "the American, or what be-

comes of it or its owners and publishers,
is a matter of the smallest con-

sequence, compared with the great ques-

tion of an enlightened and dispassionate
judiciary. o greater calamity could
befall this country than for judges on the
bench to become involved In the heated
and often bitter political or party struggles
constantly going on." If Mr. Vertrees
was a stockholder in the American, or if
he acted for stockholders, there might be
some excuse for the conduct of Judge
Allen. But he is not a stockholder, nor
does he represent stockholders. He merely
represents a gentleman who wanted to ie

a stockholder, but who failed to meet
his engagements.

IF OOD, SPREAD IT.
If protectiou is a good thing the more

there is of it the better. If it is well to
protect Maine from its neighbor, Canada,
would it not be still better to protect it
from rivalry as far off as Texas? An in-

stance of tho need of protecting one lo-

cality against another occurs between the
South and Pennsylvania. The former
can make pig-iro- n at fS a ton cheaper
than the latter, and such is its devotion
to protection that it refuses to have iron
ore admitted from abroad free, as the
Morrison bill first proposed, although
ore there we see quoted at $3 50 a ton ;

while in Alabama, Georgia and Tennes-
see we find the price put at II. These,
we presume, are extreme rates, but
double the one and halve the other, and
still Pennsylvania clearly requires pro
tection agaiust Alabama and Tennessee,
where not only cheap irou is found but in
close proximity to cheap coal also. It is
plain that if a particular locality or busi-

ness requires protection against foreign
countries, by the same rule Pennsylvania
rex iii res protection against the south.
That the need is real and pressing is
shown by the Philadelphia Iu, ur,l, which
mentions th removal of a party of work-
men from Pottaville, Pa., to Virginia,
being the second occurrence of the kind,
In all eighty skilled iron-worke- rs have
left the spot where ore is dear for one
where ore is cheap, upon which the
Record remarks: "These movements of
iron-worke- rs are significant. They point
the way in which the iron business is
traveling. Both the cotton business and
the iron business are movin r southward
and westward. Dear coals and dear ores
are driving iron-make- away from Penn-
sylvania to the neighborhood of cheaper
raw material." The mention of cotton
shows that the East also requires pro-

tection against the South, and it looks as
if the sugar-growe- of the South ought
to have protection against the sorghum-grower- s

of the West. True, the United
States constitution forbids such protec-
tion, but if protection is such a good
thing, then to forbid it is a bad thing,
and the constitution ought to ie amended
and made better. Spread abroad over
the whole land to every locality, and to
every business, trade and profession,
what is a blessing and a benefit.

PLECRO-PSECMOM-

Am Aaanwer ta Eaittj A. Storm's Oppo
sition to the Pending Bill.

Chicago. March 24. J. H. Sanders, pro
prietor of the Breeder' Gazelle, and mem-
ber of the United States Treasury Cattle
Commission, will reply to Emory A. .Storrs
against the pleuro-pneumon- ia bill now
pending in the Senate. He indignantly
repels the assertion made by Storrs that
any meniDer oi ine commission, or any-
one in its employ, has been directly or in-

directly responsible for the recent false
reports touching the existence of the foot
and mouth disease. On the contrary, he
points to the fact that the first authorita-
tive and positive contradiction of these
false reports came from Simon lieattie and
Dr. Paaren, experts sent by Sanders him-
self, at his own expense, to the infected
districts in Illinois, Iowa and Kan
sas, and whose reassuring reports were
given to the public through the Associated
Press. He instances the excitement and
consequent damage to the Western cattle
interest from these false reports as one of
the strangest possible arguments in favor
of some such legislation as that now pend-
ing in Congress, to the end that this great
interest may be protected from the eti'ects
of baseless scares gotten Up by ignorant
cow doctors on the one hand, and from
mercenary, reckles3 operators and un-

scrupulous brokers and herders on the
other. He asserts that it is an open secret
in Chicago that Storrs is the representa-
tive of combinations of dealers chiefly in-

terested in handling Texas cattle or East-
ern dairy calves, and whose interested op-

erations are regarded by the cattle-raiser- s of
the West generally as extremely dan-
gerous.

WINTER WHEAT.

Ttae General Condition of the Crop
Ifamngea by Freezing.

Chicago, March 24. The Farmers'
of this city, has the following sum-

mary on the winter wheat prospect, basod
on replies from over J 000 of its corre-
spondents: "" Winter wheat has com-
menced to grow in the southern districts,
but reports of damage by freezing still
continue. It is Impossible at present to
estimate the extent of tho injury. The
development of the growth has as yet
been small, but the advent of warm
weather would heln the general condition
of the crop greatly. It now looks as if
farmers, from Dakota to Illinois, will be
able to begin spring planting alter April
1st. Prices offer no encouragement for an
increase in the acreage in spring wheat,
but from the amount of new ground
broken in the Xorthwest last fall, it does
not seem probable that the acreage will
materially diminish.

BEAR 3101STAIS, ARK.

Beau Mountain Mining Camp, March
22. That slow-froin- g Arkansas should be
on the eve of a mining excitement seems
very improbable; yet from recent discov-
eries in this vicinity, such appears not
only probable but an assured fact. Pros
pectin" has been coins on in these
tains for months past; but, being carried
on by a scattered handful of miners who
were almost practically cut oil' from com-
munication with the outer world, nothing
much has been heard of their proceedings
outside of those immediately interested.
Now. however, the developments are be-
ginning to be of such a nature that the
news is rapidly spreading, and seems like-
ly to culminate in somewhat of a rush at
an early day. In the immediate vicinity
of this camp over half a dozen line lodes
have been struck, all of which are trim
fipsure veins, carrying sulphurcts of gold
and silver, and which have assayed all the
way from if 12 to Slo to the ton." When it
is remembered that $10 will pay all ex-
pense, it will be seen that this is a fine
showing. Among the richest lodes so far
discovered are the Longfellow, Star-Eagl- e,

Comstock. Black Diamond and Balmoral,
and all of these are "located" and staked
out by prospectors, for miles. The outlook
is splendid for a big mining development,
and all the old minerswho are on the ground
feel confident that they have got a good
thins and intend to stay by it. One
quartz crusher is already at work, and
others will soon be on the ground, as cap-
italists are at last awakening from their
lethargy and are preparing to put money
into what promises to be a fine field for
investment. Only as late as last Tuesday
the Ktrkham brothers, who are at work
on the Longfellow, struck ore at nine feet
down, which assays oo to the ton, and the
same claim has assayed S40 from the sur-
face, and is still improving. From several
claims silver ore has been taken from
which tho nat:vo metal can l.e picked as
large as bullets, and I have specimens of
these latter in my possession. The camp,
however, is so fiir nothing but an infant,
the country is scarcely known, and the
"scratching" which has so far been done
can only give a faint indication of the
riches hidden in the bowels of this wild
mountain country. To add to the interest
of atiairs, a placer-iin- d is now reported.
Willis Graves, who lives on a farm about
fifteen miles southwest of here, accident-
ally stumbled across a place from which
he extracted $3 worth of the yellow dust
in a sintle washing of a panful of dirt.
This was la3t Thursday, and already
some of the old prospectors are on
the trail for the same place. If
a paying placer is discovered by these
men and there seems small doubt of it
the last straw will be cast in the balance,
which is now trembling, and a few days
will sec a stampede of adventurous hu-
manity packing their pick, shovel and
blanket across the mountains toward this
Arkansas El Dorado.

That there is gold and silver in these
mountains in paying quantities none who
know anything about it can doubt, for the
fact has been amply demonstrated. It is
no longer guess work. Tho fact that it is
in quartz, and needed capital to be suc-
cessfully worked, has kept this country
back, as, this not being A country accus-
tomed to mining, men of capital were
naturally a little shy. This is beginning
to cease to be the case, any many capital-
ists are becoming identified with the camp.
Aniouu tlit-n- i are Col. Boots, the million-
aire banker of Little Bock ;
Haycock, Maj Gore, a New Orleans capi-
talist; a syndicate of New York capital-
ists, represented by a Mr. Alexander;
Maj. Kilkins, an old mining speculator;
the Bear Mountain Mining Company, and
others. The future of this camp begins
to look very bright, and the present spring
is almost sure lo see a stride made In Ar-
kansas mining which will surprise the
slow-goin- g natives. Everything is favora-
ble. This place is only fifteen miles west
of Hot Springs, has a fine climate, plentv
of splendid forests, pure water, and all
necessaries ol life are cheap. With all
these advantages, together with the min-
eral riches of those mountains, this must
inevitably become a mining center which
will soon be alive with the stir and bustle
of active and vigorous life.

Tbrrexe, March 20. I send you a

statement prepared by the treasurer of
the Board of Mississippi Levee Commis
sioners, Bhowing work done since January
14, 18 G. This statement does not em-

brace the expenses of the high waters
during the period indicated, nor the
regular costs of levee government. The
high-wat- er expenses for the past three
years will average, per year, at least
$50,000. The impiession gains credence
that the government aid we received two
vears aso nut us on our feet. It was verv
timely and of vast importance, but an ex-

amination of this tabulated statement
shows that in construction the govern
ment paid in excess of amount paid by
my board only $15,730 98, while the high- -
water expense and cost ol levee govern
ment was paid by the board, making the
sum paid-b- y us Irom January, 1882, to
January, 1884, larirely in excess of the
amount paid by the government. This
district is composed of the counties of
Bolivar, Washington, Sharkey and Is-
saquena, and is a very live organization,
as this inclosure shows. This publication
might encourage other levee seekers
whose soil is identical with ours, but
whose people are not under the same
drill.

During the present flood, which has
been the severest yet and tried the levee
most, we only had one break. The rest
of the district are now busy with plant
ing. A line 214 miles in length to pass
through the ordeal of this Hood with only
one break, and that inundating no great
extent of country, is surely cause of con--

fratulation to our friends everywhere,
in Coahoma, Tunica and

Desoto counties will now put their line in
order, it will require only a very few
years to demonstrate the greatness of the
delta.

GEN. ;kant
Is tor John Loaran First. lMnt and All

lie Time, and IteNltll Hates
Blaine.

What He Thinks or Democratic, as Well
as Repnblieaai Candidates, and

Their Chances.

New York, March 24. The WorliVt
Washington correspondent - telegraphs
the following interview with Gen. Grant,
who was found yesterday in a private par-
lor upon the sunny front of the Arlington
Hotel. He was seated in an easy chair
near a small table covered with visiting
cards. AVhen approached by your cor-
respondent he was waiting to have a late
breakfast served. He talked freely about
the political situation.

In answer to an inquiry he said:
"I have not taken any active part in

politics this winter. I have been shut up
in a sick room. I have to depend largely
upon the three newspapers I read at home
for my facts."

"What papers are those?"
"The Time, Tribune and Commercial Ad-

vertiser. Each one has a different candi-
date, and, by studying them all, I have
arrived at certain conclusions."

"You were interviewed at Fortress
Monroe?"

"a ot with my knowledge. The editor of
a Norfolk paper sent up to me a written
request to pay his respects as a Virginian.
He said he was the editor of a Norfolk
newspaper, but he said be did not call to
interview me. I talked with him gener-
ally. He printed what he could remember
ot this conversation. There was some
truth in his report and some mistakes.
For instance, I did not say that I thought
the contest for the Republican nomina-
tion at Chicago bad narrowed down to
Blaine and Arthur. What I did say was
something equivalent to this: I believe,
from present indications, that when the
first ballot at the Chicago Republican Con-
vention should be taken, Blaine, Arthur
and Logan would lead in about the order
named, l said also that xulmunus had
considerable strength in the East, and
that other candidates would have enough
votes to make the result uncertain and a
sound prediction impossible. In saying
this 1 did not indicate the slightest pre!
erence."

"You have a preference?"
"Certainly. 1 have never made any

concealment ot the tact that 1 should pre-
fer John Logan to all the other candidates.
I have said so frequently and have never
had any reason to change my views. I
think Logan's chances as good as those of
any of the candidates.

"Did vou see the elaborate story printed
the other day giving the details of a recent
conversation between yourself and Mr.
Blaine in the interests of the latter, and
that Mr. Conkling was included, he pre-
ferring Blaine's success to Arthur?"

"No, I did not see it. It is untrue so far
as I am concerned, and I know it is
equally untrue so far as it relates to Mr
Uonkhng. mere is no reason lor such a
combination, and no basis at all for the
story."

"Have you seen Mr. Blaine since yonr
arrival here !

''No, I have not seen Mr. Blaine to talk
with him since the spring of 1880."

"Do you expect to see him during your
visit here 1"

"No. I have no reason to expect to see
him."
