train the advent of the spring busi
ness, but the activity does not coiuo. Of
the mighty and important questions' be-

fore Congress that body .during another
weet has m.ide no disposition. These
interests are vital to the people's welfare
and prosperity, but Congress neglects
them all the same. "In the meantime,"
tatys the New York Chronicle, "all busi-
ness drags, spring trade is very slew and
backward, and the prospects t)i' railroad
business are not favorable." Bradstrcet't
reports that,business shows no improve-
ment as compared with the preceding
week. "In fact," says this journal, "the
delay in the opening of the spring trade
begins to be commented on iu all directi-

on-." All this is discouraging enough
when taken in connection with what has
gone before, but happily some oi the
vauses, at least, are of temporary na-

ture. There has been more wet weather
and floods aud crevasses. Railroad lines
are sufficient commotion to
prove that they are feeling the inimical
influences ot the time; the trunk rates
from Chicago were again reduced, mak
ing a total decline of fifteen cents, and
this, the Chronicle says, appears to ka
loss varying from ninety cents to on
every ton of freight moved from Chicago
to New York. Bad roads from bad
weather have, of course, added to the
difficulty. The commercial epitome ol

the Chronicle says: ".Business is quite
backward for the spring months, and no-

where are any very sanguine anticipa
tions entertained regarding the outcome
of the near future. Yet there is no ap
prehension felt that any serious compli
cations will arise, and confidence is ex-

pressed that values are uniformly on a

sound basis, promising that any change
will be for the better." The railway po
sition, at least, is far from coming up to
the hight of this confidence, and
railways are. to a certain extent,
thermometers showing the temperature
of trade. The Chronicle reports: "An
other event of the week has been the
recovery in the foreign exchange, and
further shipments of gold. This has
had no influence on our markets, only
taken iu connection with other circum-
stances, it induces caution." And there
is a notable degree of caution in the way
this aragraph is written, and "other cir
cumstances" alluded to. There is also a
drain of money from New York to the
interior, which, with the gold export, has
given that market a hardening tendency,
Part of the demand for gold last week
was upon Cuban account, ''the financial
condition of affairs at Havana," says the
Chronicle, "being such as to induce cap
itnlists to transfer their funds to Lon
don." Here, again, is a noteworthy an
uonneement. hen capitalists move
their cold from their own to a distant
land, it is usually indicative o

want of safety at home. Cuba
has long been crushed by the se
verity of Spanish taxation and the
illiberality of Spanish law and adminis
tration, exhaustion has now reached the
point of dauirer. Culia is depleted and
shackled until poverty is invading a large
portion of her population, and a collapse
apiwurs probable; should it occur it must
have sonic effect upon our own trade. In
the stock market stagnation continues,
and, says Brntlstrrefs, the income of the
brokers has been so seriously diminished
by the loss of commission business,
through the absence of the public from
the street, that a concerted movement is
on foot among them to procure a general
reduction of office rents. No outsider
appears willing to touch stocks, but there
has ariscu some activity and advance in
bonds. Notwithstanding the exportation
of gold and the reduction of tho bank re-

serves, the loan market still continues to
be in a lethargic state, money on call
being superabundant at two to two and
a half per cent. Stress has been laid,
since the export of gold set in,
upon the mint statement that there
is SlXKi.OtHl.liOO of gold in the country.
The Chronicle, in a searching analysis of
the mint reports, declares that "onough
certainly has been said to eliminate this
hypothetical stock of gold from all futuro
discussions touching silver coinage or
gold exports.' Headers will do well to
notice this assertion. There is more
tampering with the circulating currency,
and playing thiuiblcrig between coin and
certificates and cigtity-uvc-ce- dollars,
than .the public understands, and we ap-

pear to be traveling far from the path of

safety, ana the whole is made more un-
safe by the unwarrantable decision, upon
inferences made outside the constitu-
tion, respecting the legal-tend- question.
We are loosed from the old moorings;
even with them strange tricks were
played, but now where is there stay or
guide?

The beautiful temples erected to the

worship of the living (Sod should be used
for no other purpose. These edifices
have been dedicated and consecrated to
a speciiic object, and a few years ago the
people of the South regarded it as a sac-

rilege and a desecration to discuss secu-

lar questions in the pulpit. When
lcecher converted his pulpit into a po-

litical rostrum and preached abolition-
ism, and the use of Sharp's rifles to de-

fend Kansas from the pollution of slavery
the Southern people held up their hands

ister of the gospel was to "preach Christ
and Him crucified." When the news-pape- rs

announced that Bcecher's utter-
ances were applauded or provoked laugh-

ter, the religious sensibilities of the
Southern people were greatly shocked,
and the secular and religious press of the
South indignantly denounced such shame-

ful profanity. But time has wrought a

wonderful change. Sensational preach-
ing has been introduc.nl in the Southern
pulpit, and the minister who can excite
the greatest levity, and provoke that
laughter which approved Bee oner's
tirades, has the largest congrega-
tions. If ttis thing is to con-

tinue and the churches dedicated to the
liviug God are to be prostituted to a gen-
eral discussion of secular issues, the pul-

pit will soon be loaded down with law
books and the Holy Bible made to play
second fiddle to fiction and profane his-

tory. The minister as well as every citi
zen it this land ought to take part in !

secular questions to study the science
of government. He ought to contribute
his voice and vote to the cause of peace,
good government, the safety and pros-
perity of th country at the proper time
and in the proper place. Politics, in the
highest sense of the word, may inolude
everything that has reference to iho Wel
fare of the citieii. tha Church and
State. It is hvmanity and the well-bein- g

the human race. In this sense the
minister, every good citizen must have to

with secular issues. But when these

been boldly taken th.t Somebody 5S op-

posed to the oiwcrvaircs r!f Sunday and
then this ift&gitaary Opposition is zeal-
ously tcoroWtted. AVhy, nobody opposes
the observance of Sunday. Those who
indorse the blue-law- s can adopt them and
make it a sin to kiss their wives on Sun-
day if they desire to do so. But they
have no right to force others to adopt
their mode of observing Sunday. If
others object to a dismal, blue Sunday
and claim the liberty to make it a bright
day of innocent recreation and enjoy-

ment, they should not be interfered with
by those who favor ether methods. It is
not the rieh but only the poor that suffer
from a rigid enforcement of the Sunday
law, and those who would force the
adoption of a Puritanical Sunday are
treading on dangerous grounds, for
those who believe that the indi-

vidual has the right to observe
Sunday just as he pleases, pro-
vided he does not disturb his neighbor,
are largely in the Majority, and extremity
on the part of those who would force a
Sunday observance will produce a revo-

lution and in the end open the way to a
license which will be equally as obnox
ious as the extreme measures over-

thrown. All that religion and its
fanatics have a right to claim from the
State is protection from molestation, dis
turbance and outrage. The law should
put the disturbers of every Puritanical
Sunday worshiper in a straight-jacke- t.

But instead of this they propose to put
society in a straight-jacke- t for their
benefit. The true interests of the
Church and of all good citizens are the
same in this matter. 'Both will be pro
motcd by a tolerant, liberal Sunday law
and a rational observance of the day
Both may be defeated by Puritanical de
mands which can only have the mis
chievous tendency to force popular sen
timent to the other extreme. Re
ligious liberty is the boast of
our institutions, and neither the State
nor the Church has the right to
command and to force the people to
observe Sunday as a day of religious
worship in any particular save that which
protects all in such observances as they
may prefer. The days of the inquisition
have iiassed, and it is too late in the nine-

teenth century to adopt the old method
of enforcing pet opinions upon those who
disagree with us by invoking the aid of
the State. The enforcement of a rigid
Sunday law is merely a new method for
tho old custom that fanatical intoler
ance of dissent which seizes power wher-

ever it can find it, in Church or State, to
crush out all freedom of opinion or con
duct. The Appeal would gladly see
Sunday observed with respect and de
corum here and everywhere ; but as long
as it is the constitutional right of every
man in free America to worship God ac
cording to the dictates ot bis own con-

science, one set of men will never be able
to imposcj conditions upon their fellows
wno uo not. agree wun mem. r.very
American citizen, whether native or for
eign born.'should be allowed to observe
Sunday in his own fashion, so long as he
does not disturb others, and the denial
of this riglit will, if persisted in, return
some day to plague the inventors of a
rigid Sunday law.

ELECTRIC RAILROAD ENTER PR INF.
Klectric invention still holds on its

victorious way, and to what wonders it
may yet conduct us none is bold enough

to predict. Since electric light
ing has reached a practical stage, invent
ors have been turning their attention to
ward other possible uses of electric
power, principally, however, to the mo- -

power of electricity. The
object aimed at is to attain, to some ex
tent at least, to the results given by
steam, without the smoke and dust and
vapoi, and explosive danger of steam.
Vlready there areshort railroads running,
with their loads of freight and passen-
gers, impelled by the power of electricity,
and so encouraging is the prospect that
still bolder attempts in the same direc-
tion are now in course of realization. In
this country, although we have an Edi-

son, we are making no present progress
in this matter. It is not pleasant to
think that we are alkwing others to out-
strip us where we hive done so much ;

but so it is. The Euklish Brighton rail-
road has proved so thorough a success that
it is exciting strong attention, and has
aroused deep interest :n London especi-
ally, and there they arclusily engaged in
building other similar Mtds. The shou
Brighton road has beet running since
the beginning of last Augast, and it has
carried ISO.OOO passengers since that time.
The road has a two-fe- gauge; a Sie
mens motor is running a (as engine of
two-hors- e power, the car carries ten pas-

sengers, and during the wholtof last fall
there was not a day that itxn without
returning a profit. This road fa now un
dergoing extension with a sligorly wider
gauge and a more powerful dynamo and
engine. Work is also proceeding on
the Charing Cross and Waterloo electric
road; it will pass under the Thames in a
tunnel now in course of excavation.
This road the Siemens have undertaken
to run for a year. A third company has
laid out four new roads in different parts
of London; they are to be fitted with
handsome cars and run by the power rj
C J T . . . . W

Siemens uynamos. is ii not requisite
that we on this side were making some
effort to keep up with the times? Can
not the Eastern elevated roads, or the
East River bridge road, or some enter
prising street railroad line, put us at
least on a level with these English enter
prises?

STB A HUE PHENOMENA.
That since 1881 the earth has been tho

scene of unusual weather mutations is
evident to all observing people, and
scientists are exercising all their skill to
find out tho probable cause of all the
commotion. The New York Herald in
forms us that at a meeting of the Academy
of Sciences, in Paris, M. Faye drew at
tention to the unusual meteorological
conditions. He said the commotions
were not confi jed to the earth, but exist
also in the sun. Earthquakes, espe
cially the terrible catastrophe at Kara
Katoa, cyclones, tornadoes, niga sea
waves and monstrous air waves nave
swept round the globe. There have'
been also strange celestial lights and col-

orations in the sky, as well as volcanoes
and other disturbances upon the earth.
In Europe the month of January
showed an April temperature, and sys-

tematic observations made known singu-

lar variations in the appearance and num-
ber of sun spots, accompanied by strange
motions of the magnetic needle. During
the summer in the Southern hemisphere,
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which occurs, of course, during our
winter, the heat has been extraordinary,
101" in the shade in Buenos Ayres and
IOC in Queensland. Last April i.i&
October manifested antTtreiiie amount
of BttnejSOfo.iMid during all 1SS3 there
were only four days during which the
sun was clear of spots. In April, 1882.
the maximum of sun spots wss still greater
and there are indkatbns that tb stem's
activity is Bow decreasing fVeni the high
pitch it Iftrjn. teacriid, and with its con-tractl-

of power comes atmospheric
disturbances. Tornadoes which have oc-

curred in the West and South of Iat
are regarded as part of the widesplrea,rt

phenomena that have excited S'd much
attention-- , and th'er'e is also an extensive

mux of 1 olar ice upon the Atlantic.
More than one cause for all these things
may be at work, but the principal oo
appears connected with solar eUrarir&nge-ment- s.

The etrsne AiSptay of red skies
still WnrAitS Unaccounted for, although
the scientists have given the subject
much attention. The untenable no-

tion of particles of earth-dus- t reach-

ing a hight of at least twenty
miles ' and remaining there for
months, supported in an atmosphere
of excessive tenuity, is losing ground,
and there appears to be a disposition
with some to return to the idea of unu-

sual aqueous vapor arising from the pe-

culiar condition of sun heat. The ton-tinuo-

support in tht upper regions of
congealed Vapor is as unlikely as that of
dust particles. It is believed by some
that there has been an exceptional evap-

oration from the oeef.u, 2s one of the
consequeceee cf the peculiar condition
of the sun. If such evaporation has
raised vapor to the hight of the red
afterglow, then the amount of water pres-

ent in the earth's atmosphere must by
far exceed the usual limit, and, as it must
descend from its abnormal elevation, im-

mense rains must be the consequence,
such as the torrented outpourings they
have had in New Zealand and elsewhere.
We see no sound ground for accepting
such an expectation, however, but one
thing is obvious, the weather disturb
ances, volcanic eruptions, earthquakes
and floods of the past two years have
been extraordinary, and the red sky
gleaming is unaccountable.

HICKS PASHA

Sens Other Than Ihe Noted V. Carroll
II Irk., Bailor, Soldier anil Arlor,

Who wao at Oae Time Comlensncit to
Death an a Confederate rirale.

Some years aco an actor and theatrical
manaoer answerins to the name of C. Car
roll Hicks made his appearance in this
city and was much feted by the "boys,"
with whom he was a great card. lie naa
been in the Confederate navy nnd had ran
the risk of his neck bet'ore a court-marti-

in New York, and he was full of the spirit
and dash ol adventure, lookinc quite ine
hero and talking like one who had had an
extended experience in war. It now ap-

pears that the renowned Hicks Fasha was
none other than our friend C. Carroll, who
claimed kinship, if we are not mistaken,
with the Carrolls of Maryland.

The Fort Wayne Gazette, of Sunday last,
gave a long account of the career of this
remarkable man. It stated that Hicks
Pasha is and was none other than C. Car-
roll Hicks, who was "everything by turns
and nothing long" actor, soldier, lawyer,
and business man. In 1H03 he visited
Fort Wayne with a theatrical troupe, in
which his wife appeared as "Mazeppa". A
lrinu and disastrous exoerience of barn
storming culminated there, and most of
the members bad to count ties bark to the
confines of a country whore talent was ap-

preciated. Hicks and his w ife settled iu
Fort Wayne, and there his history became
known. And it was a "strange, eventful
history." Graduating from the I'nited
States Naval Academy, he worked at odd
things, and when the war broke out was
in the service of the Spanish and Persian
governments. He took sides with the
Confederacy in the struggle, being a South
Carolinian by birth, lie was commis-
sioned to the naval service of the Confed-
eracy, and made things lively for Union
craft upon the high seas. In one expedi-
tion he failed and was captured and taken
to port. At Brooklyn he was tried for pi-

racy and sentenced to be hanged. It was
decided, however, about that time that,
according to the law of nations, the Con-
federate piivateers were not pirates, and
the sentence was revoked. Then he
started on his theatrical career. When
the company landed in Fort Wayne, and
the utmost endeavors on the part of the
treasurer would not make the ghont walk,
he jnet Mr. F. A. C. MacMantis,
who was then city editor of the
Gazette, but w ho is now a lawyer in this
city, and a lively member of the House of
Delegates. They started a law ollice, but
after some experience found that young
lawyers without incomes could not stand
the strain of looking for clients who never
came, and at last th.eir rusty shingle tum-
bled down, and the firm dissolved by
mutual consent and the force of circum-
stances. He then procured employment
as a traveling salesman, and made a suc-
cess as one oi the in out innocent men in
the world, lie violated all his previous
DrinciDles and saved money, and then
started with his wife for New ork. He
went to Hpain, leaving his wife behind
hin in America, and in the Cuban
troubles carried himself with honors in
the Spanish ai"y. Then he entered the
service of Turkey, and went through tl.o
Turco-Russia- n war without gaining any
titles. Returning to New York, he re-

mained but a Bhort time, and then pro-
ceeded to Kgypt, where he remained evvr
since, and where he received the title of
of pasha one of importance and honor.
Mr. F. A. C. MacManus was sitting in his
chair last evening when- a reporter called
on him and asked liim What he knew of
Hicks Pasha. The story as given above
was told Mr. MacManus. and he seemed
at first rather surprised. He said: "Of
course I can't sav as to the literal truth
that C. Carroll llicks, of Fort Wayne, my
old partner, is identical with.Hicks Pasha,
but I would not be in the Want surprised
if the account should prove true, lie was
a talented fellow, of good appearance and
graceful carriage, but his chief propensity
was to adventure." "Are the facts as
stated concerning his career true?" "Jfo.
The paper is in error in giving Hicks's
birthplace an South Carolina. He was
born in Georgia. He was one ol the most

agreeable conversationalists I ever met
In fact, a real high-tone- Southern gentle-
man In every sense of the word. There
are some details of his history which are
not given. He was with Garibaldi in
Italy, and followed Walker in his exierli-tio- n.
