on the Lake Providence reach, being .

mostly auove the extreme high water, can
be seen now, and it appears that the dam
age by the present flood is less than 1 per
cent. The high water channel connects
with the low water channel throughout.
or, in other words, there will be no mate
rial change in the channel at the next
low water, and it will conseouentlv be
good when the water reaches its lowest
stage. There has been a fill of 30 feet in
the upper part of bkipwith s chute, and
Bate fctiea bar is now out ot water and l
foot below extreme flood hieht. The
Maversville chute is completely closed
with driftwood, there beini: about 12 acres
of it against the pile dyke across the
chute, and it will probaSly be entirely
closed with sand when the water subsides.
There has been no damage done to the
government works at Wilson's Point, or
any of those located on Lake Providence
reach since the great rise set in. Work
is now being resumed at Lake Providence
reach, and as fast as the water declines
the force will be increased."

The Kansas City Journal eavs: "The
rise in the river still continues, and the
dashing, raging stream is each moment
climbing higher upon the gauge. At 6
o'clock last evening the government gauge
at trie uanmoal bridge indicated 22 feet
above zero mark. This is the highest
point the river has reached this season,
and the situation is becoming really
alarming unless by good fortune the over-
flow of water, which is believed to be the
breaking up of the ice gorge at Bismarck
about 10 days ago, runs off in the course of
the next 24 hours without receiving addi-
tions from the P.ig Platte and other tribu-
taries, which is usually expected at this
time of the year and is known by all river
men as the" 'April rise.' In anticipation
of a big flood, several families have
already been moving out of Har-
lem. Two families moved over Mon-
day, and yesterday the families of
Mrs. Roe and Mr. Shay followed.
These latter lived in the bend on the' isl-
and, as t hat part of Harlem west of the
north end of the btidge is known. Infor-
mation received yesterday from railroad
conductors and by telegrams from above
indicated that the river was still rising at
Omaha and L, Joseph. The low land
lying north of the Harlem depot is now
nearly all covered with water. The toll
clerk at the north end of the bridge stated
to a Journal reporter yesterday evening
that by this morning be expected to see
the water running over Harlem and down
a ravine to the ferry landing, his opinion
being that the fill under the railway would
give way during the night. At present all
is uncertainty, and it is rumored the rail-
roads are considerably scared up and are
refusing in some places to receive goods
where prompt delivery is demanded."
