Consideration of the) Amendments to the
Tnarsnaa Act tenclnued

Washington, April 22. The House
Committee on Pad tic Railroads to-d- con-
cluded consideration of the proposed
amendments to the Thunnan sinking
fund act. They extend the provisions of
the act to trie Kansas i acme, Moux City
and Pacific and central branch of the
Union Pacific railroads. The Secretary of
the Treasury is authorized to invest the
sinking fund of each of the subsidized
companies in first mortgage bonds of the
said companies, or in any bonds or securi
ties ol the L nited Mates, in his discretion,
or he may, with the assent of the com-

PAYINO Jl'ST DEBTS.
The following report was made by R.

D. Jordan, county attorney, in the matter
ol E. C. Jones, architect, in supervising
the construction of the County Poof and
Insane Asylum:

"I have to report that I have carefully
examined the evidence touching this matt-
er.-' This consists of the statement of
Mr. Jones and Messrs. Coleman, Galloway
and Holeman, the Poorhouse Building
Committee, the minutes of the committee
kept in relation to this matter, and the
records of the court; and from these
sources of information 1 hnd that the
committee were empowered to employ an
architect to draw plans and specifications
and ertct a poorliuse. Mr. Jones was
employed in this capacity, and his plans
were adopted. I find that the committee,
as appears from the minutes of these
transactions kept by them, agreed to pay
the architect five per cent, on the outlay
on this building. The appropriation made
by the court amounted to $26,000. On
the exhaustion of this sum the committee
assumed the authority to expend, in order
to complete the building, the further sum
of $218ti, which was afterward submitted
to the court, and the action of the com-
mittee confirmed. There thus appears to
have been expended bythe committee, in
erecting and completing the poorhouse,
the sum of $23,180. The action of this
committee has been approved by the
court. Under the contract made between
Mr. Jones and the committee he was to
receive five per cent, on the outlay, which
would amount to the sum of $1409 30. He
has already been paid $1000, leaving in dis-
pute $409 30. There can be no question
as to the power of this committe, to make
this contract with the architect, and there
is no doubt but that the contract to pay
him five per cent, on the outlay was
actually made.

I have bad no such testimony before me
and none has been offered, and I know of
none, though I have inquired of the mem-
bers of the court if such could be had.

With the testimony before me I
am of the opinion that the county is lia-
ble for the remainder of Mr. Joneses bill."
The report was on motion adopted and
tie balance ordered paid.

New York Evening Post : A correspond-
ent whose letter we print in another
column desires some explanation of what
he considers the slighting or hostile refer- -
ences to Mr. James ti. Blaine which so
frequently appear in the roa, and
which he suspects must be, in some de- -
gree at least, the product of private mal
ice. We think he is entitled, as are our
readers generally, to some such explana-
tion, and we shall proceed to make it
cheerfully, starting, however, with the as-
sertion that no editor or other person con-
nected with the Evening Pott in any
capacity has, to our knowledge, had any
difference, quarrel or controversy with
Mr. Blaine, or has ever received any in-
jury from him whatever, or bears him any
personal grudge. Whenever he is

in these columns he is discussed
either as the holder of a public office, or
as a candidate for a public office. Nor do
we make any reference to his private
affairs except when those affairs have or
appear to have a direct and important re-
lation to bia character and claims as
a public man. In fact, all our comments
on him and bis doings are due to the
fact that we consider his reappearance as
a candidate for the highest office in the
government, or any other, as an auda-
cious proceeding, which can only be ac-

counted for by supposing him to nave an
extraordinary and unwarrantable confi-
dence in tbe popular forgetfulness. It is
the duty of all those who do not wish to
see the "Republican party burdened during
the canvass next summer with the hope-
less task of whitewashing him, to set forth
briefly, now that his boom is becoming so
lively, the charges which he will have to

answer before he can be elected to the
Presidency. It would be lamentable, in-
deed, and certainly disastrous, if the task
prescribed for Republican journalist! by
the convention should be not the discus-
sion of great questions of public policy:
like the tariff, or the civil serviceior.the
railroads, or the currency, bdt laborious
examinations of Mr. James G. Blaine'
railroad transactions.

centage; that the leading features of this
transaction appeared in two letters of his
afterward made ftrSHic; dated respectively
June 29 and October 4, 1869.

Second, thSi he asserted at first on the

floor of the House, with the view of cov
ering up this affair, that the Little Rock
and Foit Smith road "derived its life.
franchise and value, whoflr from the
State," and not from Congress : whereas
the evidence subsequently taken by the
Congressional committee disclosed the
fact that the road derived the value on
which these bonds were based from the
act of Congress on which Mr. Blaine se-
cured the passage, in the manner above
described, in 1869 ; that he asserted on the
floor of the Honse that the bonds he re-
ceived "were bought by him at precisely
the same rate as others paid," whereas the
evidence showed that the bonds came to
him as commissions on sales, which he
secured the opportunity of making through
his aid given to the work in Coneress. and
that he solicited this agency, basing his re-
quest on the aid so given, and that he paid
nothing whatever lor the bonds, tne con-
sideration being his ruling as Speaker and
his subsequent efforts to sell them. What
he did with these bonds seventy-fiv- e in
number is uncertain ; but strong, though
not conclusive, evidence was produced
going to show that they were taken off his
hands at a good price by the Union Pacific
railroad (through the of
one Caldwell), which then also was in
trouble. The investigation on this point
was never pushed home owing to the sud-
den illness which overtook Mr.. Blaine in
1876.

THE NORTH BRM PACIFIC TRANSACTION.
Third, that Mr. Blaine in 1870 made an

offer, as tppeared by one of his own let
ters to one ot 1ns railroad friends, Mr.
Warren Fisher, of Boston, to sell him a
half of one twenty-fourt- h interest in the
Northern Pacific railroad, immediately
after Jay Cooke's contract "had been per
fected, and the additional legislation had
been obtained," he having, he said, come
to control this interest "by a strange revo-
lution of circumstances ;" that the amount
of stock which this wonld represent, he
said, would be $425,000, and the number
of acres of land "nearly 275,000." "The
chance," he said, "was a very rare one;
he conldn't touch it," but he offered it to
Mr. Fisher for $ii.000: that Mr. Fisher
accepted it, and paid the money, but for
some unexplained reason the stock was
never delivered, and Mr. Blaine subse-
quently returned the amount. This trans-
action was a very peculiar one for the fol
lowing reasons: it appears from acts of
Congress relating to the road, none of
which are of older date than July 2. 1S64.
that the authorized stock was $100,000,000,
with a land grant estimated by the com-
missioners of Public Lands at 47,000.000
acres.or 74,423 square miles. The line of the
road was 2000 miles long, and at the time
of Blaine's letter to Fisher it was, he say?,
being built on bonds at $25,000 per mile,
which would have made a bonded debt of
$50,000,000. Mr. Blaine, as member of
Congress and Speaker of the House, must
be taken to have known about the circum
stances of the road, and therefore there
seems no escape from the conclusion that
his oner was based on the expectation that
he would receive almost as a gift a share
in an enterprise dependent for its value on
legislation in which be had taken part.
Mr. Blaine s defense in the case of this
transaction consisted at first of a denial
that he had ever had any transaction
with the road at all. but he afterward
rested on the fact that he had no pecuniary
interest in the transfer, and that it was
never actually made; but though this
might be a defense to suit against him for
a conspiracy to defraud purchasers of the
stocit, it does not anect in any way the
nature of the oner. His relations with
Warren Fisher were in 1870, as appeared
irom the evidence, such that any favor
done the latter, or gift presented to him,
had a direct pecuniary value.

THE MULLIGAN LETTERS.
Fourth, because be obtained certain let

ters, which there is every reason to be
lieve contained matter gravely compro-
mising him, from a perfectly reputable
witness, Mr. Mulligan, who was the proper
and lawful custodian of them, after hav
ing vainly tried appeals to his pity, by
pledging bis word of honor to restore
them, then broke his pledge, retained
them by force, and subsequently read
such of them as he pleased to the House
in aid of his vindication : that this con
duct, if not legally criminal, was such as
no man aspiring to be the chief magis-
trate of a great nation ought to be even
suspected of.

A MERE CIRCVS CLOWN.
Fifth, that both his short service as an

executive officer of the government and
the various efforts he has made during
rne past eight years to keep the public in
mind of him have been sensational and
theatrical, indicating a strong love of noto-
riety and an absence of the settled con-
victions, the sober judgment and the
steadiness of character which are needed
to make him a safe occupant of any high
or responsible administrative office ; and
that the means by which bis booms are
started and promoted, of which the man-
ner in which his "history" has recentlj
been heralded and produced is a good ex
ample, bear too close an approach to the
advertising devices cf a circus or other
public show to make the candidacy of any
person resorting to them anything but
humiliation to the party producing him.

A MERE PUFFER, NOT A BOOK MAKER.
Lastly, it seems to us emphatically the

duty of the independent voters to repress
in some signal way the rapidly growing
practice ot pacxing conventions under the
personal superintendence of candidates
for the Presidency. It is of
recent date.

His suc-
cess would make this art almost the only
one which American statesmen would
hereafter cultivate, or would apparently
need to cultivate.
