There is more truth
that poetry in that description, and I speak
from sad experience. Some time sga a
friend and t had occasion to go some
twelve or fifteen miles, and neither of us
knew the road exactlv, but thought we
would have no diaiculty in reaching oiir
destination. We had gone eight or nine
miles, and were driving along a beautiful,
level, road, through a lovely strip of
woods, chatting merrily and enjoying
ourselves to the utmost, when all at
once our beautiful road came to a fence,
and all trace of it was lost. My companion
got out and walked some distance in

every direction in search of the "missing
link," hut it was not found again that day,
Suffice it to say that we. reached the ,end
cf our journey after many trials in the
shape of fences to be put down, and. up,
and gullies to be circumvented, and found
that we had traveled twenty-fiv- miles in
going fifteen. The manner in which that
road ran np to the fence and suddenly dis-
appeared, reminded me of a story I once
heard of a very cunning fox, .tlutt was th"
pest of a certain neigl&orbood. Time and
again parties had started out with the de-

termination to catch, him, .They always
started him at the same place, and he air
ways took the same circuit, and the chase
was very exciting till they reached a par
ticular fence, when all trace of him would
be lost, and the .pursuit would have to ne
given up for tliat day.. 4a he invariably
disappeared at a certain spot, it was finally
suggested that a watch should be set to see
what became of him, when it was discov-
ered that he jumped UKn the fence and ran
along it till he got opposite a stump ten or
twelve feet hiih, that had a hollow in it
near the top, into which he sprang and
hid himself.

BlRmXGHAM, ALA.

From the Regular Correspondent of the Appeal.
Birmingham, April 26. After acquaint-

ance with amateur militiry matters in
other States, especially in the South, there
is occasion of surprise in the thoroughness
and' professional characteristics of Ala-
bama's military organization. The review
of the troops at the opening of the Expo-
sition here tbe other day waa enough of
itself to impress the spectator with this.
Nine companies of infantry and one of
artillery, commanded by Lieut-Co- l. Ame-rin-

of the Second Alabama Regiment,
constituted the turnout, and their per-
formances showed excellent discipline
and patient drilling. The. State military,
which is maintained mainly by a State ap-
propriation, is divided into two regiments.
In the Second Regiment there are fifteen
companies, anil in the First, to which the
crack Mobile Rifles belong, there are
eighteen. The colonels, Whiting, of
Mobile, commanding the First, and Jones,
of Montgomery, commanding the Second,
are veterans, and have taught the boys
pretty thoroughly what soldiering is.

Everybody it agreeably surprised at the
ExMsition. The building is so small, and
so little interest was manifested by enter-
prises in other parts of the State, and, in-
deed, so little appearance of preparation
here, and such embarrassment was caused
by the bad weather, that the more general
expectation was that there would be a
poor show. But, in fact, there is a good
number of interesting exhibits enough
to indicate pretty clearly the mineral
wealth of the State, and that was the
prime object of the Exposition.

He did not say, but I am
satisfied the other party referred to is the
Illinois Central. The Kansas City made
an offer of $50,000 cash and inco ne bonds,
the other made no special otter."

The Selma Times says that "the declara-
tion for the incorporation of the Selma
and Tennessee River Coal and Iron 'Rail-
way Company was filed in the office of
the Secretary of State Monday by Messrs.
A. M. Eowlkes, H. A. Haralson, A. S.
Woollev, W. H. Johnston, F. W. Siddons,
E. D. Bowles, E. G. Gregory, N. H. R.

He is of the
opinion that the discussion of Morrison's
bill will not last longer than two week's,
but believes that, though no effort will be
spared to secure an early adjournment.
Congress will still be in session to the end
of July. He is unable to see how the im-
portant legislation now on hand can be
finished earlier.

THE MORRISON BILL.
Representative Hills Think It Willrw bjr a 4ood Majority.
Speoial to the Appeal.l

Washington, April 26. Representative
Mills, one of the leading lights of the free--

trade wing of the Democratic party, has
full confidence that the Morrison bill will
pass the House by a good majority. He
said to-da-y that the report in circulation
to the effect that the tariff reformers in-

tended to back down and allow Randall to
have his own way for the balance of the
session was nothing but the expression of
those "whose wish waa father to theii
thought"

You do not believe, then, that the vote
to consider was any indication cf the way
the final vote will stand ?" the Texas free-

trader was asked.
"Certainly not. Many Congressmen

will vote differently when the final vote is
taken, and you will see that the changes
will he in our favor. A large number of
members will be actuated by motives of
party interest, and this class will certainly
come to the rescue of the Morrison bill."

"I think not, for it is evident that those
who oppose the Morrison bill do so be
cause they are hostile to any reform at all.

"In the event of its non-passa- suppose
the Chicago Convention formulate a pint-for-

WALSH AM) BRADY.

Aa Interesting Nlatrmeal of Facta for
the First Time Made

Special to the Appeal.l
Washington, April 26. The reappear

ance in Washington of John A. Walsh,
the Star-rout- e witness, will make interest
ing the following statement of facta which
has never before appeared in print. In
1876 Gen. Thos. J. Brady was appointed
internal revenue agent at New Orleans
through the influence of the then Comis-sione- r

of Internal Revenue Piatt who, like
Brady, was an Indiana man, and who con-
tended that Brady was a person of nerve
and had a peculiar fitness for ferreting out
the rascalities of the powerful whisky ring
which was at the time greatly perplexing
the government. One of his first official
acts was to unearth the robbery of $100,- -
000 by Walsh, which discovery prompted
him to use the following language in his
report to the Treasury Department:

I am constrained to assert that the
whisky thief is not indigenous to the
West, as I find that he flourishes here in
the person of Walsh and others."

In 1877 Bradvwas promoted to the
position of Second-Assista- Postmaster-Gener- al

by President Hayes. Strange to
say, one of his first acts in his new place
was to give Walsh, the roan he had
branded as a robber, a contract for carrying
a weekly mail out west at a compensation
of $18,000 per annum. The two men had
now become bosom friends, as is well
known. In less than three months
Walsh, not satisfied with tbe amount of
money he was making, presented numer
ous petitions, many of which were bogus,
asking for the expedition from a weekly
to a ly service. The increased
service was granted.

Walsh's legitimate compensation would
have been three times $18,000, or $54,-00-0,

but the records of the Postotfice
Department show that his newly
acquired friend, Brady, actually al-
lowed him $137,000, or $83,000 more
than he was entitled to, the excess being
what might be called a clear steal, ana
which helped to swell the deficiency of
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1880, up to
the enormous sum which was lobbied
throncrh ConcrAKS thnt vpar. Tt hoji haen
affirmed all along that Walsh, in common f
with other contractors, gave Brady thirty &

per cent of the excess payments. After
James and MacVeigh had employed
WalBn as a witness against tne Mar-route- rs

he determined to make Brady
refund him the thirty per cent, aoove re-
ferred to, and to that end left it to Brady
t- - adopt either horn of thedilemma;either
to regard the amount given him as a bribe
or as a loan.

Of course Brady preferred the latter,
and Walsh instituted suit against him and
obtained judgments which have not yet
been paid. -

This is the plain story of Walsh'a con-
nection with the Star-rout- e cases, as given
by the best authority. Those accquainted
with the inside facta know also that Kel-
logg was a staunch friend of Walsh, and
that he persuaded Brady to give him the
contracts, and helped to make the arrange-
ment by which the Second-Assista- Postma-

ster-General was to get thirty per cent
of excess pay, the understanding being
that the latter was in turn to divide with
Kellogg. WaUli, who is here now, after
having been vainly hunted for nearly a
year, says be will "tell all he knows about
it," whereat Brady and Kellogg are more
or less scared. In fact, it is expected that
the testimony of Walsh will have an im-
portant bearing on the Kellogg case, which
is set for trial Monday morning, and may
decide the fate of the defendant

document of seventy-tw- o pages, embraces
a somewhat elaborate statement in regard
to changes in ad valorem rates caused by
the tariff act of March 3, 1883, and by the
fall in the import prices of commodities.
It contains also a considerable amount of
statistical and other information in regard
to the production of sugar, iron, wool
manufactures, silks and wines in the Uni-
ted States. The report treats with some
particularity of the production in the Unit
ed States of three great classes of wool
known to our tariff laws, namely, l.

combing-woo- l. and- - carpet-woo- l.

and the extent to which these three kinds
of wool are used by the manufacture of
worsted and woolen goods, note, carpets
and other articles.

THE MISSISSIPPI BITER.

Members sftba Commission Explaining;
tne Work or Improvement.

April 26. The members
of the Mississippi Kiver Commission were
before the Horue Committee on Rivers
and Harbors explaining the pro
gress of the work on tne Mississippi river.

"Will yon give your idea of tbe success
the work?" was asked Gen. Comstock, of
the commission.

He replied: "The work at Plum Point
and lake Providence is not far enough
along to say that it is a success. It is as
yet problematical. I have strong hopes
of the success of the work. There is
some doubt about the work accomplishing
all that is needed, as it is yet an experi-
ment The majority of the committee
think, however, it is beyond experiment
If we can get all the money desired, the
two reaches can be practically finished
within three years. It will take for each
of the reaches about as much as has al-

ready been expended in each case, $2,000,-000- .''

"As the work is an experiment, do you
not think it better to confine the appro-
priation to the work under way ? ' asked
Representative Murphy.

'"If the government does not want to
run the risk of losing $2,000,000 or $3,000,-00- 0,

1 believe it would be best to confine
the appropriation to the work in hand.
Every improvement undertaken is experi-
mental. J'his might prove a failure; then
the appropriation for similar work at
other points would be lost, but, as I said,
I am hopeful for the success of this work "

Messrs. Suter, Miller, Harrod and Fer-
guson, of the commission, disagreed with
Gen. Comstock in some respects, saing
the work was beyond the experimental
stage; that it was an absolute success.
They recommend that appropriations be
made, that new reaches might be liegun.

THE DIPLOxTruJ SERVICE.

A Large Reduction in tbe Appropria-
tion for Siext Year.

Wasiiixqton, April 20. The House
Committee on Appropriations y re
ported the bill making appropriations for
the consular and diplomatic service. The
amount appropriated is $977,770, which is
$367,275 less than the estimates and $313,-93- 5

less than the appropriation for the
present year. The measure reduces the
con tin cent expenses of legations $69,500 :

of consulates, $26,000. Tbe allowance for
clerk hire at consulates is reduced $30,000.
The annual salaries of the Ministers to
Austria and Italy are reduced from $12,000
to $10,000. The office of agent and consul- -
general at Cairo is made consulate at an
annual salary of $2000. The office of Min-
ister to Roumania, Servia and Greece is
abolished, and consuls provided for Greece
and Roumania. A similar change is made
in the office of Minister to Bolivia. The
consul-generalshi- at Madrid and consul-
ship at Honolulu are abolished, as are a
number of unimportant consulates at
other places. The salary of Minister to
Colombia is increased from $7500 to $10,-00-0,

and consul-gener- at Hong Kong
from $4000 to $.3000.

merchant marine and encourage the
American foreign-carryin- g trade.

After some general debate, the bill was

Mr. Hatch Mich. offered an amend-
ment excluding from the provisions of sec-
tion 11 vessels navigating the great lakes
or waters connecting the same with St
Lawrence river or the Gulf of Mexico, and
vessels engaged in the coastwise trade. In
the course of the discussion of the amend-
ment he, as a protective tariff man, de-
clared himself in favor of free ships. The
amendment was adopted.

A number of amendments were adopt-
ed, among them one amending section 15,
which abolishes the marine hospital
tax by applying its provisions as well to
vessels engaged in coastwise aa to those
engaged in foreign trade, and one provid-
ing that the expense of maintaining the
Marine Hospital service shall be defrayed
out of tbe receipts from tbe tonnage tax,
and the bill then passed.
