.THE PLECR0-PXEUM05I- BILL.
Provision, of the Apt as It Finally

Panseu lb. Senate,
Washihgton, April 29. As amended

and passed by the Senate the bill provid
ing for the establishment of a bureau of
animal industry and the extirpation of
contagious cattle diseases, provides that
the Commissioner of Agriculture shall or
ganize in his department a bureau of ani
mal industry, with a chief, who shall be a
competent veterinary surgeon, and who
shall investigate and report the condition
of domestic animals in the United States,
and the causes of contagious, infectious
and communicable diseases among them.
He shall collect such other information on
those subjects as may be valuable to the
agricultural and commercial interests of
the United States. For the purpose of the
bureau the commissioner ot Agriculture
is authorized to employ a force not ex
reeding twenty persons at any one time.
The commissioner is to appoint two com
petent agents, who shall be practical
stock-raiser- men experienced in com
mercial transactions cuectini; live stock.
who shall report of the best manner of
transporting and caring for animals,
and the means to bo adopted - to
suppress and extirpate plcuro pneumonia
and other dangerous or communicable
diseases. The compensation of such agents
is fixed at $10 a day. The commissioner
is to prepare, as early as possible, such
rules and regulations as may be necessary
to extirpate the diseases named, and cer
tify such rules, etc., to the executive
authority ef each State and Territory, and
invite the of such executive
authority in the execution of this act of
Uongress. When the rules, etc., shall
have been accepted by such executive
authority, the commissioner may expend
on the Mate so accepting so much money
as may be necessary for the purposes ot
the investigation contemplated by this act,
and for such disinfection and quarantine
measures as may be necessary to prevent
the spread of the disease from one State
or Territory into another. In order to
promote the exportation ot live stoca a
special investigation shall be made as to
the existence ot contagious disease along
the dividing line between the United
States and foreign countries, and along the
transportation lines lrom all parts ot the
United States to parts from which cattle
are exported, and reports made to the
secretary of the .treasury, who shall co
operate Willi outie uiu municipal au
thorities, corporations and uersona en
tzuired in the transportation of neat cattle
bv land or water in regulations for
the safe conveyance ot cattle and pre
ventiniz the spread of the disease, and the
Secretary of the Treasury is authorized to
take such steps as may be necessary, not
inconsistent with this act, to prevent me
exportation of cattle affected with any
contagious disease, especially pieuro-pne- u-

monia. Transportationcompaniesare
to transport cattle affected with

any contagious or communicable disease
from one btate or location to another, out

splenic Texas fever is excepted
so far as regards the transportation of cat
tle to market. lolation ot this act uy
railroad companies or vessels is declared a
misdemeanor on tho part of the manager
or captain, punishable by a fine not ex-

ceeding $6000, or imprisonment not to ex-

ceed one vear, or both. It is made the
duty of United States district-attorney- s to

It will be observed upon examining the table
that on flour and meal in sacks, "less than car-
load," the rate fixed in Georgia is seven cents per
1 U pounds for a distance of fifty miles, while in
Tennessee the railroads are allowed tochirge the
farmer ten cents. And tbe same thing obtains as
to grain, peas, bran, hay, straw and mill stutfi.
On these the rate fixed in Georgia on the 1U0

Sounds for a distance of fifty miles is six and
while in Tennessee the farmer pays

the railroad nine cents for the same distance.
But when we come to the good manufactured by
the Republican lessee of the State uripon. how
different. The Georgia railroads are allowed to
charge on wagons for a distance of fifty miles
twenty-tw- o cents per 1U pounds, while in len-ness-

they uiuet haul them for eleven cents I

And on furniture the Georgia Commission allows
the railroads twenty-seve- n cents per 100 pounds,
while the Tennessee requires them to carry it for
eleven cents the same price as wagons. Com
ment is unnecessary. The public can draw its
own conclusions.

The Railroad C'ouiniiNMloi ters Answertne Above.
The insinuations contained in the above

editorial were so groundless and unreas-
onable and so utterly foreign to the mo
tives that have ever actuated this commis
sion, and the purpose of said publication
so obvious to us, that we deemed it un
necessary to notice it. Bat as there seems
to W s desira on tho part of a portion of
the public to hear lrom us in regard
thereto, we now do so. i Why we should
be spoken ot in connection witna lawsuit.
which said article savs the lessee of the
penitentiary has brought against the press,
we are utterly ignorant, as we are not par
ties to or any vise connected, officially or
personally, witli tne suit we suppose to De
referred to. And why we should be
spoken of or connected by said article
with Mr. Cherry in regard to our duties
and actions in revising the tarins of tne
railroads in tne state, we are equally ig
norant. And, in view of the imputation
thus cast upon him as well as upon our
selves, it is due to that gentleman, to our-
selves and to truth, to sav that Mr. Cherry
has never been in our office since we have
been Railroad Commissioners, nor has he
ever said one word to us at any time or
any place on the subject of rates of trans
portation on wagons, furniture or any-
thing else ; nor was Mr. Cherry or any of
his partners in business ever thought or
dreamed ol when we made oat our baso
or table of Riimpxtl rates, bv which we
proposed to revise the tariffs of the rail-

roads, and which basis of rates said edi
torial attempts to criticise. Heine' did
Mr. Cherrv or anv of his Dartnns in busi
ness or any of his employe or friends
ever speak a word or make suggestion or
intimation to us in regard k " rates in
said basis or any other.

Whal tne I-- w Require.
Tha next error w invite attention to is.

that said editorial speaks of this commis
sion liavini? fixeJ rates for the railroads in
Tennessee, wb" what it calls our fixed
rates has exrsly this caption : "A basis
nrenared If the Railroad Commission of
Tennessee by which to revise the tariffs of
the varied railroads in the State." The
law req"8 nB 10 "carefully consider and
re visa' 'tho tariffs of charges of the corpora
tion person operating a railroad in this
Ktata d if tn our judgment any such
chaise is moie than a just and reasonable
compensation for the service for which it is
Drposed to be made, we are to notify the
corporation, or person, of the changes
jiecessary to reduce the rate of
marges to just and reasonable com
pensation and fo avoid unjust and
unreasonable discrimination, etc. Now.
this basis referred to in said editorial aa
fixing rates was prepared for the conveni
ence of comparison, as a table of proposed
rates bv which to lacilitate the revision of
the tarins of the roads in the State, and if,
after hearing the proof of the roads on any
changes we miglit propose in their tanUs,
it should be just and reasonable to make
such changes conform to any of the rates
suggested in this basis we would do so,
uiiterwise not.

Again, it is cbarced that our proposed
rates are a copy of the Georgia rales. This
chanre is contradicted by the writer of
said article himself inthe table he' gives
"Knve. Rhowiue that our proposed rates
are dilrerept frra those of the Georgia
Commission, and tsy uib subsequent com
ments showing that they are different and
criticising ns because thev are so. It is true
we had before us the tariffs established by
the Georgia Commiesion and have availed
ourselves of the reports and labors of that
successful and experienced board, as we
did of those of Illinois, Missouri, Ala
bama.' South Carolina and other Mates
and ioet as lawyers in one State avail
'hemselves of the reparts and adjudica-
ti0is of the courts of other States, and
just aijtbia able and experienced Georgia
Commit0 acknowledges in its first re
port its u?eoteaness to ine re pons ana I

tabori 0t thtO'der commissions of other

States. And even If nnr table of DrODoeed
rates for this State were a literal copy of
the Georgia tariffs (which it is, not), we
are unable to see wherein we would have
thus committed any wrong or offense.

arative table" in the foregoing editorial,
t is true that upon the articles of bacon,j .1 - a: Iuuur qu grain tne rein memioucu, uur

proposed rates are, as stated therein
slightly- higher than the rates established

the same by the Georgia Comnnpaion.
But we deny and repel the imputation
tuat we so proposed tnem to discriminate
against the farmers or in favor of any
other cla:s, but because we believed tiiat
such figures were nearer to what would
be just and reasonable to the roads and to
all concerned in this State than lower
figures would be. And while our pro
posed rates on said articles are a little
higher than the Georgia rates, they are
mucn more Deiow tne rates now cnargea
on tne same by tne following leading
roads in the State, aa shown by the sched-
ules of tariffs of said roads now before us,
and which are set forth in the table below :
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Thus it will be seen that oar proposed
rates on tbe above articles are shchtlv
higher than those ol the Georgia Commis-
sion; it will also be seen that they are
mucn lower man the rates now enforced
on the foregoing named roads in this State.
The "American" Comments Answered

Now, as to the comments in the said
editorial, on our proposed rates on wagons,
agricultural implements and lumiture.
Our attention was especially called by
farmers and dealers to what they thought
tba too high ruts ot charges now existing
on wagons ana agricultural lmptemoata,
plows, harrows, rakes, scrapes, corn- -
planters, cotton-planter- s, onltirators. etc..
and in preparing our basis of rates we
made ot them a special classihcation, in
cluding ail other kinds ol vehicles bug-
gies, carts, carriages, etc., and also fur
niture in tho same classification. And
while our proposed rates are lower than
tne ueorgia rates on tnese articles, we
are not aware that this is any crime. We
are now informed, and have alwavs so un
derstood, that the rule or custom in ship-
ping the aforesaid articles is that the
farmer or purchaser, and not the manu
facturer or shipper, pays the freights. So
that a reduced rate of transportation on
the same would inure to the benefit of the
farmer or purchaser, whoever he may be,
rather than the shipper or seller. It is
obvious to any intelligent mind that the
lower the rates of transportation, the bet
ter for those who need and use the articles
transported. From the foregoing it will
be seen how unjust the imputation that
we luaue a Hpet;mi cia&amuaiiun ok wagons,
agricultural implements and furniture, and
suggested a rate thereon lower than
the Ueorgia rates for the benefit of
manufacturers as against farmers or con-
sumers. It will be observed that the
aforesaid publication charges that we have
placed wagons and furniture in the same
classification, and adds, that it is "a thing
unknown in railroad circles heretofore."
This may be unknown in the railroad cir-
cle in which the author of said editorial
moves, but by a reference to the eighth
annual report of the Missouri Commission,
1882. pa ire 137. there will be found a sne--
cial classification of "agricultural imple
ments, furniture and wagons all together,
and that the rate established on same by
that commission per car-loa- d for fifty miles
is SI, while that suggested by us for same
distance per car-loa- d is $19. Missouri rate
tor luu miles being 2S. our proposed rates
So, Missouri lor loo miles, 59; ours sug
gested for same distance, $30. Yet we are
criticised for placing these articles in tbe
same classification and for suggesting a
rate thereon lower than the rate fixed by
the Georgia Commission. And although
we suggest rates lower than the Georgia
rates, yet they are higher than those of
the Missouri Commission. Below is a com
parative table of the rates of the Georgia
commission on a car-loa- d ot wagons:

Let it be further understood that in our

suggested rates on furniture, we expressly
say in our basis, "furniture packed and at
owners risk, whletr wiakes a vast differ
ence wnen at- - earner a risk,
schedule of tanffa furnished na hr the
Louisville and Nashville railroad, it will
be seen that their charges upon furniture
per J 00 pounds at "owner 8 risk for fifty
miles is fourteen cents, and the charges
on same for same distance at "carrier's
risk" is $1 25 that the charge on same for
100 miles at "owner's risk," twenty-on- e

cents, and at "carrier's rfsk," $1 50, thus
showing what a difference the roads them-
selves make in the rate of charge when at
"owner's risk" and at "carrier's risk."
Our proposed rates for said distances, fifty
and 100 miles, "packed and at owner s
risk," are, respectively, eleven and ten
cents, as against fifteen and twenty-tw- o

cents charged by said road at owner's risk
of rubbing and ordinary breakage.
Tho CsMn AetNl Fairly and

Ifo-ora- nljr With AU Lines.
And now, fellow-citizen- and especially

farmers of Tennessee, as it is evidently
unght by the aforesaid publication to

prejudice you agiinst the Railroad Com-
mission and the law creating it, we here
take occasion to say that we have endeav-
ored, as far as we have been permitted, to
serve you to the best of our ability, and
we have the pleasing consciousness of
knowing that we have done so faithfully
and honestly. And just about the time
you would have seen and felt the effects
of our efforts in your behalf we were en-
joined by some of the leading railroads in
the State and our hands tied by the
decree of a Federal ccurt. In all that

e have done or were about to do in the
line of our duty we have not intended,
and Btill less desired, to favor any class
or individual whatever, but to act justly
and impartially, as we are sworn to do,
toward all concerned to the roads and
their patrons alike. And certainly not to
discriminate (as the aforesaid publication
implicitly charged) against the fanners,
who above all others, heretofore, have
perhaps had the hardest burdens to bear.
One of our members is himself a farmer,
and surely he, at least, would faithfully
guard your interests. The truth is, fellow-citizen- s,

we have been, and will continue
to be, impartial toward all interests. And
in so far as the aforesaid publication in
the American, by implication, insinuation,
or otherwise, impeaches our integrity,
impugns our official action, or rellects
upon our character and fidelity as public
officers or private citizens, as by natural
interpretation and popular construction it
is understood to do, it is false and slander-
ous. And why such groundless imputa-
tions should havn been cast upon us by
said newspaper, or what influence in-
stigated them, we leave you to conjecture.
And we leave to you to divine the object
of the petty persecution thus waged
against us. We also leave to you to say to
yhooe intDrest it should be and to what
influence is due the attempt to thus break
down your commission. Twenty-thre- e

States in the Union . have ettib-lishe- d

commissions to regulate rail-
roads, and in nearly all a war has teen
waged against them, but in every
instance the people have stood by their
commissions and sustained the law cre-
ating them, and we do 'not believe the
people of Tennessee will be leas true to
themselves.

In conclusion, we respectfully ask, as a
matter of justice to ourselves, that the
newspapers in the State that published
the aforesaid editorial from the American,
or extracts therefrom, will publish this

Aad Scarcely Allowed to Speak la the
' Convention Resolutions to be
- : Adopted.

PrrrsBCBo, April 29. The Interstate
Conference of Colored Men assembled in
Municipal Hall this morning, delegates
being present from Connecticut, Rhode
island, Massachusetts. New Jersey. Penn
sylvania, Ohio, Virginia. District oi Colum
bia, Indiana, Illinois, Kansas and Louisi-
ana, to the number of seventy-five- .
Among them were Fred Douglass, and
Bishop Green of Ohio. The convention is
composed of a fine body of men, and the
determination is expressed to prevent it
being used for political purposes. At 10
o'clock the Itev. C. S. Smith, of Bloomtield,
IlUta a stirring address stating the obiects
of the conference, called the convention
to order, and Robert Jackson, of Pitts-
burg, was elected temporary chairmun.
An address of welcome was made by W m.
Barks, of Pittsburg, and a response by
Robert Pelham, jr., of Detroit. The Com-
mittee on Permanent Organisation will
report this afternoon. Fred Douglass was
put in nomination for temporary chair-
man, but the convention approved the
nomination of Jackson.

The convention reassembled at 2 o'clock
in the afternoon, and as the Committee on
Permanent Organization was not ready to
report the time was taken up in reading
letters of regret from D. A. Starker, of
Columbia, S. C. ; J. A. Brown, Cleveland ;
T. Thomas Fortune, New York, and
others, who were unable to attend.
- Starker suggested that in view of the re-
cent decision of the Supreme Court de-
claring the civil rights bill unconstitu-
tional, that the convention de-
mands that the Republican party
at Chicago make unmistakable declara-
tion of its purpose to secure to colored
citizens equality with their fellow-citizen- s

under the constitution, the right to enjoy
all the privileges of such, as is the intent
of the civil rights bill, and be protected in
the enjoyment of the same by the power
of the constitution through the Federal
tribunals cf the national government;
also to demand from them a pledge for a
free ballot and fair count, and have them
answer the question, "Are the colored
people American citizens, and what are
their lights ?"

Ihe motion to allow the Hon. Frederick
Douglass to be heard gave rise to consid
erable opposition, and calls were made for
the report of the Committee on Permanent
Organization. Finally Mr. Douglass him-
self arose and said : '"I am a member of
this convention. My right to stand on
this floor is equal to that of any other
man. This is a conference of equals, not
of superiors and inferiors. I do not come
here to have leave asked for me to speak ;

it is not necessary that the privilege should
be begged for mo. When the time comes
I shall demand the right to be heard, as I
thall concede the same right to every
other member of the conference."

The committee then reported the fol
lowing permanent officers: President,
Lloyd G. Wheeler, Chicago; vice-pre-

dents, George J. Downing, Rhode Island ;
W. A. Price, Kansas ; J. N. Weaver, In-
diana; John P. Green.Ohio; Robert Shaw,
Illinois; J. C. Craig, Michigan ; J. Holmes,
Connecticut; A. Price Williams, Pennsyl
vania; O. L. (J. Hughes, isew York ; A. II.
Xewton, New Jersev ; Fred Douglass, Dis-
trict of Columbia ; secretaries, K. A. Cros-
by, New York ; Robert Pelham, Detroit ;
P. H. Herbert, New Jersey.

The committee recommended the ap
pointment of a Committee on Resolutions
and on Address, to consist of one from
each State.- - - . .

II. Price Williams, of Philadelphia, here
created intense excitement by assailing the
ability of Mr. Wheeler, who was nomi-
nated for permanent president, and bffer-in- g

as a substitute the name of the Hon.
Fred Douglass.

The motion was voted down, and the
report adopted. Maj. Wheeler was then
escorted to tbe chair and introduced. He
delivered a very able address.

After some further speaking the con-
vention adiourned till morning.
