creates no uneasiness in banking circles ;

where, in fact, their eontinuance is looked
for possibly until the end of June. The
CJironicle reports: "The exports of gold
this week have been 13,433,805. The
rise in the prioe of bar silver in London
has encouraged the export of about
$250,000 of that metal this week." The
New York Herald reports: "During last
March the value of merchandise imported
into the United State exceeded that oi
our exports by $5,007,115, while during
the nine months previous ta April 1st
exports exceeded imports in value by
$83,226,763." On the same subject the
Bulletin says--: "There are drawbacks as

ell as encouragements. Chief among
these is the unsatisfactory character of
our export trade. As to the ex-

port trade, it would be in much bet-

ter shape if the markets were left to
the operation of natural laws, and
emancipated from the artificial meth-
ods of ring combinations, which are
prone to consult the chanoes of a corner
or a deal rather than the absolute re-

quirements of supply and demand." We
here lay before the readers of the Appeal

Chalmers to John T. Ifnll, tho haad
of the Independent organization in the
State, advising him and , others
who stood on their plane .to claim
places for the next contest in the
Republican ranks, was inspired by
the expectation that Ilubbell money
would be more accessible thereby. Hull
acted instantly and applied for, but was
denied, admiss'on into the Hinds County
Republican Convention. So lofty a leap
by Chalmers could not have been exe-

cuted had he not bounded from the
spring-boar- d of promised Republican pe-

cuniary aid. The position thus assumed
by him will necessarily estrange from
him a part at least of the following he
had among the white Greenbackers and
Independents. In fact, Mr. S. L. Har-
mon, of Batesville, who claims to be the
founder of the Greenback party in the
State, published last week a letter an-

nouncing that he would not follow
Chalmers in this new departure. The
General must have foreseen this result,
and hence the inference is strong that he
has either deliberately cut loose from his
white adherents or engaged in a bold
conspiracy to deliver them bodily to the
Republican party for a considera-
tion, the latter being, to those who
know him, tho more probable scheme.
With a Presidential election to bring out
a full vote, and with a large Republican
vote in the district, which will be cast
blindly for any man who may be sagacious
enough to get his name on their Presi-
dential ballot, there is no easy task ahead
of the Democrats. Already the ranks of
the Democrats in the district are being
made oompact and orderly for the fight.
They are unterrified by the prospect of a
desperate struggle, and seem anxious for
the contest. They are casting about for
an able, skillful and undaunted leader.
This search has developed the candidacy
of the Hon. J. B. Morgan, of Hernaudo,
whose card we transfer to our columns
from the Oxford Falcon of last week,
with the comments of that journal on the
subject, Judge Morgan's soldier record
is spotless, and he will be welcomed as a
leader in this civic strife by scores of men
who followed him in the heat of battle.

BIRaiStiHAM, ALA.

A New Turn In the Railroad Fight Tbe
Exposition.

Speeial to the Appeal.l
Birmingh am, April 29. The Louisville

and Nashville, or rather the South and
North Alabama Railway Company, from
which the Louisville and Nashville leases,
has given a new turn to its fight with the
Alabama Great Southern Company over
the right of way of the two roads through
Birmingham, by bringing anit in the Cir-
cuit Court to eject the Alabama Great
Southern from a strip of ground thirty-fiv- e

feet wide, immediately south of its
original and undisputed right of way, and
occupied partly by its switch tracks and
turn-tabl- e. The Louisville and Nash-

ville's claim is based on a chancery de-

cision in a suit brought by the Elyton
Land Company some three years ago, di-

vesting ont of all roads except the Louis-
ville and Nashville all title to this strip.
There is a suit brought by the Alabama
Great Southern Company, pending in the
Circuit Court, to eject the Louisville and
Nashville from the right of way it occu-

pies, and also a motion of the Louisville
and Nashville pending in the Chancery
Court for an injunction restraining this
suit The ground in question is another
thirty-five-fo- strip north of the Alabama
Great Southern tracks, and the equitable
title to it resta upon the same grounds as
that of tbe strip on the south side, for

which the Louisville and Nashville now
sues.

There is another fight going on for right
of way through Birmingham two street
railroad companies, one in operation and
the other projected, being the parties.
Several weeks ago the Birmingham and
Elyton Street Railway Company peti-
tioned the City Council for right of way
on several streets, on some Jof which the
Birmingham Street Railway Company has
tracks, and on others of which it has
right of way; the petitioners asking, how-
ever, only the right of such portions of
streets and such streets as are not now
used by the other company. The Council
rejected the petition, but tbe Committee
on Street Railroads, having heard counsel
for both companies; say they, and rather
a majority, will report to the board in fa-

vor of giving the Birmingham and Elyton
Company une of the streets on which the
other company has no tracks, at the same
time refusing it any rights upon the streets
parts of which the Birmingham Company
occupies. '

Since the Exposition opened one of the
finest mineral specimens that has ever
been contributed has been put in place.

NASHVILLE TO MEMPHIS.

A Hew Railroad Route, Twenty Bf lies of
Which lias Been Graded.

Important o Worthy tho At-

tention of tbe Projectors.

Savannah (Tenn.) Tramcript : The rcute
proposed to the company for the new rail-
road from Nashville to Memphis, via Jack-
son, we think could be improved upon. It
is proposed to cross the Tennessee river at
or near Perryville, and on to Memphis via
Lexington, Jackson, Brownsville and Cov-
ington, and to run from Covington to
Memphis on the Chesapeake and Ohio
road, or to go from Jackson via Somorville
and from Somerville to Memphis by the
Memphis and Charleston branch. Now
we don't want to be understood as wishing
to interfere with any scheme or plan laid
out by those interested in the building up
of the city of Jackson, but we wish to offer
a reasonable suggestion in regard to a
route which, w hen considered, is bound to
prove to the interest of not only the rail-
road company but also to the people along
the line from the Tennessee river to Mem-
phis. The suggestion we shall offer will
prove especially beneficial to the
vital interests of Henderson, Ches-
ter and Hardeman counties. A
more direct route from Nashville
to Memphis has already been surveyed,
and about twenty-si- x miles of the grading
nearly completed from Henderson to
Bolivar and we are satisfied that if the
company wish to adopt this route, they
can procure a perfect title to right of way.
road-be- bonds, etc., at a very nominal
cost This route would turn the road from
Decaturville to Shadv Hill, in Henderson
connty, through one of ths richest marl
beds in the United States, and on to Hen-
derson, Chester county, and there cross
the JHobile and Ohio railroad, and then
the road is graded to Bolivar, a distance of
twenty-si- x miles, and within twenty-fou- r
miles of Somerville. By this route the
company would save hundreds of dollars
in cost of grading, besides time, and we
are confident it would be a more profita-rout- e

when built It would be to the in-
terest of Henderson county, one of the
richest counties in West Tennessee, to have
the road go by this route, even if
the road shouldn't go nearer her countv
site than Shady Hill. To run a railroad
through Henderson county to Jackson, is
but to sound the death knell to Lexing-
ton. We have no immediate interest in
whichever route the company mav choose.
but we would rather see it go through
the portion of country that would be most
beneficial to the people most interested
and deserving of tbe route, and at the
same time fairly compensate the company.

question engaging the reflection of those
who reason and govern. There is a
larcer, richer,' more active and enthusi-
astic Celtic community outside than in-
side .Scotland. Those outside transmit
the affections and passions of their race
with greater warmth than those inside.

The Pall Mall Gazette severely criticizes
the report, and pronounces it "audacious,"
inasmuch as it favors agrarian revolution,
strikes at the chief features of the present
social organization, and describes the con-
dition in which an immense majority oi
citizens speni their lives as dangerous
and precarious. The report teaches the
lesson that to expatriate malcontent only
increases the difficulty. The next genera-
tion of Irish and Scotch abroad will have
acquired an ascendancy over those at
home, but the time is coming when the
English abroad will also exercise tbe as-
cendancy over those at home. Only time,
danger and distress is needed to convince
the foes of England how vast a reserve of
English strength lies dormant in the new
Englands which encircle the world.

Kellogg
said he would see about it - A few days
afterward Kellogg told him he thought it
would be all right; that the petitions
would be granted, and the expedition
orders made. The orders were soon forth-
coming, and witness gave Kellogg five
drafts and a promissory note aggregating
$20,000.

The note was produced and identified,
as were the five drafts, the district attorney
directing attention to the indorsements
upon the papers by Walsh.

Witness said Walsbs indorsement was
not upon them when he gave them to
Kellogg.

A note was read. It was drawn by
Price to his own order for $5000, dated
July 115, 1879. The drafts were also read.
They are live in number, for $3000 each,
indorsed by nce and w aisn.

Witness bad nothing more to do with
the drafts after giving them to Kellogg,
and paid the note at maturity. Witness's
next conversation with Kellogg was in
1 SSI, after the newspapers had got hold
of all this stuff, and Kellogg told him, in
substance, there was nothing in the mat
ter, and it would all end in smoke.

We are
justly proud of the schools which these
two popniar educators nave built
up, as is evidenced by the num-
ber of pupils in attendance; but
as our interests and convenience
have not been consulted, it proposed to
organize a new school, to be located in the
northern or central part of the city, which,
it teems, is to be left without a private
school. The idea of sending our children
to the old State Female College is an ab-
surdity ; the Topp residence is inaccessable ;

the Johnson place, on the boulevard, is
still more so. There is no alternative left
but to permit our daughters to grow up in
ignorance, to send them to a boarding- -
school here at home or abroad, or to or-
ganize a school in the locality which is to
be abandoned. The latter alternative
should be adopted. Acceptable teachers
can be easily secured, and the organization
of such a school will save the dragging of
our children to distant parts of the citv,
and the expense of oreet-ca- r tickets, which
of itself would pay Itr the services of a
competent teacher. A conference is de-
sired on this subject at au early day among
tne parents ot
