The following are the excerpts from
Pope Leo's encyelical letter Free-
masonry, which has just reached this
| country :

THE MASONIC SOCIETY.

| Afterthe example of our pred: ¢ ssors,we
| intend to turn our attention to the Mason-
ie society, to its whole doetri e, to i s in-
tentions, acts and feelings, in order to il-
lustrate more and more this wicked 1tarce,
and stop the spread of the contagious dis-
ease., There are several secis of men,
| which, though ditferent in name, customs,
form and origin, are identical in aim and
| sentiment with Masonry. Those who are
| chosen to join the sociesy must promise
and swear to obey the teschers with great
| reapect and trust; to be ready to do
| whatever is told them, and accept death
and the most horrible punishment if they
| disobey. In fact, some who have betrayed
| the secrets or disobeyed an order are pun-
. ished with death, go skillfully and so au-
i daciously that the inurderer escaped the
Iinvee:igationa of the police. Therefore,
| reason and truth show that the society ot
‘whlrh we speak is coitrary to honesty
| and natural justice. Masonry generates
| bad froits, mixed with great bitterness.
From the evidence above mentioned, we
| find its aim, which is the desire of over-
throwing all the religious and social orders
introduced by Christianity, and building
| & new one
AUCORDING TO ITS TASTE,
based om the foundation and laws of
{ naturalism. Now, it is the principle of
naturalists, as the name itselfl indicates,
that human nature and human reason in
| everytbing must be our teacher and guide.
Having once settled this they are careless
of their duties toward God, or they per-
| vert them with [alse opinions and errors.
They deny that anything has been re-
| vealed by Giod; they do not admit any re-
| ligions dogma, any truth, but what haman
| intelligence can comprebend. They do
not aliow any teacher to be believed on
his official aathority. Now, il one watches
| the proceedings of the Masons in respect
to religion, especially where they are more
free to do what they like, it will appear
that they carry faithiully into execation
the teneta of the naturalists. They work,
indeed, obstinately to the end that neither
| the teuching nor the authority of the
Chuorcli may haze any influence, and
| therefore tuey preach and maintain the
| full saparation of the Chuorch {rom the
State. Bo laws and government are
wrested from the wholesome and divine
rule of the Catholic Church and they want,
| therefore, by all means to role States in-
dependent ol the institutions and doe-
trines of the Church. To drive off the
Church as a sure guide is not enough,
thev add persecution and insults. Full
license is given to attack with impuaanity,
woth by words and print, and teachine,
| the very foundations of the Catholic re-
ligion. The rights of the Chuorch are
violated, and her divine privileges
ANE NOT RESPECIED.

Her action s restricted as much as possi-
| ble, and that by virtue of laws apparently
not too violent, but substantially made on
purpose o check her freedom. If other
arguments were needed for this, it would
| be suificiently demonstrated Ly the testi-
| mony of tuauf who often, in times bygone
and even lately, declared it to be the real
sapreme aim of the Freemasons to per-
secute, with untamed hatred, Christianity,
| and that they will mever rest antil they
see cast to the gronnd all religious insti-
tations established by the Pope. 1f the
! seet does not openlv regatre its members
to throw away the Catholic faith, this
tolerance, far from injuring the Masonic
schemes, is useful to them. Because
this is, first, an easy way to deceive the
| simple and unwary ones, and it is con-
tributing to proselytize. By opening
their gates to persons of every creed they
| promote, in fact, the great modern error
of religions indifference and of the parity
of all worships, the best way to annihilate
every rveligion, especially the Catholie,
which, being the only true one, cannot
be joined with the others without enor-
mous injastice. It is true the Free-
masons generally admit the existence of
God, but

that this persuasion for them is not firnm,
sare. They do not dissimulate that in the
Masonic family the question of Gpd is &
rinciple of great discord; it 5 even
nown how lately they had on this pomnt
serions disputes. It is & fact that the sect
leaves to the members fuil liberty of
thinking about God whatever they like,
affirming or denying His existence. Those
who boldly deny His existence are ad-
mitted as well as those who, like the
pantheists, admit God, but ruin the idea
of Him, retaining an absurd caricature of
the divine nature, destroyving its reality.
The only morality which Freemasons ad-
mit, and by which they would like to
bring up the youth, isthat which they
eall civil and independent, or the one
| which ignores every religious idea. But
how soor, uncertain and variable at every
| breath of passion is this morality demon-

As those shrewd and
malicious men do not find more servility
and docility than in souls already broken
and subdued by the tyranny of the passions,
there have been in the Masonic sect some

| ment for the most daring enterprise. For

GRANT'S BREAK.

Ugly Rumors Afioat on Wall Bireet as
to the Collapse of the Firm of
Grast & Ward.

The Failare Said to be the Largest
Ever Known in the History of
Specaulation.

Liabilities Estimated at $5,000,000 to
$10,000,000—Assets; Virtually Nil
—A Complete Wreck.

New Yorx, May 9.—There are no new
developments in the recent failures this
morning. Ferdinand Ward is re
seriounsly dll.

Gen. Grant's Fertane.
Puicapeiraia, May 6.—George W,
Childs wa. seen at his country home, near
Bryn Mawr, last evening, in reference to
the failure of the firm of Ward & Grant in
New York and its effect on Gen Grant.
On being shown the latest dispatches he

d:

“Why, this is quite a surprise to me. [
heard a rumor of it before I left town, but
had ne idea of such news as this. And it
is even more rising to me for this rea-
gon, I saw Gen. Grant ¥ v in New
York for half an hour and he seemed any-
thing but a man involved in financial dif-
fienlties.”

“Will the failure of the firm
the general, do you think ™

_**No, sir; not at all. His house in New
York, also the cottage at Long Branch, are
in Mrs Grant's name. The fand raised
for his benefit many years ago, amounting
to about $300,000, is in trust, guaranteed
by the late Gov. S.Iorgm. and cannot be
touched. He has, in addition, private
funds of his own that cannot be affected
by this fuilure, for the genersl is simply a
special partner and can only lose the
amonnt he invested. This amount, say
£50,000, he invested in the business in
order to assist his son, U, 5. Grant, jr,
whao, by th® way, is his second son, and
not the youngest, as stated in the dis-
patches. Young Grant has of late been
at ending more to his increasing legal bus-
iness and leaving the management of the
banking concern in the hands of his part-
ner, Mr. Ward.

“Mr. Ward, who is esteemed a shrewd
mangger, is about thirty years of age.
Six years ago he was emploved at a salary
ol 100 per month. He made considerable
money in mining operations and was re-
garded as a safe and rising man.”

“This reverse I am now satisfied was
not brought about by any operations of
Gen. Grauat, for he took no part in the
transactions of the firm and never specu-
lated. By that | mean never bought and
sold stocks. The voung man, hisson, in
one of the most upright and honorab e
men [ ever knew. He could not say or do
2 wmean thing., If there has been any
dealing of the firm that was not honest
and struightforward it was not done by
ti:e general or his son.”

“I have understood that he was worth
£300 000, invested outside of the firm's bus-
iness. His wife is a daughter of rFeunator
Chaffee, who is worth over $1,000, 000.
Siartling Rumesrs as to the RBecent New

York Falinres.

New York, May 9—The suspicion grows
that the great Grant-Ward failure is muoch
more serious than at first suspected. A
well-known member of the Stock Ex-
change to-day said: “For four or five
months 1 have heard rumors of the goeer
transactions of Grant & Ward. 1 do not
think $5,000,000 by auy means an extrava-
gant estimate of the liabilities of the firm.
My belief is that they will exceed $10,-
000,000. When the [ailure wns announced
1 said it wounld be the largest Wall street
ever saw, and [ am more frmly convinced
than ever of of the truth of the remark.
As to what the assets can Le no one knows,
but they are probably very small, and the
diapn;it_v‘ in figures will doubtless cause
surprise.”

A clerk of Grant & Ward's said: “The
amonnt of the labilities will undoubtedly
be very large. They are discovering new
business every day. Yes, I know the
names of some persons caught, but cannot
give them. Some pentlemen are in for
$500,000, and others for still larger sums,”

Wm. U. Smith, Stock Exchange member
of the firm, said: “I do not think the
statement of the assignee will be ready
until  he latter part of next week., I
don't think the amonnt of the liabilities
will reach $8.000,000, although tha: is a
matter of which I have no knowledge.
Figures are all gossip, and are, T think,
extravagantly large. Railroad companies
which received loans on eecurities which
had been transferred to other persons,
nre amply protected and lose nothing. The
losses fall chiefly upon individuals wko
have advanced money with the firme. This
business was conducted by Ward, Of
course Gen. Gmnt and hisson have known
of these transactions, but I do not think
they were [ully aware of the large amount
involved. They have heen equally inter-
ested with Ward, and will, of course, lose
very heavily."”

Frad Grant, interviewed, said he weas
looking for emnployment. e had nothing
to do now. It would depend on whether
anything was saved from the wreck,

Ward, you are our prisoner,” and it was
when Ward asked for proof of authority
that search for the warrants was begun. .{
troubled look overspread the conntenances
of both men, and the pockets of each
were turned inside out and the bundle of
papera they carried was examined about
seventeen times to no avail. They gazed dis-
consolately after the conpe as Ward drove
rapidly towanl the New York ferry,
Ward bad not been out of the house more
than half an hour when a deputy-sherill
arrived with write of attachment for the
furniture and other effects.
