At the Southern
Baptist Convention last night an immense
audience attended the mass-meetin- g in
the interest of Brazilian and Italian mis-
sions.

A resolution was introduced which de
clared that the good news from Bahia, Bra-si- ,!

cheers our hearts, and the convention
bids our missionaries God speed in their
efforts to give a pure gospel to that coun-
try.

The Rev. C. A. Stokely, of Charleston,
C, supported the resolution in a mas

terly speech, in which was set forth the
past and present condition of Cknitli Amer
ica, and the future glorious prospects of
the Italian mission was fully diseased by
Dr. turry, of irginia, in an address of
great power and eloquence. . The conven
tion is supporting thirteen missions in Italy
and the Island of Sardinia, and oecuov
thirteen citii s, besides the general evan-
gelistic work, and the board desire and
expect a still further enlargement in this
department. These missions are in a state
of great prosperity.

The policy of tbo fonrention Concern
ing worlt among th Indians was set forth
by resolutions which say: "The divine
blessing which has for so many years at-

tended the work of Hits convention
among the In Hans calls for a 'devout ex
pression of gratitude to God. That the
present condition and prospects of the
Levering Manual Labor School promises
to be of great benefit in civilizing and ele
vating the Creek Nation and the adjoining
tribes.

Baptist Convention was organized in
the city of Augusta, i a. Three hundred
and ten delegates, representing Maryland,
District of Columbia,' Virginia, North Car-
olina, South Carolina, Georgia, Alabama,
Louisiana and Kentucky participated in
the organization. Prior to this date the
Baptists of the North and 8uulh hai
worked in harmony for the prosecution of
mission Work at home and abroad; but
both the Home and Foreign Boards having
decided to reject as missionary a;d slave-
holders who might apply for appointment,
the Baptists of the South came together at
Augusta in 1845 to "confer on the best
means of promoting the foreign mission
work and other intwreet-- i of tile Baptist

In the South." A const.tu-tio- n

precisely that of the original union
(the General Missionary Convention) was
adop.ed "for eliciting, combining and di-
recting the energies of the wiiole denomi-
nation in our sacred etf jrt for the propv
iration of the gospel." The Kev. Dr. Wm.
B. Johnson, of South Carolina, was
chosen president; a Board for Foreign Mis-
sions was appointed and located at
K'chraond, Va., and a Board for Do-
mestic Missions was flppbinted at
Marion, Ala. Since lMi the South
ern Baptists hava uiven $l,ftC0,000
to the roreign Board and $1,000,1 0i to
the Domestic Board. Missions are now
being conducted by the Foreign Board
on an extensive sealo in China, Africa,
South America, Italy and Mexico, while
the Home Board have missionaries iu all
the newer States and Territories of the
Southwest and also amoiicr the Indians.
The Southern Baptist Convention is in no
sense an ecclesiastical body. It makes no
laws whatever for the government of Bap-
tist churches. Its deliberations and opera-
tions are confined en'irely to "elicliup,
combining and directinc the eifts ol
Southern Baptists in the cause of missions
and ministerial education, and in this re
spect is peculiarly distinguished from all
other denominational councils.

l'msinrl af the Convention.
The Rev. P. H. MelU D.D., president of

the convention, has a national fame as a
preacner, teacher and parliamentarian.
He has held his present otliee for twenty
years, and is admitted to be one of the
tioe-- t presiding officers over a deliberative
assembly on tho continent. His work on
parliamentary law is regarded as a high
standard both in America and England.
He was born in Walthourville, (Ja., Rnd
was educated at Amherst College, Massa-
chusetts. He is up in the seventies, of
tall, erect figure, well proportioned, a keen
gray eye, snow-- hitc hair and benri, and
possesses a most pleasing and benevolent
face. He was a colonel in the Confederate
army and bas been pastor of several
prominent churches in Ueoigia, bat he
has been more particularly distinguished
in his own State as president for many
years of the Georgia Baptist Con-
vention, as a professor in Mercer
University, , and as chancellor of
the State University of Georgia,
which last position he still holdB. There
is no man in Georgia, either in civil or re-
ligious life, more honored than he.

A resolution was adopted providing that
ad conferences organized outside the
United States, or hereafter organized, be
entitled to the same riphts and privileges
as those in the United States.

The resolution offered yesterday by Ex-Go-

Evans, of Colorado, relative to in-
structing the agents of the two book concerns

to furnish a detailed statement for
the past four years, was adopted, with an
amendment that the names of employes
be stricken from the schedule which
agen'js are required to furnish.

The Kev. Dr. Cuny, from the Commit-
tee on Epitr opacy, reported recommend
ing that. India be fixed as an episcopal
residence.

The Kev. Dr. Marshall W. Taylor, col-
ored, delegate from Lexington, moved to
amend by striking out the word "India"
and inserting "A'nca.11 He had in his
mind for the position a gentleman ol
standard proportions, splend'd physique
and excellent digestion. He did not al-

lude to any member cf the Washington
Conference, but a dclt gate from Baltimore.
He referred to his friend, the Rev. Dr.
Lanahan, of Baltimore. Great laughter.
He had three reasons for the amendment
proposed t he first, poetical. Your fathers,
said Dr. Taylor, compelled curs to live in
America, and I want to compel one white
man to live in my country. Renewed
laughter His second reason was a com-
mercial one, and his third ecclesiastical.

Tb9 Rev. Dr. Lanahau, of Baltimore,
said there was no room for mirth or
trifling here. Laughter. It had been
said that one of the mission churches is
in almost a state of disintegration because
they have no bishop. He moved that
consideration of the matter be postponed
and made the order cf the day Monday.

The Kev. A. B. Leonard, of Cincinnati,
confessed that his heart was touched by
the appeal of Dr. Taylor. The conference
will probably not adopt Dr. Taylor's
amendment now, but the time is not far
distant wheu such a motion will prevail.
The colored man is proscribed as no other
man ever had been. The Methodist Epis-
copal Church can do for Africa what no
other church can. If a bishop is appointed
for tiiat country, thousands in this country
will flock there. Cries of "Amen !"

The Rev. Dr. Bockley said the proposed
action might . result in a man going to a
foreign country who bad no knowledge of
the language. Hitherto the residence of
a bishop had not been fixed until after the
election. Now it was proposed to precipi-
tate the matter by practically compellirg
the conference to neglect the whole work,
or else to elact five or six bishops.

Gen. Fiske would like for the Board of
Bishops to answer the questions whether
the duties of the work would require
residences in Europe, India and Africa,
or either country, aud ii .eo, whether ad-
ditional bishops were needed.

In pursuance of a call made through the
Athens Pott, and otherwise circulated, t
lurire and reDectalde Portion of the citi
zens of Limestone county assembled at the
courthouse on the 8th ins ant, for the pur-
pose of appointing delegates to a Union
State Convention, to be held at Montgom-
ery, and to express their willingness and
anxiety to conform to the laws of the land.

On motion, Gen. James M. Lane was
called to the chair, and W. A. Hind and
W. N. Hayes were requested to act as sec-
retaries. The chairman explained in a
few brief and appropriate words the object
of the meeting, after which he appointed
a committee, consisting of Dr. S. P. Cowan,
W. N. Hayes, the Hon. Wm. Richardson,
W. A. Hine and Charles D. Anderson, to
draft suitable resolutions. The committee
retired,and pending their absence the Hon.
D. C. Humphreys, of Huntsville, occupied
the floor, depicting in a clear and forcible
manner the effect of inaction and hostili y
to the general government. His remarks
commanded tbe attention of all present,
and impressed them with the importance
of immediate

The committee, through Dr. J. P. Cowan,
chairman, reported the following preamble
and resolutions, which were unanimously
adopted :

WitsnaA!. It is bdr rtlrnest desire tn
promote the welfare of thfe people of our
State, secure for them peace and prosper-
ity, and inasmuch as be believe that these
cannot be obtained so long as our political
troubles arising from the 1 tte war remain
unsettled with the Federal government ;
therefore be it

Hoote d, That it is the sense of this
meeting that tbe condition, necessities and
embarrassments of our people at this time
imperatively require a full and final set-
tlement of our political difficulties and
differences now existing with the general
govtirfimCnt.

Retalved, That nndet Misting circum-
stances we are prepared and deetfi it our
best iiolicy to reorganixe our State govern-
ment In conformity with, the requirements
and provisions ct the military bill, with-
out addition thereto or subtraction there-
from, and lend our aid and assistance to
the enforcement of tbe same.

Retained, That we recognize and will
justly accord to all men, without distinc-
tion of co' or, their rights and privileges
guaranteed by this bill.-- -

Reitofred. That we see no ranse whv
strife and dissension should exist between
tbe while and black rac?s, and we will use
proper effo-t- s to establish such harmony
in action and friendly relations as should
exist between us and such as will secure
our mutual interest and promote our mu-
tual prosperity.

Besotted, That we approve of the call of
the Union Executive Committee 'ibr a
convention toasscmb'e at Montgomery on
the first Tuesday of June next, and that
this meeting will appoint delesates to sai 1

convention to represent the Union senti-
ments of this county.

In compliance with the last resolution,
the following gentlemen were appointed,
with the understanding that two of the
number who cou'd conveniently go should
attend the convention, namely ; Dr. I. P.
Cowan, William Richardson, A. L. y,

W. N. Hayes, R. C. David and J.
L. Cowan.

Clelland, P. L. Jones, Samuel Tannicr, jr.,
William Garrett, the Rev. Benjamin Lentz,

were appointed an Executive Committee

Oil Trial far Ills Life.
The trial of States Marshal

Wm. Spence for thu killing of his son-in-la-

Col. Ed. S. Wheat, is creating great
excitement here, fhs readers of the Ap-

peal will remember having seen a small
synopsis of this terrible tragedy in its col-

umns some time since. It was one of the
moGt unprovoked, murders
ever enacted iu this Stale. About two
months ago there was apparently a mis
understanding between Spence and his
son in-la- Col. Kd'S. Wheat, in which
the former claims that Col. Wheat owed
him a settemsnt, arid when he (Spence)
asked for it was refused and choked by
his son-in-la- (Wheat). On the day fol-

lowing the choking Spence borrowed a
pistol anil la d in wait for Col. Wheat in
front of CoV. Warren's store at the corner
of Church an! College streets, as
he went to hS piece of business,
at Buford, Thomas & Cd.'s, of which firm
deceased was a member. As Col. Wheat
passed the ffoove place Spence deliberately
raised his pistoland fired, the ball taking
effect in the back and parsing near the
region of the heart. Col. Wheat fell back-
ward with hi feet under him. 8pence
then walked in front of deceased and said,
"You d n rascal, yon choked me yester-
day, why don't you choke me now?' at
the same discharging the contents of his
pistol in his 's breast, which
caused instant death. Spence was then
arrested, disarmed, and committed to jail
to await his trial, which is now taking
place. The defense closed its proof yes-
terday, and the State nearly closed its
rbnttal proof. All the evidence
will be taken this morning and
the argument will begin at an early
hour, i'he crowd in the court-roo- grad-
ually increases, and much interest is man-
ifested by all who attend. The plan of de-

fense, so far as is shown, is based solely
upon the ground of insanity, and many
amusing and trivial conversations are de-

tailed. The defendant sits just behind
his attorneys all the time, never talking
unless being talked to. 11 seems wholly
indiffertnt as to what is going on, his fea-

tures Dover changing. Insanity is said
to ba hereditary in the Spence family.
Testimony given by witnesses goes to
prove, that Spence, previous to the homi-
cide, was of variable and unsound mind,
often doing things which could be ex-

cused under the head of eccentricity. It
is said that his mother for several years
previous to her .death, was insane, often
goiig for weeks without speaking to any-

one, and when she did acted in such a
rnaetsr manner that everyone noted it.
She had beaten path aroutid her
house which she would walk for
hours. speaking . to herself, with
an apparently wandering mind. Spence
was at one time an United States marshal.
He s for a considerable time a banker
at Murfreesboro, Tenn., and is said to have
been wealthy. But within the last few
years b has lost everything, and up to
th iimn cf his difficulty be was so finan
cially reduced that his only subsistence-wa-
