The Franco-Chinese Treaty.

It was
not loog before the gravd doke's name
was sadly niixed np'in some of the scan-
dals which were whispered about the
court. Finally, M. de Kalamire sought
and obtained un shsolute diyorre from
her, Since that time the lady and the pramd
duke haye been a great dealin each other's
COmpany.
