Nashrille—Columbas and Oxford —
Local Railroad News,

The fect for hnild.% a road from
direct to Nashville meets with
favor at both ends of the proposed road,
and the people living in the immediate
country are extremely anxious to have the
It will be, if built, the
same distance  from the Sletnphis and
Charleston railroad on the south and the
Louisville and Nashville on the north.
The Bolivar Bulletin saye: “No farmer
should fail to work in the interest of the
road, ss the increased valme of the lands
contiguous theretowill be more'than double
their present value, and the roud will open
new and competing markets for the pro-
docts of the farm. Every merchant
should encourage the huilding of the road
by taking stock, be it ever so small, as it
will create a competition which is sure to
cheapen freight and enable him to sell
mare goods by selling them cheaper.
Every citizen should encourage the road
because it will increase the value of his
home and properly, and bring to him an
ease of communication with the world,
east and west, which he now has not.
The cities of Memphis and Nashville
should encourage the adoption of this
route because it will place in easy com-
munication with them a trade which now
in another directian, either down the
‘ennesses river or over a north and south
road—an advantage which neither of the
routes proposed north of this affords
Every town alorg the line should take
active steps to secure the road, because it
will add to their population and increase
" their facilities for commerce. We believe
the people of this connty are unanimously
for the road, and Fayette has passed
strong resolutions looking 1o secure it
Chester will come to the front, and as the
route is pretty well settled on eust of Ten-
nessee¢ river, we believe with earnest
work on the part of the committees and
the public the new road over this line is
an assured fact.”
