A Queer Transaction Up the Missouri.

87, Lovis, May 21.—About a month ago
the safe in the office of the steamer Mon-
tana, lying at the wharf here, was robbed
of $1500 early in the morning, during the
absence of Capt, Earl, clerk of the boat.
Philip Schneider, mate of the steamer,
who was on watch at the time, and his
son, who was the regular watchman of
the boat, were arrested, but as nothing

could be proved against either, and both
denied most positively knowing anything
about the robbery, they were rel and
wera retained in their itions on the
steamer. Yesterday ternoon Philip
Schneider came to the ¢ity by railroad
from Waverly, Mo., and tells the following
story: The fontana left Lere a week ago
last Saturday for Kansas City. Every-
thing went on as nsoal until between 10
and 11 o'clock Monday night, when
the boat reached Wolf's Island, about
5 miles sbove Lexington. On her
return trip three masked and disguised
men, with navy revolvers, entered his
state-room on the texas, woke him out of
a sound sleep, ordered him to dress and
follow them. They took him ashore, and
when he demanded to know what they
intended to do with him, they charged
him with knowing where the money waa,
and said if he didn't produce it or state
where it conld be found they would hang
him, and he replied that they would have
to hang him then, for he knew nothing
abont the robbery. In response to a
whistle, two other men came out of the
woods, and the five then strung him up to
a tres for a minate or two, then let him
down. He still denied any knowledge of
the money, and they hung him up again.
This was repeated four times, and twice
he was held up till he was insensible.
The last time he was so weak and ex-
hausted that he counld scarcely speak.
When consciousness returped his assail-
ants left him and disappeared in the
woods. He dragged himself to the
river bank, after great effort, where
he found the Montana, and was taken
a and cared for. When the boat
reached Waverly, 40 miles below, he left her
and came to St. Louis by milroad. He will
not state whether he recognized any of the
pemons concerned with the affair, and his
does not receive full credence.
