tinuea, that the prices wbichjthe Western
Union paid in its stock for the competing
lines were vastly tn excess either ot the
coot o earning value of the property ac--
quireav it was claimed before tbe com-
mittee by Dr. Norvin Greeni president of
the Western Union Company, that it had
from time to time expended out of its
current fearnines considerable money on
tbe construction account, that is to say, in
additions to its lines and equipment, ovr
and above their maintenance. This may

b tree to S"m extent; but cannot be true
to the extent of justiiyine tlie eaormous
stock dividends which the company has
maae, nor was tne appropriation ot
the current income to the construction ac-
count sufficient to .prevent tbe payment
of munificent cash dividends to the Share
holders, who received in that way from
1867tol8S3. both inclusive. $34,000,000 in
addition to stock dividends of $25,807,190.
Aa the prices paid by the Western Union
in its own stock do not furnish even an
approximate idea of the actual cost of the
lines which it has purchased trim other
companies, and aa the representatives of
the Western Union, who alone possesses
the information, have given no definite or
detailed account of the amounts of money
it has itself .

EXPENDED n THE CONSTRUCTION Or LINES.

The committee have endeavored to ascer
tain what it would now cost to reproduce
a line equal in every respect to that which
tne western i mon has acquired in all
ways. The committee believe it to be a
large estimate to assume that the number
of miles of wire actually used and neces-
sary to in business of transmitting tele-
grams is 350,000. The committee believe,
also, that the average cost of the wire,

poles, construction and instru
ments lor telegrapbinr. would not exceed
$700 per mile, which would make the to
tal cost K4.o00.000. The exact cabital zaih. otithe --Western Union beyond the
actual cost of its lines and be.
yond what it would now cost
to reproduce similar lines cannot
be determined; that It is enormous is
entirely plain and undisputed. In refer-
ence to the inquiry whether this excess of
capitalization arising from stonk dividends
and from the purchase of other lines at
inflated prices paid in stock has operated
injuriously in the wav of increasing the
charges of the Western Union for the
transmission of telegrams, the committee
deem it sufficient to say that their own
conclusion corresponds with the 'opinion
of the country; that its effect in' that di-
rection cannot be a matter of doubt, and
that it has been very great.

The ra--
port asserts that the passage of the postal
leiegrapn diu win reduce tbe average
charge per telegram from thirty-nin-e cents
