They cut it
up into lots, and a colony has been started
on the old common.

Unfor-
tunately, however, some of the old shan-
ties are being renewed and others erected
new. The only means of putting a stop
to this is to extend the fire limits, which
several members of the council are
warmly in favor of doing. Then dilapi-
dated buildings must rot for want of re-
pairs, and when othera are erected in
their stead they must Le at least reputa-
ble. In spite of these drawbacks, how-
ever, a most encouraging change is taking
place, and

is something remarkable. Sixth street,
especially, has improved to a phenomenal
extent. Small buyers, driven from Fifth
street by the advancad price of property
on account of the street railroad, have
sought the next street running parallel
Sixth. Two years ago there were not ex-
ceeding half a dozen houses on that
thoroughfare, and at present it is built np
on both sides with comfortable and taste-
ful cottages, and neatly kept grounds. In
the past six months 125 street crossings
have been put down and numerous side-
walks laid, the most noticeahlo and

A PARSON'S POSTAL

Cards to His Divorced Wife and the
Trouble They Got Him Into

With the

United States Government Arrested
When About to Preach the Gospel

to His Congregation.

A case of rather ao unusual natnre was
tried yesterday in the United States Dis-
trict Court before Judge Hammond. Dr.
fredenck 11. bcbacler, a Uerman
preacher, was tried for sending indecent
postal cards through tho mail. 1 he facts
in the case are that Schaefcr married and
lived for some time in St Louts with his
wife, but mutual misunderstandings of a
delicate naluie arose and they were
divorced. Schaefer moved to Arkansas,
taking his son with him. and married
again. His "grass widow" impoitnued
him for money, and lie wrote her a

and postal cards, three of which were
mailed at Memphis on his visits here.
The cards were handed to the district
attorney at St, Louis, who forwarded them
the district attorney here. A warrant was
at once made out and an officer fonhwith
sent across the river to execute it He
arrested Schaefer when he was in the act
of ascending into his pulpit, read his war
rant to him at once and took him into
custody. He was brought to Memphis
and nir case came on for trial yesterday.
His attorneys submitted, but pleaded m
extenuation that the postal cards were
written in German, a language not in use
and not generally understood in the Post-offi-

that letters and postal cards placed in the
postomce for delivery were not intended
for the perusal of clerks or other govern
ment emp'oyes, and that it was immaterial
in what manner an obscene or indecent
word or phrase was expressed, so far as
actual guilt was concerned. He held that
the postal laws on the subject were made,
not to protect clerks against the possibility
of handling obscene and indecent mail
matter, bnt to protect those to whom such
was addressed and to make it impossible
to use the loetomce Department as a
vehicle for the distribution of immoral
literature of all kinds. He therefore im
nosed a fine of $100. which defendant paid.
The postal cards, translated, which caused
Schaeler s conviction, were as follows:

"Madam, look at this nose once and

show the same to Mr. Gottachalk ; also to
the elected Dietrich. If you should come
to St Louis and Johannisburgh you can
also get $3000. which you have well
deserved by your economv and kindness.
Terribly bad and stupid in addition. That
is the character of Wernigh. My regards
to neisgeroer.

postal no. 2.
begins by making a direct charge that
criminal relations are sustained by his
divorced wite with a man named eis- -
gerber. Then continues :

"Mr. Gottachalk knows this, and yet
you have eo little sense of shame and go
to him, You wanted to have me poisoned
bv your degenerate son in order to get
money.
