ANOTHER SLIDE.

A CThunk of Tennessce Bhore Nearly
Swamps Brown & Jones's Coal Fleet.

About 11 o'clock Sunday morning a
large chank of the shore above the mouth
of Woll river slonghed off and caused a
fenrful shaking up of Drown & Jones's
coal fleet moored there. The loaded coal
barges were jamuoed about at such a rate
as to nearly crush seversl of them to
pieces—one in the midst of the fleet being
almost totally demolished. Caving has
been going on there since about two years
ago, when the change began on the Hope-
field side. The peculiar shape of the cur-
rent coming over from the Arkansasshore
causes it to come with great force agninst
the shore all along from Fraim's Island
down to the mouth of Wolf, and as the
waler declines it is washing ont the sandy
banka until soon all the land betweon the
Mississippi and Wolf river will have dis-
appeared. Experienced river men gsay
there was formerly a sandbar at
the foot of Fraim's island, where
now there 18 f{ifty feet depth
of water. When the caving above
gliluded to ocenrred, the alarm was
promptly given, and Brown & Jones's
steam (ug N. M. Jones and O'Neill &
Co.'s tug Jamea O'Connor came to the
rescue, and after bard work succeeded in
securing the barges against loss. They
worked hand several hours Sunday, and
the N, M. Joues half of yesterday, right-
ing up the fieet. A sarvey of the river
front yesterday developed that the hole in
the paved wharf below the foot of Jeffer-
son street is growing larger, the lower end
of the government gauge having been
destroyed, so that no readings can he
taken after the water has declined below
twenty-ons feet. It issaid that much of
the trouble in this locality is chargeable
to an old sewer which empties into the
river at that }mint_ Tha vity engineer’s
attention is called to it. It is also stafed
thet an old sewer is causing the trouble at
the dlower end of the elevator. In the
Hananer Mill locality the banks continue
to settls, and it 13 feared that the founda-
tions of the building are being weakened.

A Chickasaw Indian Lays Claim to One
_of the Most Valuable Bodies
of Land

In Shelby Connty—The Case Argned and
Submiited to Juilge Matthews
Yesterday.

The Treaty of May, 1534, Made He-
tween the Government and the
Chicknsaw Indians.

A suit was suhimitted to Justles Stanley |
Motthews, in the Uniied Siates Court, ves-
terday morning, whose decisivn involves |
the title o 1200 geres of gome of Uie best |
farming la the county. The treaty
ninde May 1834, bstween the Chicke-
saw Indians and the United States, forms

Chickasaw Indian, named G. . Allen,
wis about to leave these bluils for the In-
disn Nation.

The land lies
in the southern pari of this county, on
the Hom Lake road, the Tennessee line
forming the southern boundary. Since it
was purchased by the firm named it has
been held by various parties, to whom
theyr sold it, and their heirs, the greater
part of it at present belonging to the heirs
of J. A. Swayne, at one time 8 prominent
life¢ insarance agent hers, Allen, the lo-
