The recent
flight of Levis, the oil specolator, with
iUO.OXW intrusted to him by 500 dupes,
bas brought to the surface some rather
remarkable revelations consenting the
gambling spirit that rages tiirough all the
departments. Seventy-fiv- e per cent, of
Levis's victims were government clerks,
and the larger part of tbein were from the
Foitc.JSee Department, near which the
unctuous and oily-tongu- broker hung
out his sign. Up to a dm rnonths ago the
poetoifiee employes made a chief industry
of buying Louisiana lottery tickets. When
Postmaster-Genera- l G res ham took hold
he fonnd that most every emplove in the
building, from the janitor to the chief

clerks and heads of divisions, were bnying
tickets as regularl; as they drew their
salaries, and many of them were actually
pinching their families for the necessaries
of life for chances in this notorious wheel
of fraud. One extreme case was reported,
that of an old man who had been a clerk
since 1865, and who of late vears bad
spent, without fail, $80 of bis $120 monthly
salary in this way. He had become so

INFATUATED

with the charms of policy, that his con
versation was almost exclusively on the
subject, and he enjoyed the constant de
lusion mat: ne was yei 10 sinae me capiuu
prize and retire to a life of ease. His wife
bad complained that he was starving his
children, and without avail until Post
master-Gener- Gresham came in, when
the deluded clerk was informed that he
must either quit lottery or the govern-
ment service. Following this came the
war of Judge G res ham on the Louisiana
Lottery Company, and the issuance 01 a
general order that any employe of the
department . who bought lottery tickets
would do summaniy dismissed, mis or-

der was so strenuously enforced that the
employes did not dare to further patron-
ize the lottery, and they sought the fickle
goddess in another direction.

It was about this time that Levis set up
shop in the neighborhood, and soon there
was a grand rusn lor investments in nis
of 1 "syndicates." It is said that

MAST CLERKS

not only put all the spare money they had
on hand in the Levis hopper, but that
they have hypothecated their future pay
so far ahead as to involve them and their
families in actual want

It has developed, however, that the
Levis scheme was only one of many others
by which the government employes have
been allured from time to time. The
grand rush for oil was only equaled by the
craze for speculating in cotton, or "playing
cotton," as it was called. This latter
mania seems to have taken a particular
hold upon the employes of the govern
ment printing office. There are 2500
emnloves at the minting office, and
the monthly pay-ro- ll is something over
$200,01 X). According to the accounts
given the favorite method was to
make np a pool, each interested person
putting in from $20 to $100. Hardly any
of the employes appear to know how the
thing was done. Ihev onlv understood
that a pool of several thousand dollars
would be made up and the money
handed to a broker for invest-
ment. The broker would at the
end of a month pay in the profits, and
reinvest the principal. As long as the
inventor got a good interest on his money
he was content to let the principal remain
in the broker's hands. Occasionally, how-
ever,

TBK BROKER

got on the ''wrong side of the market,"
and the principal went up, thus making it
necessary for the investor to produce more
capital if he wanted to keep on gambling.

When the Levis bubble- - bursted the
other day there was great excitement
among the "cotton players" at the govern-
ment printing office, and a general rush
for the men, also emploves, who had been
making up the pools and holding direct
transactions with the brokers. The "cot-
ton players" are, apparently by a common
understanding, very reticent" as to how
the speculations have ended, but it is
understood that on yesterday their invest-
ments were returned to them, less twenty
per cent, and that the most of them have
agreed to pocket the loss and say nothing
about it. It is charged that in the case of
the cotton players there was really
no broker at all, two or three
sharp employes who engineered the pools
and bandied the money, having given it
out in a dark-lanter- n sort of way that
there was a big chance to make money ou,
of cotton according to a method which it
was not necessary the investor should
understand. The mysterious and porten-
tous character of these investments was
really the bait that caught the government
printer, who smiled confidingly as he
handed over his money and received an
injunction to keep it dark.

The disposition to gamble permeates
every nook and corner of the government
service in Washington. Heads of depart-
ments have from time to time made vigor-
ous but unavailing efforts to suppress it
Last summer Commissioner Dudley dis-
covered that poker-playin- pool-playin- g

for money and 4--11 14 had gained such a
widespread hold upon the employes that
the service of the Pension Bureau was in
danger of being seriously impaired. As a
remedy he issued an order that became
somewhat famous at the time, by the
terms of which dismissal from the service
was threatened against employes who in-
dulged in any form of

GAMBLING,

or who were observed to frequent saloons.
8everal clerks were actually discharged
for 'violation of this order, and for a time
a measure of respect was paid to it. If
reports be true, hawever, the pension
clerks are now no more exempt from the
prevailing evil than are the employes in
the other departments.

"It would surprise you," said a head
clerk in the State Department to the Ap-

peal correspondent, "to know to what
extent gambling prevails among govern-
ment clerks. Our department, as vou may
know, affects to be very high-tone- d, and
even the small clerks in the State Depart-
ment assume that listless and mechanical
air which they catch, by imitation, from
the members of foreign legations and dip-
lomatic corps who come around visiting
or on business. . The State Department
clerk holds his nose at an aristocratic ele-
vation, but he has all the frailties of the
ordinary government employe. He gam-
bles in the bucket-shop- , plays at poker,
buyB imaginary oil, or plays cotton,' as
readily as the plebian postofiice clerk or
the type-stick- at the government print-
ing office. I will undertake to say that
more than fifty per cent, of our clerks are
jn a chronic state of distress by rea-
son of their blind infatuation for
risking tnetr scanty earnings on
the table of chance. Almost every day
you can see some luckless clerk 'shinning'
around from room to room in search of a
good friend who will help him oat till pay
day. Ten to one that clerk has bought
wheat, played poker or been to Baltimore
or Alexandria bucking the tiger."

It is easy to account for the gambling
mania among government employes. Be-
fore they come here they think it is a
great thing to be employed by the govern-
ment They imagine that their salary is
to be only a small part of the money they
are to earn. They have an idea that a
position under the government will give
them enormous opportunities for perqui-
sites, slices from contracts, eta. When they
get firmly screwed down to a desk they
make

that they are a very small and unkown
quantity in public affairs, ach being one
in 15,000, no one of whom has the ghost
of a chance to make a dollar outside of the
pittance for which he stands up, once a
month, before the paymaster's desk in a
procession seventeen furlongs in length
and one man in breadth. When brought
to a realisation of this calamitous state of
affairs the government clerk, by a rapid
gradation reaches a condition of settled
desperation and, like a hungry fish, snaps
at every tempting bait which the design-
ing angler offers. If a sharp man was to
come alon. with a deep toned and omi-
nous air of keep about him, be
conld doubtless secure an investment in a
privileged deal in brass buttons or in a
fictitious syndicate for forcing a corner in
the market for cow-horn- s just as easy as
he could arouse enthusiasm for "playing
cotton."

It is not to be imagined, however, that
gambling among officials in Washington
is confined to government clerks. It is
stated that when Mr. Blaine was made
Secretary of State his attention was called
to the prevalence of gambling among em-
ployes of

TUB STATE DEPARTMENT.

"When the heads of departments can be
forced to abjure poker," said the premier,
"you can hope to subjugate the subordi-
nates, but not before."

Indeed, if there is truth in history,
there have been very few Cabinet officers
in this or past generations who were not
at least tolerably familiar with the game
which became world-fame- d through the
peculiar accomplishments of Minister
Schenck. And if contemporary testimony
is worth anything, the present head of the
Postothco Department whiles away an oc-
casional evening at a point not remote
from the White Tlouse, the occupant of
which is no slouch at the national diver-
sion. In fact both Gresham and ' Arthur
are expert poker-player- s, and when Henry
Irving, the actor, was here he irrevocably
swamped $5000 of his American earnings
in the White House jack pots.

Sara Bernhardt' Triumph as ,atfy
Jf acbeih.

Paris, May 22. Sara Bernhardt, who
appeared as "Lady Macbeth" last night at
the Porte St. Martin.scored a most brilliant
success. Her rendering of the role was in
every way as grand and powerful as was
that of Charlotte.Cushman, and was at the
same time imbued with a nervous, thor-
oughbred passion and fire impossible to
have been surpassed even by the great
Mrs. Siddons.

It is impossible to imagine anything
finer than the sleep-walkin- g scene. Sara
Bernhardt appears with hei face almost as
livid as that of Irving in Louis XI, and
her white drapery, recalling the classic
grace of Rachel, looks as if attached to a
Roman statue.

It is in this scene that Sara Bernhardt'
genius shines with most dazzling bril-
liancy, throwing her feats of "Fedora"
and "Frou-Fro-u far into the shade. The
nervous, electric convulsion with which
she recoils from her fancied apparition of
the blood of the murdered "Duncan," and
her hopeless wail of supernatural agony,
created that peculiar cold shiver among
the audience which is only to be attained
by the very perfection of dramatic art Iu
this scene the great French tragedienne
was above ail criticism. In the murder
scene she might have done better, both
in characterization and interpretation.

In the first act her appearance, seated at
a table reading "Macbeth's" letter, was
most picturesque. She wore a white jer-
sey, close fitting as a gloAe, and no corsets.
Embroidered ,uri de lys in gold and blue
were- - scattered over the jersey, and the
arms and corsage were checked in dia
monds of the same color, while puffs of
white crepe de unine were at tne snoui-der- s,

a gold coronet op her forehead, and
her auburn hair fell loosely over her
shoulders.

As she took her seat at the banquet
table, dressed in her white jersey and
mantle, and with twelve Highlanders
in white cloaks seated at her right and
left, the tableau was for a moment sug
gestive of the Last Supper, but this sugges-
tion was dispelled the moment the action
of the play began.

The ghost of the murdered "Banqno"
was made to appear such a gruesome and
gory spectator among the guests at the
banquet that many ladies of the audience
gave little screams and seemed to feel gen-
erally uncomfortable.

The translation is by M- - Jean Rjchepin,
who has discarded Shakespeare's arrange-
ment of the acts and scenes, and boiled
the entire tragedy down to nine tableaux.

Affairs at the
Penn Bank continue to be the engrossing
subject among all classes, but up to noon
there was as little definitely known as at
the time of closing yesterday. President
Kiddle slept fairly well last night, and this
morning was sufficiently recovered to en-
able his friends to remove him to his resi-
dence at the Bast End. Two well-know- n

and experienced brokers made a careful
examination of tbe books last night.
Every opportunity was given them to
make a superficial examination, and ac-
cording to their statement the books show
$300,000 drawn out from the time of re-
sumption Friday until the close yesterday,
with deposits decreasing correspondingly.
The statement that the $:$00,000 of certified
checks were not included in the statement
made to tbe Association of Banks is in-
correct, and no such checks were in exist-
ence. In their opinion, if the books are
correct, the bank ought to pay every cent
of its debts. There is less talk of crooked-
ness, and the impression is growing that
the second suspension is due wholly to
timidity and demoralization when Presi-
dent Riddle was suddenly prostrated.
The directors have not yet made a state-
ment, but there is a general demand for
something authoritative from them of the
bank's actual condition. The goneral con
dition of other banks is unchanged.

The directors of the defunct hank this
morning took possession of the individual
books and accounts of the concern, and
np to 1 o'cl xk had strnck some develop-
ments which promise to show why the
second collapse came so suddenly. There

Bostos, May 27. At the annual meet
ing of the American Unitarian Associa-
tion the committee submitted the follow-
ing officers for the ensuing year: President,
Henry P. Medder, of Boston;
