Indianapolis, May 28. The National
Greenback Convention assembled in the
English Operahouse at 11 o'clock, and was
called to order by Jesse Harper, of Illinois,
chairman of the National Committee. The
Hon. John Tyler, of Florida, was elected
temporary chairman, and George C. Hach-Btof- f,

of Missouri, and Cornelius Douty. of
New York, secretaries. All the States
were represented except Delaware and
Mississippi. South Carolina was repre-
sented by Morse, Charett's proxy. The
ordinary business transacted at the morn-
ing session was the appointment of a
Committee on Credentials, one from each
State. The only contest of any importsnee
is from Maine, one set of delegates being
headed by Solon Chase, anti-Butle- r. Geo.
O. Jones, of New York, attempted several
times to get in a resolution favorable to
the Chase delegation, but was not recog-
nized, by the chair, and hnrled down by
the convention.

During the day the following telegrams
passed between Gov. Begole and Gen.
Butler:
