Chicago, May 29. The constant fluc-

tuations in the New York stock market,
coupled with the daily reports of the gen-
eral financial outlook everywhere, continue
to unsettle and influence the general tone
of speculation here. Notwithstanding
this the volume of business transacted is
very large. The market y was mod-
erately strong, and closed with immaterial
changes from yesterday's closing quota-
tions. Leading operators consider the
present feeling more confident, yet the
prevailing disposition to be cautious is M
great that any renewal of serious trouble
eastward would without doubt operate
quickly in our market. Receipts of all
kinds of grain continue moderate, and
shipments from interior points remain
small for the time of the year. Provisions,
especially pora., are more active, and while
the Armour-Cudab- y combination are
still believed, to be the controlling
Mtwer, they keep well in the
background, as if . inviting outside
speculation. Lake freights are unchanged
and there is but a slight improvement in
the amount of charters. The movement
by rail is fair, taking the season into con-
sideration, local business absorbing the
greater share. Through export transac-
tions being scarce, rates remain about the
same, though some of the roads are dissat-
isfied and are agitating for an advance of
5 cents per 100 pounds all around. The
weather is all that could be desired by the
agriculturist, and although the season is
rather backward latest advices say crops
of all descriptions are making good pro-
gress. ' .v -

Although the uncertainty still existing
:n stock and money markets is having
some effect on wheat, the general tend-
ency of values appears to be toward
greater steadiness. The bulk of ths trading
is on local account, the country generally
preferring to keep quiet; , and millers
and exporters not buj ing beyond immedi-
ate necessities, the former still complaining
(aud with reason) of the still dull sale for
their flour, even when former rates are
obtainable, while the rapid and serious
fall in foreign exchange has left exporters
little or no margin to work upon, in spite
of the fact that through freight rates rule
as low as --ever. Continental buyers are
the best customers both for caigoes ar-
rived and for future shipments, their con-

tinuous purchases off coast being the most
hotireable feature in the foreign grain
trade.

There is a large constituency who refuse
to concur in the opinion that Young & Co.
have thrown over their holdings. " Wheat
wss dull and neglected," said a prominent
trader; "everybody thought it in the
hands of a clique and were afraid to trade.
Win. Young appeared to unload in order
to inspire confidence, but people who sell
short on this theory will be apt to have to
make up and settle."

On the other band, Robert Lindblom
says: the clique nave realized, put in
the last wheat deal Young cV Co. had they
sold out at $1 21 and the market advanced
to $1 85. Three years ago Handy ran a Cor
ner and sold out at $1 28, and his friends
got ruined selling short at $1 35. The
records are full of instances where mar-
kets have advanced after bulls have sold
out. I believe this is another instance of
that kind."
