CONGRESSIONAL.

Bills and Resointions Introduced—Sen-
ate Proceedings.

Wasiisaros, June 2.—House.—Under
the call of States, a number of bills were
iatroduced and referred.

The House then took up the legislative
appropriation bill with the amendments
reported by the Committee of the Whole.

The amendments prohibiting commit-
tee clerks from performing work of a pri-
vate character for members was rejectad.

The avendment exempting all djstiller-
ies which mash ten bushels or less from
the operation of the provisions of (title 35
of the Revised Statutes, except as to the
payment of the tax, was adopted—yeas
L18, nays 74.

The remaining amendments were agreed
to and the bill passed—yeas 138, nays 46.

Mr. Hiscock moved to suspend the rules
and pass the bill repesling jnternal reve-
nae taxes on tobacco, allowing the use of
aloohol free of tax in arts and manulse
tures, and reducing the tax on brandy dis-
tilled from apples.
