THE DEFICIEXCi BILL.
Provisions of ihe weasnre Keportcd to

uennie.Washington. June 7. The general de
ficiency appropriation bill which was re
ported to the House y appropriates
$6,729,594. Of this amount $141,644 is to
enable the secretary of tne navy to pay
the officers and crews of the United States
naval vessels under command of Admiral
Farragut the dili'erence between the
amount of bounties heretofore distributed
and that to which tbey are respectively
entitled under the decree of the Supreme
Court of the District of Columbia for the
destruction of the enemy's vessels at New
Orleans, April, 1862. Tbe bill provides that
fourth-clas- s postmasters shall be paid com
pensation tnat they received previous to
March 3d of last year. Of the money appro-
priated for the Department of Justice,
the bill provides that no part shall be
used to pay special counsel lees, and tbe
bill furl her provides that no claim against
the United States shall be examined or
received by the Treasury Department un
less it shall have been hied within one
year from the passage of this act or within
live years alter it snail have accrued, nor
unless it shall have arisen under
an obligation or liability of the United

incurred oy the authority ot law.
The Secretary of the Treasury is directed,
at the commencement of each session of
Congress, to report the amount due each
claimant, whose claim has been allowed in
whole or in part, to the speaker of the
House ot .Representatives, who shall lav
the same before the House tor considera
tion ; and hereafter all estimates of appro-
priations intended for consideration and
seeking action of any of the committees
ot Uongress, shall be transmitted by Con
gress tnrougti the secretary of the Treas-
ury, and in no other manner.
