Chicago, June 10. The leading specu-
lative markets on 'Change are Blow, all
classes of operators being apparently in
different about trading.

Hence leading operators advise
those of their customers who buy to be
content with small profits, as it is gener-
ally understood that Jones, Murray and
other large manipulators who have been
mainly iustru mental in controlling prices
the entire year are now heavily short,
and watching a favorable Opportunity to
inaugurate a bear raid. "With these facts
in visw," remarked A M. Wright, on tl'e
steps of the wheat pit this morning, "it is
well to watch the markets closely and not
stand long in the way should the indica-
tions favor a belief that the combination
have started prices on tbe down grade."
Provisions are dull, but firm. There are
rumors that tbe market for short ribs is

g worked for a cover in July by
brokers in the employ of Armour, who has
found some dilliculty ih inducing traders
in pork to go "short," and so has trans-
ferred his squeese to au0rt ribs. The
deal, howevt'r, may proVe a dillicult task,
as the production is liberal and, wpM ba
increased if any .adVan'TO ehouIJ occnr for
next mohtB 's delivery.
