Bayard ia the
man on whom the anti-Tilden element is
trying to concentrale under the banner of
free trade, though Mr. Dorsheimer is freely
discussed, and it believed that he nour-
ishes a strong ambition for the nomina-
tion. Mr. Dorsheimer and his followers
are doing all they can to stimulate the be-
lief that Tilden will absolutely refuse the
nomination for the reason that his
physical condition will not admit
of the labor and excitement of a cawm-
paign. A day or two ago it was formally
given ont that Mr. Dorsheimer had seen
a letter from Mr, Tilden to Mr. Dana, in
which Mr, Tilden announced his irrevoen-
ble purpose not to accepl.
