"Whatehould be the Democratic plat-
form?''

"I think the Democratic platform
shonld declare positively iu favor of free
trade. I wouldn't have ho party comu.it
itself fo the total abolishment of the tariff
at once, hut free trade is in tho touhtiiu-tio- n

and is the true principle of govern-
ment, and I am in favor of a wise, judi-
cious, gradual reduction of the mtcrr.al
and external revenues, the tarilT to be
revised every two years, until the ex-
penses of the government havb beeh
diminished to such a point that free
trade is made practicable. Money must
be raised to pay off the debts of the
government, the pensions and other
obligations, and the luxuries of life the
liquors, tobacco, etc. should be made to
pay tribute by internal taxation, and
importations should pay custoa s duties.

"How do you think Blaine will run in
the outh?''

"He has a great many admirers in the
Southern States, men who like his dash
and his style of statesmanship. The
course he took in the reconstruction legis-
lation has been forgiven, but Mr. Blaine
will not carry a single Southern State.
That can be relied upon."

"Do you think Blaine's foreign policy
will win him any great number of votes?

"I don't believe the American people
want any foreigu policy. The Washing-tonia- n

We want
a strong government, but a simple one.

"Why don't you reduce the size of your
place ?

"Wish I could, but I can't I'm being
ruined every year by these cut throat
mortgages and I fear I shall lose my home.
nearly all ot as are going down mu every
year. 1 wish we could get more sucn men
as I sold that 100 acres to."

"Would yon have Northern men?
"I don't care where they come from so

they are industrious and clever. I am
tired oi tne thriftless laborers l have.

Now here is a man land poor too much
land. If there could be live or Bix little
farms made out of this large one, how
much better it would be for this despond-
ent old man, and for the State too. It
would give good, interesting society,
churches and schools. There Is a great
desire of this sort among most of the land-
holders. They would sell a part and im-
prove the balance. Some think this conn-tr- y

is worn out, but that idea is preposter-
ous. Some of it is very much hurt, but a
great deal of it still produces well under
the reckless, careless cultivation of tlie
negro, but it will recuperate rapidly with
a little help. England has been cultivated
1000 years, we know, and she now makes
larger crops than 100 years ago. This land,
the oldest of it, has been cleared but forty-fiv- e

or fifty years, and it is perfectly absurd

A good many of tho owners are going
into the cattle and sheep business.
