.. BEET-ROO- T STUAB.
Sime time ago expriments were made

n England for the home production of
beet-ro- sugar---b-ut without success.
Sinee that time improvements have been
made on the continentof Europe, and the
prospect of success has become certain.
Recently introduced methods of extract-
ing sugar from beet are simpler and less
expensive than those formerly employed,
and there is confidence that money can
be made and an importantbusiness estab
lished, if the farmers will supply a suffi-

ciency of beets. That they will do so is
certain from the changes that have taken
place in their occupation. Agriculture
is depressed in England, crops that were
staples with them no longer pay; all this
will turn attention to beet growing. So
promising is the prospect that a company
with a capital of $1,0. 10,(100 has been
formed and sugar factories will be
orected in various parts of England. The
beet, by careful cultivation in the
continent, is a much superior plant to
the unimproved products of former days,
and the mode of cultivation to secure the
best results is better known, and a larger
proportion of saccharine matter can be
drawn from the root. Other European
countries have largely extended the
amount of beet-ro- sugar produced.
(ireat Britain consumes 1,000,000 pounds
of sugar a year, one-hal- f of which is
bect-suga- r made in Europe in countries
not more favorably situated for the trade
than Great Britain is. In ten years
Germany has increased her beet crop
from .1,000,000 to 8,500,000 tons. So im-

portant a part does beet-suga- r now play
in commerce that Cuba is v suffer-

ing from the incre ise in the demand
there, and the caue-grower- s everywhere
are in despair because of the progress
made in the production of beet-suga- r.

The English, in engaging in what to them
is a new pursuit, do not go. pauper-lik- e,

as g capitalists in this country
do, to beg their Parliament to let them
draw taxes from their fellow-citizen- s as
tribute-money- , because they who get the
money their fellow-citizen- s pay will be
sugarlords, while those who pay the
tribute are only common farmers aud
such like. The English will grow their
beets, pocket their profits, aud ask no-

body to "protect" them, although their
industy will really be an "infant" one.

There being in the Philadelphia Time,
oi the od instant, a very unjust and abu-
sive aitaek on Gen. Powell Clayton, of
Arkansas, it is perhaps well that I should
tell you who and what the man really is.
As a" Democrat, 1 cannot be supposed to
have any paiticular partiality for Gen.
Clayton ; "but being closely connected with
Arkansas, and spending part of every year
in that State for nearly half a century, I
can L'ive your the actual facts in reference
to bim. "Born 183;5, in Delaware county,
I'a., where the family have lived ever
since the settlement of the county by
William Penn. The Clavtons of Delaware
and Maryland are of the same family. His
brot her, Thomas J. Clayton, who lives at
Chester, Pa., is one of the District judges
of that State, and anothei brot her has been
for nine vears I'nited States District attor-
ney at Fort (Smith, Ark. Gen. Clayton
served throughout the war in the various
ranks from captain t3 brigadier-general- .

In IStio he marriad Miss McGraw, of
Helena, Ark. His wife was bora in Ken-
tucky, and her father was connected with
the Confederate arm v throughout the war.
As soon as Gen. Clayton was mustered
otitof the service he bought a plantation
near Pine Biul!', Ark., which lie still owiis
and upon which he lived for two vears
prior to bis taking any part in politics.
In l.St-- after the passage of the recon-
struction measures, he was nominated by
the Republicans ami elected Governor
the Democrats putting out no candidate
against him, taking the position that the
reconstruction measures were nnconstitu-ti.mal.an- d

adopted a policy of non action.
The most important act of his administra-
tion was his declaration of martial law in
several counties of the State and the put-
ting of Stale militia in the field to suppress
the to called x organization.
These measures were vigorously enforced,
and for the time engendered a
very strong and bitter feeling against him
on the part of his ojlitical opponents.
This feeling has, however, almost entirely
subsided, near y all being willing now to
acknowledge that the result of his policy
was the establishment of peace and order
in the State. In ls71 Gov. Clayton wao
elected to the United States Senate, and
served out his term of six years. Since
retiring from the Senate be Las been en-
gaged in private pursuits, being now the
vice president and general manager of4he
Eureka Springs railroad, an enterpriee
founded by him, and constructed under
his supervision. Resides his interest in
this railroad, w hich is large, and his plan-
tation interests, he has other important
interests in the State, lie rendered valua-
ble assistance to the government in the
star route investigation, as

ieneral .fames ami Kx-- Homey Gen-
eral McVeigh can testify to. From the
foundation of the Republican party in Ar-
kansas up to Senator Clayten's retirement
from the Senate, his title to the
party leadership was undisputed. I'pon
ids retirement from the Senate the leader
ship passed into the hands of his rival,

Dorsey, who had still two
years to serve in the Senate, and under
Mr. Hayes' administration was given full
control of the public patronage in Arkan-
sas The result was Clayton's friends
were all turned out of ollice and Dorsey's

s substituted. And when the
national convention assembled at Chicago
in 180, although Clayton was a deleeate,
Dorsey headed the delegation and was
put in" Clayton 's place upon the National
Committee. I'pon the election of Gar-
field, however, Clayton at once regained
the leadership, was made chairman of the
State Central Committee, and last winter,
upon the demand of the Republicans of
Arkansas, was substituted upon the
National Committee in Dorsey's place.
He is now chairman of the State Central
Comiiiitte, aim. a moaiberof tho National
Committee, and his leadership in Arkansas
is undisputed. . Another notable fact is
that even his bitterest of political enemies
have never accused him of fenalitv or
any corrupt practices for personal aggran-
dizement. But as a further and complete

The Forger Whose Wife Has Just Been

Sentenced to the New York Peal
tentiary for

Two Years and a Half, Implicates
High Washington Official, and a

Republican

Candidate for tke Presidency, as the

Unfortunate Woman.

The Truth pub-
lishes the following story : "There's some
truth in that story that the detectives

Croft Ryland, the husband of the
notorious check raiser, who was arrested
in Philadelphia on Wednesday, "but most
of it is made up of lies.

"That man," continued. Ryland, "was
intimate with my wife before I married
her, and when I was laid up here in St.
Luke's Hospital he took advantage to come
on from Washington and renew his rela-
tions with her. When I got out of money,
and was broken down in health, my wife
deserted me, and she and her new set of
friends did nothing but taunt me with
jeers. Although I still loved the
woman, I had to give up entirely;
but when I received that letter
from Fanny Woodward announcing
the pretended death of my w ife in Balti-
more, my blood boiled over, for I knew it
was only a trick to get entirely rid of me.
It is now known to everybody that about
the time that letter was written my wife

Y our article lined on misinformation,
and is worded with evident bias against
us, and may have the effect of injuring us
with our customers and the trade gener-
ally. It is not tine that th pork was ir-
regularly cut and cheap meats left on the
sides, nor that it was overheated and
doctored, as is amply shown by the goods
having been passed as a first class mer-
chantable and regular article by the pub-
lic inspector ol tho Board tif Trade of Chi-
cago. After being passed by the inspector
the pork was accepted by Armour A Co.'s
people, taken possession of aud placed in
their own warehouses. When this was
done the transaction was completed; but
some days after, and after the pork had
been opened by the purchasers, the Com-

mittee of Inspection on Provisions was
called in, who decided that a small quan-
tity of the pork had not been properly
flanked, and on this mere tejtinicility ir-
regular.

As regards your remarks on our "bear-
ing" pork, we have only to say they are
not true. We have sold no more pork
than we can deliver and w e think we have
got a fair price for il , but wc may add
that the "strum: holders," w hom you say
we have run against, have "cornered" the
pork market so as to make nork sell in the
public market of C icago at $10 per
barrel,' while they (the "strong holders")
are sending out the same for consumption
at $16 a barrel.

If you were at all acquainted with the
qualities of meats packed by different
packers you would know that our grades
are the best in the market ; and in just id
cation to us we have to request that yon
give this letter a place in your columns on
an fcjuty date so that your readers may
have the true position of matters placed
before them.
