discoTcr, that our neglected orchards and
little garden plots of vegetables were the
nuclei whence fortunes could be made.
And we have discovered what treasures
lie buried beneath the hills, and what
power of manufacture lay in the rushings
of our mountain streams. So much we
have gained from the harsh kindness oi
adversity. In Cuba adversity - is
teaching the same hard lesson.
As the schoolboy groans over his tasks
and weeps over his punishments, but
gains knowledge invaluable in his suffer-

ings, so is Cuba "suffering that it may
become strong." Crop failures at home
and the increased production of sugar
abroad, added to the merciless drain
made by Spain upon its revenue, has
turned the attention of Cuba to the task
of husbanding its resources by attending
to the necessity of growing themselves
what it becomas increasingly difficult lor
them to buy from others at extravagant
prices. The Havana Bolctan, of June
17th, had an article, a translation of
which appears in the New York Bulletin,
in which the subject of diversity of crops
is treated of at length. The editor had
just returned trom a visit to Madruga,
ami he expresses the gratification with
which he saw fields of rice, corn and po-

tatoes and other tubers all in a most flour
ishing condition. Such crops it is the
habit to import, as it formerly was with us.
During the last year the valley of Guines
alone grew potatoes to the value of
fljfxiOKK), supplying entirely the local
dcmaad.besides sending thousands of bar-

rels to the United States when, the
ILL an lays,. the frozen earth there
was yielding no produce." As with us,
the Cubans find that in growing for them
selves they have struck out a permanent
market for the sale of their new pro-
duct. In Gibara, corn enough was
grown to sell at moderate prices. In
different parts of Cinco Villas good wheat
is now grown, from which excellent
bread is made, yet it had been believed
that wheat could not successfully
grown. The Bolttm says: "MTith corn
abundant and cheap, mangoes and
gMHyohas covering leagues of ground and
rolling there because no oue will gather
them, to say nothing of many other
plums, there is no good reason why we

should import hams, bacon and krd,
wlun it would cost so little trouble
to transform such localities into
markets similar to Cincinnati and
Chicago." In concluding if very
sensilde article the Bnlttut says:

f nun what we have out above,
our airriculturists and citizens generally
can judue of the millions we could avoid
paying to foreigners, and the amount to
be saved that is now paid cut for freight
and duties, by devoting oar energies to
the production here of the principal ob
jects ot consumption. Js not all this
just like what the ArrKAL has been sav
in i: to it readers for years? Such is the
force of old habits and

Til K TRIR11.ATIOXN OF A MIXINTKH.
The quarrel between Dr. John 1 New- -

mnu, the pastor ot .Madison square
Coiiirretswional church, Xew York, and
his congregation, still rages with una-
bated fury. The war was inaugurated
six months ago, and has been intense in
its bitterness. Dr. Newman is a feeble
imitatiir of Talmagc and Hecehcr, and
in his efforts to advertise himself and to
becouK. famous he has merely made him-

self rotorious. He was a Methodist min-

ister at AVashingtot, aud because Grant
attended his church he became an in-

flated windbag and cut up all sorts of
fautastic capers. At the close of his ad-

ministration. Grant cave liiiu a foreign
appointment, so that he could travel
over the world and recuperate at the ex-

pense of the government. The loving
cop tile located in New York and con-

nected themselves with the Madison
Siuare Congregational church. Dr.
Newman undertook the task of
mixing Congregationalism and Method-
ism, creeds that arc the antipodes
of each other, and he found the

as difficult as that of mixing
oi! and water, a problem which has never
Ik , a solved. Iu order to prevent per-- s

imil collisions and to terminate an un-

seemly contest, an appeal was taken to
the courts. Chief Justice Sedgewick
rendered a decision, the general effect
of wliich is to recognize Dr. Newman as
the acting but not the permanent pastorof
the church, and without any right to
take part as an officer at any meeting of
the church, or of the deacons, or of t he
society that is to say, it puts him in the
position of a Methodist minister hired
tetuiorariIy to do duly in a Congrega-
tional pulpit. It ties the trustees up,
too. to the management of the property,
and forbids their interference with the
pxHornuient of the church, ami dome
their right to refuse the use oT the
church building for meetings to tl e
Ranney party, or to decide on the qua! --

fication of voters at church meeting.
In short, from a spiritual point of view
the decision is against the Newmaniics;
from the financial point of view ii. is
in their favor. Under it Dr. Newman
can hob! on to the church, but it dis
tineily intimates that he ought not to do
so. not being a Congregational minister.
For the sake of religion it was hoped
that this discussion would end the inde-
cent war between the contending fac-

tions but it seems only to have inten-riti,- t!

the hatred. Tho demonstrations oi
the past week indicate that the Madison
Squire Congregational church will be
ftocupiodby two ministers and two con --

grciations snarling at each other like so
many enraged lunatics. The public will
concur with the opinion of Chief Justice
Sedrrvwick that Dr. Newman ought to
resign his position, not Wing a Congre-
gational minister. He is an ordained
Methodist clergyman and has no right to
foist hiaioelf upon Congregationalists
whose money built the church, to be oc-

cupied by ministers of their own denom-
ination. A man who joins a tariff club
cannot advocate free trade and still be
re.MKniied as a worthy member. If. a
man joins a temperance society and ad-

vocates and practices intemperance he is
sure to be expelled, and it is equally"as
ili.i.ical and absurd for a Methodist win-
trier o occupy a Congregationalist pulpit
The enemies of Dr. Newman insist that
what he preaches aud the general in-- fl

:enc of his ministry are harmful to the
tr.jo prosperity of the denomination in
nhose name he speaks, and he is asked
to retire so that they may not even by
implication be placed in the attitude of
accruing to indorse opinions which they
do not approve. Church creeds and dis
cipline would be mere ropus of sand if
there was no denominational loyalty.

they preach.

AKISTOCK.4CY DEPARTING.
Slowly bnt surely the opposition to

monarchy and aristocracy makes its way
in Europe. In Spain the hold of the
monarchy is insecure, and the republi-
can cry is now and then heard amid the
frequent change of ministers. England
is pushing forward, in its quiet but solid
manner, an extension of the suffrage,
and discontent with the monopoly of the
land, by the aristocracy will bring about
abolition of the feudal abominations of
entail aad the right of primogeniture, lis
which the, eldest son takes the great uias,
of the family real estate. In Germany,
under the reactionist policy of Bisuiarcks
the throne is usurping the rights that
belong to the ; people. The King is
popular, but he cannot live much longer,
and when he and Bismarck cease to ob-

struct progress tho intelligenv Germany
will not long submit to arbitrary govern-
ment. In France the constitution is souu
to be revised , and the revison will be
in the shape of adding to the popular
power, by restricting terms of tho Sena
tors and improving the manner of ap
pointing them. With steady progress
the republic wins upon popular favor
and justifies the decision of Thiers, that
a republican form of government is one
that divides France the least. Norway
has-ha-d a struggle w' King which is
of interest as Rowing how freedom is
making way among the smaller European
sovereignties The Storthing, tho Nor-

wegian l'drriament,- - has insisted that the
King's Ministers shall be responsible to
the nation for the policy they pursue.
The King held that their responsibility
was to him alone. The Ministry that
had brofcen the laws and customs by ar-

bitrary proceedings were impeached and
convicted. The King obstinately ap-

pointed others who had the same
tendencies. These can obtain no
support from the Storthing and
have broken down, and tho King
has been obliged to cuter iuto com-

munication with the leader of the Lib-

erals, with a view to the appointment of
a Liberal government. The people are
very impatient with the King's struggle
against lioeral progress, and he will have
to submit, as the Liberals have a strong
majority in both houses, and the people
stubbornly support their representatives
in their liberal legislation. A stand has
been made against the King's power to
veto the acts of the Legislature, aud that
power will either he taken away or greatly
modified. Generally speaking, we find
the monarchs of Europe takiug every op-

portunity to extend their powers, while
the people in most instances arc bent on
asserting their own rights. In such a
struggle, at a time when education is in-

creasing popular influence, the final result
cannot be doubtful, and already h is said
by observant writers that the heels of the
departing aristocracy are seen disappear-
ing at one door while the vanguard of ihe
advancing populace shows itself as it eti
ters by the other.
