MARCH OF THE CHOLERA,
The news respecting cholera in France

is of a very grave character, and those
who remember former visitations in our
own country regard it with profound con
cern. As is unfortunately usual in sucn
cases, the doctors disagree. l he Ger-

man physieiaas have undoubtedly' been
the most minute and profound in their
investigations, but, since the war between
the two eottotrres, the French are pre
judiced against anything the Germans
may do. The New York Time remarks:

ThuJ far the course of the disease is in
straige contrast to the experience in the
United States. In France it is confined
to the cities; hero, although it visited
tome cities, its chief effect was felt fn
smaller towns, and especially throughout
the Mississippi llivcr Valley. The rea-

son is plain. In the cities there was the
knowledge and, above all, the authority
to deal with the crisis. In rural regions
instead of prompt and well-direct- ac-- 1

tion there was either indifference or a
panic. So it will oe again unless the ex-

perience is made a guide." This is a
matter well deserving close observation
in this part of the country. The national
authoritiarealready turning tboir
attention toward emigrants from
Europe, for by them cholera found
entrauce . among us in the mid-

dle of the century. The great
German physicist, Dr. Koch, accuses the
English of concealment when cholera
breaks out; the French authorities at
Toulou wero guilty of tho same stupid
policy. The journal already quote
says: "A patient sick with cholora may
infoct a locality. That a case exists is
disquieting news. But knowledge thai it
exists is ono of the best means to preTent
its spread. Wherever a cholera-st- i taken
victim goes he reaves a fatal trail. Vido-sprea- d

infection may follow the casual
ue of a closet in a railway car or steam
boat, or the washing of soiled linen in
hotel. These are not tuppositioui cases
they rest upon experience. Thus the

dwelling, and citizens were forced to
conceal garbago in privy vaults bcoause
tho city carta neglected to take it away.
Tho streets have boen long- - neglected.
gutters and bridges aro choked np, holes
U tho pavement aro found in almost
every un paved street, often full of foul
water. Unless theso evils aro attended
to "tho general health of the city may at
ny time resolvo into tcrriblo epidemic

disease." Tho street gutters should bo
flushed and disinfectants distributed. It
laorcditable to tho auxiliary association
that it is calling attention to tho subject it
mentions, and is a gratifyiug change from
the silcnco and neglect upon such mat
ters that prevailed in former years. Still
it is disappointing to know that such a
condition of things exists as to lead U the
assertion, after all that has been talked
of in New Orleans since April set, in,
that circumstances are such aa to leave
the city liable at any time "to terrible
epidemic disease. All these things
should induce increased care in our own ho
city, for if such dangor hangs over New
Orleans we must be more than ordinarily
careful of our own sanitary condition.
