Albany correspondence of the New he

York Herald, 11th: Gov. Cleveland has
been in Albany, with the exception prob-
ably, of three or four weeks, ever since ho
took the executive oath in the Senate
chamber, on a clear, cold January day of
1883. hince that eventful period be has
been a working Governor in every sense

the term. He generally rises at
o'clock in the morning, breakfasts soon
after and then goes to the capitol. There
he remains until l:JOo clock. .Next lie
(oes to lunch, which occupies about one
:iour, and then back to his oflice, where ol
he remains until G o'clock. Dinner is
taken at that time. At 8 o'clock he
may be acain found in the Executive
chamber. During Legislative sessions he
sometimes remained at work until 1 o clock to
in the morning. This incessant labor has
left its marks upon the Governor. He is
certainly robust and vigorous to-da-y, but
he needs rest, and, as I am informed, pro-
poses to take it for two or three weeks ip

short time. He has iust recovered from
slight attack of rheumatism and physi-

cal prostration. But when your cor-
respondent called upon him to-da-y he
presented the appearauce oi a man tnor-oinrh- lv

reinviiforated one who had passed
through most arduous labors for several
months, weakening but temporarily, how-ever-

a naturally giant constitution.
TUB SITUATION DISCUSSED.

It was exceedingly difficult for your cor-
respondent to induce the Governor to
discuss the convention and its results.
He fought shy of all leading questions.
This reticence was, of course, natural un
der the peculiar circumstances of the
position now occupied by him as the can
didate of the Democratic party for PreBi.
dent of the United States. However, the
Governor answered some questions in his
usual frank way.

"The nomination comes somewhat nnex
pectedly to you. does it not. Governor at
least, it was not expected until within the
past few days?" remarked your corre
spondent.

"I can sav that the nomination came to
me nnsoueht." was the ouiet response.

"I suppose you have carefully watched
tlie proceedings of the convention !

'So, I have not. but I have been in
formed bv those about me ot the piogress
made. I have been much gratified by the
manly aud dignified course taken by thoee
friends in Chicago who seemed to have
believed my nomination the wisest, but
have been not a little surprised at the po
sition taken by those who thought other--
vise. If there are weak points in the
records of any man they should, of course,
be developed and investigated before he
is taken up as the candidate of a great
parly. But to say that I have ever failed
to embrace every opportunity offered me
to elevate the condition and subserve the
real interests of the workitlgman
and to protect him in all his
rights is false. This, however, is
but evidence of the readiness of some per
sons to make careless statements when
engaged in a struggle, and of others
to accept such statements as facts
instead of ascertaining the juth from the
record. Understand me ; I do not profess
to be infallible on this or any other ques
tion, but I do claim that no sincere and
honest workinuman can examine my record
and find from it anything which tends to
show a lack of sympathy with and care for
the true interests ot those who labor,
am sometimes afraid that at least a few of
t ose who pose as friends of the working- -
men do not keep themselves tuny in
formed as to what is done for them b;

A NOBLE CHARITY.

The W.rk of tb. Aew York 'Tribune-- '
Fresh Air Fund.

New Yobk, July 15. The Tribune fresh
air tund, organized to send tenement- -
house children to the country for two
weeks, has begun its summer's work. Al
ready ten parties have left the city, and
many more are soon to go. The work was
started in 1S77 by the Rev. Willard Par
sons, the present manager. Money is sent
to the Irtbune to pay the traveling ex
penses of the children, who are enter-
tained by the farmers for two weeks with
out compensation. Thera are no oflice ex.
penses or salaries paid, from the
fund, and every dollar contributed
is used for transportation, which
is furnished at a reduction from half-far- e

rates. The little ones are selected by city
missionaries and others, who know the
individual needs of every family, and
great care is taken to send only those
needing a chance. Alanv ot the children
sent last year have been invited to return
this summer, and come found pleasant
homes in the country. jVeazlv 4500 chil
dren enjoyed a fortnight's outing-- last
year, while upward o 5700 spent a day
at loney Island. Two parties were sent
off y. one of which numbered 52
etildren.

Dr. Koch remains firm in his already ex
pressed opinion that the cholera scourge
must spread throughout Europe. He says
that America, it great vigilance-i- s oxer
cised in quarantine precautions, will prob-
ably escape, but holds out no hope for
countries insulated simply by technical
frontier lines. In Euirland great uneasi
ness is l)einuin to manifest itself in the
large cities because of the negligence of
the authorities in taking necessary mens
ures against the plague. It is urged by
physicians that the confidence resulting
from England's insular position is mis
placed.
