Your committee to examine the office of

the sheriff has the honor to submit the
following report:
' We find that during the term, tbe trans
actions your committee were to examine.
there have been two sheriffs and a coroner
actinic as sheriiT, as follows: P. R. A thy,
sheriff, January 1, 1882, to February 21,
1883 John Spelman, acting sheriff, Feb
ruary 22, 1883, to April 16, 1883; W. D.
Cannon, sheriff, April 10, 1883, present in
cumbent. The books of Sheriff P. K. Athy
were properly kept np to the date of his
decease, since which time his administrator
has paid all claims of the different courts
upon the estate of SheriiT Athy for moneys
that have come into his handa (or credit of
the courts. Coroner John Spelman acted
as sheriff from the date of Sheriff
Athy's death to the election and
qualification of Sheriff W. t. Cannon, and
your committee find that the bnsinere of
the office for that time was properly at-

tended to, and settlements made with the
different courts for all moneys that came
into his hands for the credit of the courts.
No bond was required of the coroner.

Your committee have carefully checked
the receipts and disbursements of Sheriff
W. 1). Cannon from April 10, 1883, to June
1, 1884, and find that there remained to the
credit of the courts of this county, and
the Supreme Court, in his han-i"- , the fol-
lowing sums: Supreme Court, $435 41
CriminalCoutt, flOO 85; Probate Oo'Jrt,
$$6 'to; Chancery Ctjttrt, $Sf 10; Circuit
Court, as'i. Total, $753 31. For which
b had Ihe funds on hand and in bank to
cover.

We find that he has charged the lawful
fees and commissions, and that his settle
menu have been promptly and correctly
made with the different courts and county
trustee.

The different tates of the State, County
and Taxing-iHatric- t eB they become de-

linquent are certified to tbe sheriff for
collection by the county trustee) and your
committee find that the sheriff has prop
erly accounted back to the trustee (or all
taxes collected by him Slid turned back to
tue trustee the uncollected tax bills.

Your committee find the boo'is and
papers of the office kept in a systematic
and business-lik- e manner, and that the
sheriff has the proper vouchors for all
moneys that havo passed through his
handa belonging to the State, or
laxinsr-Lnstnc- t.

When Mr. McGowan retired from the
office of county trustee he carried with
him as his private property some of the
books and papers pertaining to the office,
and we could not make tbe eACiinatloh
complete, but are fully satiflSed from the
work we did examine, and froth the re-
ceipts shown to Us, that Mr. McGowan
performed his duty faithfully and ac-
counted prooerly for all moneys collected
by Lim. We will add that both Mr. Mc-
Gowan and his book keeper, Mr. Lemas-to.- r,

offered to bring us any or all books,
etc , to fully complete our examination,
but we did not it of sufficient im-
portance, as the items we had not checked
were very small. We condemn the prac-
tice of removing from the office by retir-
ing officials any books or papeis connected
with the puolic affairs, and would suggest
that tbe county furnish and own all books;
papers, etc , neceefary to do the business
in all its branches.

We commenced the examination of A.
J. Harris's books from the time he took
charo of the office, September 1, 18S2, to
the 30th day of April, 18S4, and our ex-
amination has been very thorough and
complete so far as the collections for the
Taxing-Distri- are concerned.

When we reached the burners of the
State and county, we found that if we ex-

amined that as closely a. we had the fore-
going we would not have been able to
finish our work as early as desired, so we
were necessarily compelled to curtail bur
examination by selecting different books,
which we checked from beginning to end,
and the result was so very satisfactory
that we deemed further examination use-
less, and respectfully eubthit the follow- -
inK:

find both his book and this statement and
