EDUCATIONAL.

An lIuteresting Session of the National
Teachers Association—Elementary,
XNormnl, Art and Musical

Instruction—The Frochel Institute of
North America—A Number of Papers
Read, Among Them

Several on Edncation at the Senth, In-
clading One by Dr. Mayo on the
“Gospel of Self-Help.”

Mapisox, Wis,, July 16.—Fellowing an
address of welcome, the work of the
National Teachers’ Association continued
with an address by the Hon. Thomas W.
Bicknell, president of the association, of
Boston.

Following the president’s addresa came
the department reports, discussing ele-
mentary, normal, art musical and deaf
mute instruction,

At the meeting of the Froebel Institute
of North Amerioa and department of su-
‘mrintendeuw, F. Louis Seldan, of St
wouis, president of the elementary de-
partment, referred to elementary instrue-
tion as the basis of all higher inst.uction.

Miss Cummings, of the New York
Training School, discussed form, color and
design.

The normal department was addressed
by Prof. W. H. Payne, of Ann Arbor, and
Prof. Hanter,

The Eay. B W. Stuvenson, ‘dnpssin..
tendent of schools of Columbus, O., ade
dressed the convention on the uupan'{lian
of city schools, He said:

“The powers of a superintendent are co-
extensive with the board of education,
The superintendent of a syytem of schools
should be a man of affairs. In this con-
nection, the expenditured fok school pur-
posea weie fully discussed. But the bur-
den of a superintendent’s work is that of
supervising the instruction. He held that
it was uo part of a superintendent’s duty
to become a normal teacher, and to pre-
acribe methods—this led to narrowness
and discon originality. The indi-
vidoality and freedom of the teacher
shonld not be interfered with—each shounld
be encon to pursue specialties for
which he had a natural gift. The organi-
zation and classification of & system of
schools according to a well-arranged course
of study was discussed at length. The
subjects of examinations and promotions,
and the frequency of their occurrence,
were considered. The paper closed with
the following summary: The range of the
powers and duties of a saperintondent is
widely ettonded, yet limited. His own
good sense is the boundary of his actiona.
He is a teacher, and at the same time a
thorough man of business—a plain,
straightlorward man, candid, con-
ciliatory, outspoken, yet a keeper of
his ewn counsels, and inflexible
in his purposes. A man with a big heart,
vet oftentimes his actions will appear to
the community cruel. A man who could
give the fullest and most satistactory ex-
planation of his conduet, and the most
valid reasons for his ncts, but he is silent.
The teacher’s true friend in her absenee;
in her presence, often her apparent
enemy, As the manager of finance,
shrewd, economical and liberal; as the
superintendent of instruction, scholarly,
judivious, af::!umaljc and comprehensive,
and as a politician, discreet, active, fear-
less and patrlotic.”

Art education was discnssed b
Thompseon, president of Perdue Univer-
sity, who said: “By drawing we have
reference to representation of form. We
mean such a thorough study and mastery
of form as will ensble onie to express his
thoughts with the peneil, the brush, or
with the chigel in solid materials.

“ First.—Drawing must be so taught as
to barmenize with, and to assist in carry-
ing forward, the other lines of study al-
ready organized and approved by long
expearience.,

‘Second,—Art edueation, to be succoss-
ful, must be so systemabized and taught
as to be a means for the growth and de-
velopment of the mind.

“ Third.—Drawing must be treated as a
part of general education and taught ac-
cording to systematic pedagogical princi-
ph:!!raml mothr?lﬂ;

“To acvomplish e above nrposes
drawing mmlpln: Lrediesd as A lan;'ulp. or
as a méans of expressing thonght. Any
Janguage shouvld be taught as an art and
as o scienowy.

rice is three times easier of digestion
than roast beef, the rice being digested in
about one hour, roast beel reguiring
three hours and a hall.

A Negreo Wife-Murderer Hanged—The
Story of His Crime,

. [arECiAL TO THE APPRAL.]

Narcuez, July 16, —Albert Miles, a ne-
gro, aged about thirty years, was hung
here to-day for the murder of his wife in
the summer of 1882, at Dead Man's Bend,
on the Mississippi river, about thirty
miles below Natchez. The murder was
committed on a Sabbath, as Miles and his
wile were retarning home from charch, It
seems he bad conceived the idea that an-
other man enjoyed his wife's affections,
and he charged her with want of fidelity.
They had quarreled on that fatal day
about the subject, and after they were
geated in church it was more than he
could stand when his imaginary rival
came in and occupled a seat near his wife,
and gave her, as he thought, suspicious
glances and smiles. He ordered his wile
to leave the church with him and go
home. She refused and he left 2lone. He
waited for her at the door, and when the
services were concinded they siarted
down the road in the direction of
their Pom®. Thar had not gone far
when she was heard {o scream @nd he
was seen running off. Bome of the con-
grogation went immediately to the wo-
man's assistance, who by that time had
fallen to the ground. “he scon expired
from the effects of a stab in Lhe region ol
the heart. Miles waa captured shmost im-
medintely and was lodged In Jail. He was
the epring term, 15883, of the Cirenit
Court of Adams county, but appealed to
the Supreme Uourt, where, after several
months delay, the judgment of the court
belott was affiriped and May 14, 1834,
fixed for the day of his executicli.
