O'l the European coutiuunt tho fear

caused by the appoaranco of cholera in
Toulon, Marseilles, jXisrucs and Arlos,
with strong suspicions about Paris, al-

though Paris strongly deuics the im
putation, has caused tourists to outshort
their trips. They do this because fatal
oxpurienco has demonstrated that in both
tho Eastern and Western climes, cholera
follows the routes of travel. The routes
of travol aro, therefore, the most dan- -

gcrous of all platm where oholora is not
absolutely present, and tourists abandon
them accordingly. This aban donment.
uutortunately, means ruin to many and
loss to more, l.pon the usual routes
tourists take in France. Switzer
land aud elsewhere, thousands are more
or less dependent upon what tourists

. spend. There is, therefore, strong mo-

tive to hide at least a portion of the
truth, if possible; with this motive it was
for ten days hidden from the public that

- cholera had eutcred Toulon. Our tele-
grams show that Paris is making the
most profound asseverations that her
skirts are clear of cholera, even "spo-
radic" So strong are the temptations
for that city to deny that its assurances
aro likely to command little confidence,
and tourist are now seeking Berlin rath-
er than delightful Paris. Still, it must
be acknowledged, the cholera is not, so
far, making those lightning-lik- e loapi
which have distinguished its former vis-
itations. It subsided in Egypt last year
without spreading to other countries. The
disease appeared at Toulon on the 4th
of June, and the furthest it is known to
have extended is to Aries, only forty
miles from Marseilles. Toulon and Ma-

These things afford room for the
hope that the cpideiuio is not of the for-

mer severity, carrying on its devastation
with arrowy speed.

As we intimated in onr last week's ru
marks npon current trade, the situation
ioct not improve. Morning by morning
he telegraph columns of the Appeal

have told of one bankruptcy after an
other. Iiradstrtef t observes thjt the
weok's failures "are not encouraging to
those who have been predicting an early
revival of industry," aud adds: "For the
six months ending July 1st the number
of failures reported was 5111, against
5206 far the Corresponding period in 1883.
SinCe July 1st, including this week, the
disasters number 523, aiainst 4 for the
same weeks in 188'i. t is thus seen that,
contrary to the expectation of many, the
full score of 1831 promises to equal, if
not exceed, that of 1883." Such state
ments are bitterly disappointing to many
who have been led on false hopes, but
such facts show where we really stand.
More than this, Brafotreet't says, signifi-
cantly: "While the prices of staple'
goods aro down, with the 'water' well
out of many railway securities, there is
ground for believing that the distrust
brought about by the years ol . ohicanery
in railway . diroction is yet to be
fu ly measured." Ourgenerous crops are
pointed to by the hopeful and the poli-

tician, but we observe that the commer-
cial journals, even some that were most
confident about what the crops would do,
are imitating the Hebrew prophets who
said, "Put not your trust in princes."
We want not only a good crop in the
present distress, but we want also a good
market to sell it in, and we want paying
pricoi that our farmers may be clear of
debt. Let us hear what BradttrerCi
says upon this part of the subject: "At
this writing the farmer is not likely to
get a price for his wheat that will leave
him a margin of profit. It is one thing
for the farmer to raise wheat for his own
bread eating, and another to grow it for
an ordinary commercial profit. It is tho
margia of profit in wheat growing which
goes to the traders at the country town
or the neighboring city. When this is
threatened or materially lessened tho
credit system is so far disturbed. It is
at least clear that before calculating
the effect of good crops it would be
well to find out what the farmer
is to reoeive therefor." Another
extract from the same authority is im-

portant: " It is impossible to deny that
certain classes of the mercantile commu
nity are in rather a bad way just now, the
dry goods trado especially. The banks
are in a state of extreme nervousness
about it, and every day Wall street is
agitated with rumors naming this or that
large firm as likely to go. Tho
extreme oaution of the banks is on j of
the things whioh is cansing considerable
trouble in the street, and the strange
spectacle is presented of money offered
in abdndanoe on call loans on the floor of
tho Stock Exchange at one and two per
cent, per annum, while time cannot bo ob-

tained from the banks at less than six per
ceut. There is a strong indisposi-
tion to lend at all, and mercantile failures
are alleged to be due to the absolute re-

fusal of the banks to renew loans on
commercial "paper." This caution of
the banks is preserved in the midst of
violent and even abusive opposition, and
their attitude show most distinctly the
exact point trado has got to tho banks
will not lend because they are without
confidence. We had had much said
about our difficulties being confined to
speculators, and about the entire and
strikiug souodticsa there is in regular
business, but those who regard the atti-
tude of bauks begin to hesitate. - Thoy
see that the Clearinghouse in New York
has still !),000,000 of certificates put,
that is (9,000,000 of dobt, and the drain
for the interior will soon set in; those
not interested think tho banks are right.

The very conserva-
tive Now York Chronirlr speaks this week
of the prices ot all our manufactures
scarcely paying the eost of manufacture,
the production of goods lessened, the d

for consumption decreased, values
of merchandise show no tendency to im-

prove, and the universal tendency among
the people is to economize where such
is the state of things the caution of the
banks is a natural policy. As we are
now deep in the dead season, ot course
the want of activity is not surprising, but
b.dow this ordinary state of things at this
season lies a degree of uncertainty and
distrust that form a serious obstruction
to any early resumption of activity. At
present everybody refers to tho crops.

Mr. Linden Kent, counsel, for Lieut.
Darlington before the Proteus Court of
Inquiry, has written a letter to Gen.' W.
B. Ilazen, chief signal officer, which is
in part as follows: "The world knew
the sad fate ot eighteen victims of the
Greely party was due to the failure to
deposit a proper quantity of stores at
Cape Sabine.. You say that the rations
which . Lieut. Garlingtou. left at Cape
Sabine were in accordance with Lieut.
Greely's instructions. Of course if more
stores had been . left ' more lives would
have been saved. The legitimate infer-
ence from- - this is that while the-fe-

stores left by Garlinton saved the lives
of six of Greely's party, the loss of the
others was due to his failure to leave
larger supply. Whose ' fault was it that
there was not a sufficient deposit of
stores at Cape Sabine? If Garhngton s,
let him answer for it; if not, you would
not wish that he should remain
looser under such suspicion. In
jjsw tne liceDe expedition, under your
instruction, was organized lor the relict
ot Lieut. Greely. It was transported
north in tbe ship iNeptune. lu accord
ance with her instructions, derived from
you. a cache ot provisions was cstab
lished upon Littleton Island and another
on Cape Sabine of 250 rations each. The
rest of her stores was, by your orders,
brought to St. Johns, and landed for fu
ture use. I here was every opportunity
to establish a cacho ot lU.tVH.) rations in
stead ot JM at (Japo babine nnu you so
directed. In your testimony before the
court of inquiry on the 15tli of Novem
ber, lSa3, you. approved of Loebe s course
in thus making depots as in accordance
with your instructions, though in your
testimony before tho same court on the
20th of November in relation to the
propriety of leaving stores at Cape Sa
bine, you say: T have regretted very
much ever since that such instructions
were not given, ana that his supplies
were not all left at Cape Sabine.' Surely
it was not uarlingtons lault that the
stores ot the Neptune were deposited at
St. Johns,, instead of at Cape Sabine or
Littleton Island, nor can I believe that
it was Greely s, as you suggest in your
momoranuum ot the J:th instant.

COTTON FROM CINDER.

The Cnrloa Sabulaiec BIwa frnFaraara Blaar bjr a Steam Jef. '

Pittsburg Chronicle-Tetearan- h: A
process for utilizing, the slag of cinder
lrom blastfurnaces, recently discovered,
is now undergoing experiments at the
Isabella furnaces. Sharosbure. The pro
duct obtained is in appearance similar to
third-grad- e cotton, but in weichtis about
eighty per cent, heavier. The method of
producing the slag fiber is as follows :

Aooui mirty icet irom tne lurnaceisa
tight incloaure twelve feet square, made
ot boards. Kunning from this inclosure
to within two feet of the gutter, into
which the slag from the furnace is ordi
narily tapped, is a tnnnel constructed of
sheet-iro- and wood. At the end of the
gutter furthest from the tap hole is
steam pipe so placed that when steam is
turned on it strikes against one side of
the hot flowing slag. The operation
blows the slag into innumerable snarks
and into the tunnel, where they are met
about half way - between the ends
of the tunnel - by a second steam
jet which forces the disintegrated slag
into the inclosure. When it gets there
it is transformed into the substance here
tofore described. The process can be
conducted only during the flow of hot
slag, which lasts for from fifteen to
twenty minutes and in this time about
titty pounds ot the light cotton-lik- e sub
stance is produced. Superintendent H.
Kennedy was asked regarding tho pro
cess and the use of the product, but he
said that the scientists had not yet got to
the bottom of the matter. He took a
handful and wrapped it around a red-ho- t
poker without the slightest enect on the
material, though upon placing the iron
into a strong fire it would not burn in
the least. A handful ot the fiber thrown
into a hot fire is not affected.

The manufacture of the substance
wiucn is Known as mineral wool, was

It has,
however, been found to be an excellent
polishing agent, and is used extensively
at the Oliver & Roberts wire mill, on the
South Side, to polish wire rods and wire
fencing.

ROBBING THE DEAD.

Nefarious Scheme Practiced by TJa- -

crapaloas Sew fork Undertakers A

to lacrtase Their Profits.

the cemetery by some men who landed on
the island from a boat, it bas just come

the knowledge of the authorities that
some Unscrupulous undertakers were in-

creasing their income by burying bodies
of children in the publie cemetery while
ecemng. pay i.ot punaii iu jjnrijwj
!raie It is supposed that one guilty

undertaker, fcar'ng ho wopild be called
upon to explain me uijkoii. ju ui a l'ikiy
recen tly intrustedl to him, stole the bddj
from Randall's Island in order to exhibit
it in lieu of the one otherwise disposed
of asainst the order .of its parents. The
nmnfiterv in about two . blocks from the
hospital building,, covering about four
acres, ol ground, and in in? losea . py a
whitewashed picket fence. . Thefe'. all
the children who die in the infant
asylum are interred. The little
coffins are put in trenches in
layers, with two fect of earth inter
veninp. When a trench contains .three
rows of coffins, four on a line, it is filled
up and a new trench opened. The little
body that was stolen was placed on the
bottom row. and the layer being com
plete the earth was shoveled in and
smoothed over. On Monday morning
last the grave digger was about to bury a
little body, when he was horrified at
finding the trench had been opened in
four diffefent places, and that the corpse
of little Maurice .Leonard was missing.

THREE OTI1ER COFFINS

had been tdrn opiZ, ut the little bodies
not suiting the ghouls Wen. joujrhly
thrown back into their receptacles. The
coffin of the stolen body was broken to
pieces and strewn about, while the resur-
rectionists, in their haste to get off,
dropped here and there pieces of the
shroud, lhey wefe particular about ths
condition of the body, as the one sttef!
was one of the most recent burials. The
child was a foundling, picked up in the
streets of this city and: taken to the hos-
pital a month ago. The doctor said it
was customary to have a watch on tbe
ground, but the dltfkn'as of tbe ni.ht
prevented objects being disce'rrfe'd front a
distance. Besides, it was his impressiod
that the ghouls were familiar with t,he
grounds and custom of burials.
Notwithstanding the combined ef-

forts ot the police and 'cemetery offi-

cials, no trace of them has been
round, it is supposed tbe body was
needed immediately to satisfy suspicious
parents. The interments ot children in
the City Cemetery during July, said Mr.
White, keeper of the morgue, yesterday,
was seventy-thre- e. Among the number
was that of an infant from the Grand
Union Hotel, and others from residences
in the vicinity of Fifth avenue.

Robert Laird Collier in Boston Her
ald: If Americans could make London
gay, London would be gay. The Yan
kees are everywhere an evidence. There
is no mistaking the American Anywhere.
On the streets, in the galleries, at the
theaters he is to be met. For one. I am
always glad to meet him. He is tho
heartiest, trankest, all in all, the truest,
man to be found walking in shoe-leathe-

He is different from all other foreigners
in London. He speaks tho same lan-

guage as the Englishman. I can instantly
understand all he is saying, and so it is
that bis voice and intonation and accent
seem somewhat untrained, and uerlians
just the least bit underbred. Of ecu Me
I mean the voice, mtonatum and accent
of some Americans. Ten years ago I did
not know what English people meant
who told me that all Vaukees sneak with
a nasal twang, and that American ladies
pitched their voices on a high, shrill key.
1 did not then believe it. Iut it is true.
What of it? Whose business is it?
Yet. all the same, it is true. I am
constantly turning round on the street to
look after an American voice. It is a na
tional characteristic that Americans talk
in a loud, unmodulated voice. --No doubt
it is a matter of climate. In public places
Americans talk in loud voices. If I now
remember, little notice is taken ot this in
America, where most people seem accus--

The softness and delrcy of
the English lady's voice makes the
American lady's voice ia comparison all
the more conspicuous. But did they
not speak at all, there would be no
mistakimr mv fellow country people in
London. To begin with the dress wou'd
tell tho story. All English gmtlcmcn
wear tall hats. If a man is reipcctably
dressed he will be sure to have on a silk
hat. The saine may be said of all con-
tinental gentlemen. Therefore, the slouch
hat npon an otherwise fashionably
dressed man suggests to you that he
is an American. Clothes are rather
cheap in England and no Kiiilish gentle-
man will wear knecd-ou- t trousers, but
Americans not uncommonly do. I often
think the American ladies spend so much
on dress that they hare nothing left to
spend on their husbands, tor while the
mcu arc undcrdrcwd, or shabbily
dressed, the ladies art sometimes over- -

and ecrmmonly very expensively
dressed. Thn thete this to be said,
English people ate !eIdeW oddly or pe-

culiarly dressed. But yott esnhO truth-
fully say this of Americans.
