In addition there is a
continuation of the dropping' fire upon
the commercial ranks which still brings
down another and another, house that has
been regarded as bullet proof. The situa-
tion is one in which feverish anxiety
necessarily predominates, and real firm-
ness is impossible.

"A large share of the failures," says
Arthur Orr "are due to what
very many good men consider unnecessary
caution on the part of certain banks.."

But if this really. be the case it is an
eril that may be truited. to work its own
cure before long, "because flutf. a policy

:

diminishes bank earnings to & point.Where
stockholders will complain. !

In regard to the effect af the appearance
of cholera in the United States a promi-
nent operator said to day :i "It is proba-
ble that it would occasion w rush to real-
ize, which weuld force prices of many ar-

ticles down to a point whence there would
be a sharp rebound ; for tl:e temper of the
people does not admit of a long season of
paralysis from any ' causa .whatever, and
the season is now far '.enough advanced to
give reason to believe that; the attack
would soon be over. The anticipation of
its ceasing is in accordance with our spec-
ulative habits."

The crop outlook shows a further im-
provement. - Propitious weather has per-
mitted the harvesting in good order of
nearly all the winter wheat in the United
States. The yield is a good one, and the
quality very superior, so tnat it can safely
be stored to await better prices. This is
being done very extensively, but a good
deal is being set in motion toward primary
markets nevertheless. - --

"Till the magnitude of this movement is
approximately ascertained," suid J. T.
Lester, "the markets will be' naturally
bearish, but will probably receive enough
support to keep them nearly on the preav-e- nt

level, unless in the event of a cholera
panic." 1 - 4

The foreign 'demand seems to have come
to a pause, but it is thought it will-- ' start
np again as soon aa it can be satisfied with
new wheat which, export buyers much
prefer to spring grades, other things being
equal. They have taken nearly enough
of the latter to fill the blank, until, they
can obtain the former.

Stocks of corn are still on the decrease,
and are now very small. That prices
should waver in the direction of weakness,
under such circumstances, with the new
crops yet fully three months off, is con-
sistent only with the extreme nervousness
that prevails outside and ' makes capital
afraid to take hold.

"Such a chance for a 'squeeze,' " said J.
W. Bliss, "has not existed before for the
last twenty years, and this fact makes the
short side, on old crop futures, really a
dangerous one."

Provisions are quiet. The sales of cash
property are smaller than for some time
past, and speculation is unusually slow.
Pork is unchanged, but lard and ribs are
inclined to be easier. .

engaged in river and harbor improve
menta, and peiains legitimately connected
wila tne management ot tne boat lrom en
tering the pilothouse of passenger steam
ers. Therefore "one of lite crew referred
to in section 8, would clearly come within
tne last class ot exceptions.

The contusion relerred to therefore,
must arise wholly from the fact of substi
tuting as quoted by you the words "some
one tor the words actually in the rule, as
quoted and underscored above.
