Ibo caanges tietween Moux Uily
and the mouth of the Big Kiouf are not
shown, but any old settler can testify that
they have been abundant. More recent
residents know of tbe changes on both
shores at Sioux City, of the cutting lirst on
one bank and then on the other. For
some three miles below the month of tlie
Floyd there has been no change to speak
of. Below that the main river, which
used to be on the Iowa Bide, has shifted to
the Nebraska slue of the inland which is
nearly four miles long and in places a mile
wide.

This account of the pilgrimage of the
Mississippi through its bottom land give
little idea of the stream as it is. In what has
been said "chaunel" has been used to de-ti-ne

the river bed in ordinary high water.
In low water the river constantly shifts
aroung among the bars, like an

.No other river carries so
ninth sediment. The bars are built
where the river runs slow enough to allow
the water to make a deposit, and are cut
awav again where the shifting channel
somewhere else makes a more rapid cur
rent at the bar. Tlie'millions of tons that
are every year carried into the Gulf of
Mexico are yearly supplied by the cutting
of banks, as shown in tbe case ol the
Woodbury county shore. Mai. Younge,
formerly at this city in charge of the river
protection work, in a communication to
the mayor of Leavenworth, reasons that
any permanent improvement in the lower
Mississippi is impossible while such an
immense amount of sediment is being
carried in bv the Missouri, l.evees only
result in the building up of the bottom of
the river. lie would strike at the evil at
its fountain head, and by stopping the
cutting of the banks of the
Missouri would have to improve the low
er Mississippi, or rather allow it to im
prove itself. Take away the supply of
sediment brought in by the one and the
other would deepen itself, and to a great
extent cease to overflow the hundreds of
thousands of acres that, by reason of over
flow, are now almost valueless.

In this communication Mai. Younee
shows that the saving of the banks of the
Missouri from cutting is not an experi
ment but, where the work has been prop
erly done, an accomplished fact. The'
expense, though considerable, would be
small compared to the benefit by reason
of the lan 1 saved, the deepening of the
Missouri and Mississippi to a permanently
navigable stage for the largest class of
steamers, and the saviDg of the lands bor-
dering the latter river from overflow.
Maj. Younge has been a close student of
the Missouri for the past six years and
bis views are entitled to careful considera-
tion. Sioux City Journal.
