InflaencVjs in New York, says the Chronicle,
of Saturday, were as follows :

There has been an unsettled f.nl irregu-
lar market the fast week for cotton for
future lr!!Yery, and the speculation has
bcefl comparatively slow. Foreign mar-
kets have tluctuated, and the weather re-
ports in some case3 were unfavorably con-
strued. On Saturday prices WGre slightly
better, owing to the renewal of rairn etot
of tha Uisatssippi river. On JffonUay the
early months closet ,!oteY, while the next
crop was ttearer. On Tuesday a general
dedirrtt took place, under the return of
better weather at the South and weak for-
eign advices. But on Wedni'sday thti
next crop was more actir aiid slightly
dearer, on reports that a case of yellow-fev- er

had ttccurred at New Orleans, Hous-
ton reported the receipt of .a bale of new
cotton. Yesterday there was a demand to
cover contracts, whioh caused a general ad-
vance and a steady closing. To-da- y the
opening was weak onder the appearance tl
niauy notices for delivery on August con-trsct- ss

but as these weVe re-.d- ily ab-
sorbed an advance set in Vthich showed
decided buoyant in the later dealings.
As compared with last Friday, the
'atTBc figures are 810 points dearer for
this crop and Septomber, and 1415
points dearer for the next. Cotton on
the spot has been comparatively uiet.
The export demand has fullen off, and
home spinners have continued to be slow
buyers. The recent apid reduction of
stocks did not seem to have siWingthened
the views of holoVsra until yesterday,
when thera w& a firmer feeling.
