KPIDZBMC AMD PCBUCATIOM.
Amid the excitement of public affairs

we must not forget attention to publio
health. That is to us as the ship is to
the voyager. There is much among pas-

sengers and crew to exoite attention, but
amid all attention to the safety of the
vessel is the supremo interest If that
go all goes. It is a pleasure to know
that sanitary soience haa so far gained
the victory that wherever epidemic may
break out in tho United States the fact
will be made known ,so that precautionary,
measuros may be adopted. This ia a
great advanoe on the system of "hiding
up" as long as possible. Confident of
open dealing, the publio ia not made a
prey to unnecessary fears originating in
rumor.. We have an instance of this in
the reoent case of the death of a child
three and a half years old in New Or"
leans under symptoms that suggested the
possibility or. yellow-love- r, when at
once the fact was made known- offi
cially, preventing the possibility 'of
exaggerated rumor and baseless fright
and flight. Happily the event has provedLkins,
that the case was not opidemio yellow-feve- r,

but the proceedings connected
with the case are of interest, as showing
the care that medical men are now exer
cising where there is any room for doubt,
and the openness with which they make
known evon a suspected possibility, so aa
to put the people at large on their
guard. A knowledge of the ao
tion taken in New Orleans on this
oocanion will justify the public in relying
with confidence that, should danger
threaten, the fact will be at once made
known by the sanitary authorities, and
that where no such warning ia issued no
alarm need be felt in neighborhoods
that have been put in fair sanitary con
dition. From our New Orleans exchanges
we learn that a child died in Third street,
in the Fourth district of the city, with
symptoms, during the last thirty-si- x

hours, of sporadic yellow-feve- r. The
child's residence was near the levee, in a
vicinity considered unhealthy. There was
nothing to show that the child had been
aboard any vessel, but . it might
possibly, have beon in contaot with some
person from a foreign port who carried
infection, although themselves acclimat-
ed and unaffected by the disease. On
the occurrence of .the child's death the
body and its contents were minutely ex-

amined, where required by aid of the
microscope. The Board of Health met
and minutely investigated the whole
matter, and immediate proceedings were
taken for a . thorough sanitation of
tho neighborhood. The attending physi
cian had reported the symptoms upon
which the publio announcement of
"suspicion of yellow-fever- " was made.
Lxamination afterward showed that the
sicknesa did not come on with the sud
denness usual in yellow-feve- r: the child
hid three distinot intermittent paroxysms
before the f$ver became continuous. No
jaundice was found. Fourteen hours
after death the skin and the conjunctive
were perfectly white. Miorosoopio ex
amination of the vomited matter showed
the absence of haomoglobin or blood cor-
puscles, which aro characteristic of the
black vomit of yollow-fover- , because the
blaok vomit of yellow-feve- r is due to hem-
orrhage into the stomach. In the case
under consideration' there was found
nothing but mucus, epithelial scales and
pigment granules. Careful examination
failed to reveal even a single blood corpus-
cle. The stomach was inflamed, the liver
also, and the kidneys and spleen some-
what congested. Tho conclusion, final-
ly, was that , the case was not yellow-feve- r,

but a ' severe case of remittent
malarial fever. A point on whioh much
stress was laid was the faot that the
cadaver, fourteen hours after death, ex-

hibited no pymcntation, neither the
body, the gums nor tho eyeballs. With
investigation so minute and a readiness
to niako every particular known, it is evi-

dent the publio may plaoo reliance upon
the present Board of Health ol New Or- -

cans, which is a gratifying fact for the
river towns. The case of the death of a
child from cholera on board the steam-
boat Annie P. Silver ia evidntly a mere
blunder from the inability of its parents
to speak Knglish, but its immediate pub-
lication is another proof of the .aban-
donment of the "hide-up- ", system.
That every sanitary precaution is necee
cary, howover, is nhown by the spread of
cholera in Franoe to the country around
Toulon and Marseilles. An El Paso
dispatch mentioning the death, there by
yrllow-fcve- r of G. B. Shepard, is another
proof in the same direction. Aa the
whole matter of epidemiq now stands,
there ia no ground for alarm where sani-

tary precaution ia used, but there is
eery motive for taking these precau
tions and only apathy that is criminal
cau neglect them.

Miss Laura Delano lost her life. When
tho worst has happened suggestions are
as unavailing as regrets, and yet
calamities of this kind are all the more
harrowing by reason of their appearing to
the survivors to be so unnecessary and
easily avoided. In the case of Mrs.
Longfellow, the sleeve of her. muslin
dross was ignited. by a taper which ahe
was using in making sealing-wa- x impres-
sions to amuse bar children. Terror,
confusion and dismay followed. The
house had been put in summer order,
after the fashion of American house-
keepers in those days: not a carpet,
rug or blanket vu to be had and al-
though her hdsband was on the spot and
nearly, lost his own life in horoie efforts
to extinguish the fiamCs, the unfortunate
lady perished on her own lawn and in
sight of all that she held most dear.
Almost tho same tragedy was enacted in
tho case of Miss Delano last Sunday.
She was but nineteen years of age, and
enddwed by nature with graces of mind
and character which were only equaled
by her remarkable personal beauty.
While she waa adjusting an alcohol lamp
especially adapted to the heating ot
minute tonga for the curling of ladies'
front Iocs, it ia supposed that the flame
shot up, setting fire to her hair, and in a
few momenta she had rushed out of doors
a blazing mass of fire. A little foresight
or presence of mind, a blanket from the
bed, a shawl wrapped round her, and a
valuable lite might have been saved.

London Truth: I hear from Germany

that it is not expected that the Grand
Duke of Hesse and Mme. de Kalomine
will obtain their divorce for at least a
year to come. The legal authorities
have not yet decided as to the tribunal
before which the case must be tried, and
aa there are difficulties in the way of a
speedy and successful termination ot
the affair in German courts, it is in con-
templation to take steps to obtain a di-

vorce from a Russian judge, who would
be more amenable to high influence.
Baron Stark, the at Carst-rqpa- d

who celebrated the civil marriage,
is 'seriously ill from worry, and has gone
to Baden-Bade- n to recuperate. He has
been most unfairly blamed for his part
in the business. The truth is that on
the afternoon of the Princess Victoria's
marriage the Grand Duke sent for the
Minister, who found him in a most agi
tated state. The duke then announced
hia intension of marrying Mme. de
Kalomine within an hour. .The
Minister refused to assist lim,
and remonstrated in the strongest
terms against the project, whereupon
the duke replied that he had given his
solemn promise to marry the lady before
12 o'clock that night, and if he were made
to break his word he would not survive
the dishonor. He then produced a pistol
from his pocket and swore that he would
shoot himself within an hour unless the
Minister agreed to marry him ; ior it ap-
pears that in Germany the civil marriage
of the sovereign must be celebrated by
the Minister of State. ' The duke had
also intended to go through the religious
ceremony, and he dispatched an earnest
summons to his principal chaplain to
come instantly to the Sehlosa; but thia
divine had cither received a hiut that
something unpleasant was impending or
else he gleaned the nature ot the business
for which he was wanted from the bearer
of the summons, and he sent a message to
say that he had gono into the country till
the next day, and started instantly for
Jugeneim. where he remained till the end
of the Week.

The marriage waa celebrated at the
house of the Prince of Iscnburg, who
has been on most intimate terms with
both the Grand Duke and with Mme. de
Kalomine, and it is common talk at
Darmstadt that it waa mainly through'his
diplomacy that the affair waa carried
through. He has been rewarded for his
pains by having every window in his
house broken .by the enraged mob. No
sooner was the marriage over than the
bridegroom s troubles commenced. The
Oueen' informed him that unless he
agreed to accompany her to England and
to separate then and there from his
spouse, with the view of annulling the
marriage as soon as possible, she would
quit Darmstadt that very night, and the
Crown Prince of Germany went off next
day in high dudgeon, having previously
intimated to his brother-in-la- w that in
future they must be strangers unless he
at once, sent Mme. de Kabjmine about
her business. The Emperor waa furious,
not only fremthe considerations which
animated his relative, but because
he regarded it as a sort of treason
for an officer in the German army
to marry without having previ-
ously obtained his formal ipermission.
The Grand Duke has in fact been
quite cut by the German court for the
last two months. When he passed
through Berlin on his way to Kussia, no
attentions of any kind were paid him;
and he was again ignored last week whe.i
he . returned to hia place in Silesia.
There was not even an aide-de-cam- p at
the station to greet him. The Queen
found the money to pay off the "Grafin
von ltomrod."

Mme. de Kalomine left Darmstadt the
day after her marriage for Heidelberg,

It
ia surprising," continued Dr. Salmon,
"that people do not learn the nature oi
thia thing. Here we have thia outbreak
year after year, yet measures to prevent
it are not taken. ' '

'What steps are necessary to prevent

"Southern eattle should only be moved
in the winter. They may be moved then,
and without danger ot communicating
the disease. Southern cattle, as I have
said, do not suffer from the disease, and
it is only discoverable in their systems
by a close pott mortem examination. They
are not injured as beef. We shall try
and see if we cannot exercise somo ror.- -
