ADVANCING TOWARD CHINA.

The Aolyoke (Mass.) Manufacturer
very corrootly remarks: “Itis evident
from the nature and tendency of things
that, as ench employer deals with scores
or hundreds of employes, and as om-
ployers combine, workers will also com-
bine that they may aoct equally as a
unit."” Muech is written in the nows-
papers that swear by eapital and support
monopoly against atrikes, which aye the
result of combination, but figures prose
that strikes, though sometimes injudi-
cious, and the fear of strikes, perma-
nently improves wages. The proof of
this is more obvious from the experience
of the English trades unions than our
own, as the resalts there afford a wider
base for comparison. As a means of
counteracting the American trades
unions, some of the employers have been
sending to Evrope and hiring labor there,
then they turned out Amerioan work-
men and put the imported foreigners in
their placa. This was done bocause the
law, winle protecting the productions of
tho capitalist, left the laborer unpro-
dooted. Asa defense the workman ap-
plied to Coongress Tor & Iaw to pre-
vent this kind of importation, so
that we have now a law against
the immigration of CBinese, and
a law against the immigration of en-
gaged working people. Immigrants may
seck engagemoents when here, but they
muat not sccept engagements before they
emigrate. The eapitalists, however, can
still import working people who, though
not under engagement, have engaged to
engage as soon a8 they land. The new
law is likely, therefore, to produce uneat-
sfactory results, and legielation still
more stringent will be demanded. Suach
& demand eannot be denied, for capital
cannot require that the produets he sells
shall be protected but the labor he buys
shall not. This is what is now done, but
when challenged the present system must
be changed, Either products must come
into this country free of any. protective
duty, or labor slso must have protection
equally with capital. Accordingly, when
iho uselessuess of the new law appears, it
I8 likely that Ttallans and Hungarlaos
may be put under the same law as the
C'hinese, and if that fails to satisfy, the
Giermans, French and English must be
suhbjooted to the same law. This is clear-
ly what we are approaching. It is con-
trary to American custom and American
feoling, but clearly, capital with all its
other advantages cannct be allowedsa
protection that is denied to labor. The
law must be equal for both, and our
country be shut up like China.

About the 16th of last Feb-
ruary Mr. Ray, of whom we have just
spoken, had boarding at his house one
Jonas Bogard, a young negro fellow, who
was in the employ of the owner of the
place, Mr. Robinson. On this morning
while the father and mother were pre-
paring breakfast in an adjoining room,
the imp of darkness entered
the private room of the family
where the two little girls were
asleep, and, according to the tcslimo::‘y
of the cldest, he got om to the bed an
holding her mouth, he then committed
one of the foulest crimes known to the
law. He threatened the little thing that
it she ever told it he would murder het,
and, strange to say, she did not

REVEAL HIS BIN

until her mother, in ordering her to do
little errands about the house and f;at‘d.
had to whip her for being so slow, where-
upon she complained that she was sore
and hurt. The mother examined her
child and found to her astonishment
the little body terribly torn, swollen and
inflamed. Dr. R. N. Ross, of this place
was ecalled in in time to save the life _of'
the child, as fever had already set in.
The discovery was made about a week
after the oceurreuce. Bogard, during
this time, fearing that his hellisil offense
had been made known, left, going over
into__a _wmore thickly scttled negro
ticighborhood. known as Williams's
township, about eight miles away, whete
he was raptured some three weeks after
by a white constable named South. He
was brought to_Lonoke and, in conversa-
tion with Dr, Ross, confessed his guilt
but exeused himself on the ground that
the little girl hired him to do the act.
The community was greatly incensed,
and our sheriff had to uwse mwuch care
and secrecy in conveying the prisoner to
Little Rock, where tor want of a jail,
Lionoke county's prisoners are kept.
THE TRIAL.

On the first Monday in last month our
Cirenit Court convened, and on the Sth
an indietment was found. On arraign-
ment Bogard entered a plea of not guilty,
and being unable to employ eounsel, the

The prisoner was then
taken back to the place of confinement
and, smiling, bowed pleasantly to ac-
quaintances in the rear of the building as
he passed out, Un the morning of the
12th of July Mr. Sibley, of eounsel for
defense, filed'n motion for o new trial,
which was overruled and exceptions
taken. This was done with no hopes
that the Supreme Court would interfere
with the verdict, but as a duty that
counsel thought rested upon them. On
the morning of the 14th of July, Bo-
gard was brought out to be sentenced,
and being asked by the Court il he had
auything to say why sentence should not
be passed upon him, he replied, * No, sir,
she hired me to doit.””

DISCOVERY OF TIN.

The Commencement of a New Mefal In.
dustiry in the United States,

New-Tork Wourld: A consignment of
a peculiarly interesting deseription was
received at the St. John's Park depot of
the New York Central and Hudson
River railroad last Saturday. It consist-
od of 1600 pounds of tin ore from the
Etta tin mine in the Black Hills, and i=
the second shipment in bulk which has
been mnde from that remarkable mine.

In 1573, according to the Congressional
roturns, there were imported into the
United States tin and tin produots of the
value of $19000,000, of which between
£35,000,000 and £L000,00%) was in blocks
or pigs, and the remainder in plates and
other manufactures of tin. The increas-
ed demand [Or the metal may be seen
from the fact that the value of tin and
tin manufactures imported almost wholly
from England last year exceeded $30,-
000,000,

The work on the mine has only recent-
Iy been commenced. ‘I'he deposit is found
on one of the highest hills on_the ridge
ending in what i1 known as “Harney's
Peak,” and is wedge shaped, with the
small end of the wedve uppermost. A
tunnel is being drilled from the west side
of the hill which bas reached about 100
feet, and on the east side a shaft is being
sunk which is designed to meet the
tunnel. The tunnel is 125 feet from the
top of the hill, and the distance between
its wall and the shaft is 120 feet. The
entire space thus covered is a mass of
what is known as Grieson ore. The fifty
hundred weight of ore now received is
taken from the shaft. Two orthree spee-
imens are .n sohid pieces weighing from
100 to 225 pounds, _

Theassay of the tin at the UnitedStates
Assay Office has shown it to be of an un-
usually pure character, exceptionally free
from copper, iron or zine. The stream
tin is also abundant and yiclds over sixty
per cent. of the metal. The tin deposits
arc about two miles and a half from
Harney City. Bot a new settlement
