| RAILROADS IN THE UNITED STATES
—THM*"IR DIACRIMINACIONE AND
REGULATION.

comprehiend the magnitude of the rail-
way system in the United States,
whole country has been revolutionized

first railroad was constructed from Balti-
more to Kllicott's Mills, and since that
time enough railroads have been built in
the United States to girdle the earth
with five parallel lines, The latest issue
of Ben Perley Poore's railroad manual
contains valuable and interesting statis-
tics 1n regard to railroads, and so stupen-
d yus are many of the totals that the effort
to comprehend their magnitude is as be-
wildering as that of trying to get a clear
oonception of the immensity of space or
o astronomical distances. At the
cose of the last fiscal year Poore's
manual gives the number of miles of rail-
road in the United States at 121,583, an
inorease of 51,324 miles during the past
ten vears. The differcnt sections of the
country, according to the old system,
share as followsa: New England, 6231
miles; Middle States, 1880%; Southern,
18.846; Western, 71,664; Pacific, 6143,
The same authority says that our rail-
ronds during the past year transported
400 (00,000 tons of freight, which at an
average value of $25 would amount to the
sam of $10,000,000,000. Who would have
believed fifty years ago that such prog-
ross was possible? The total movement
of freigh® onall the railroads of the eoun-
try for 1883 equaled 44,065,000,000 tons
moved one mile, at an average charge of
1.24 cents per ton. This charge amount-
ed to 1.7 centa per ton per mile for the
New England States, 1.04 cents for the
Middle, 1.78 cents for the Bouthern, 1.23
for the Western, and 2.2 for the Pacifio
States. The number of passongers trans-
ported was as enormous as #hn quantity of
freight. The railroads of the Kastern
States, haviog a population in round
numbers of 4,000,000, carried last year
sighteen times the whole number of the
population. The Massachusetts railroads
transported more passengers than those of
any other State, namely 53,080,887, Penn-
sylvania roads carried 50,000,000, and New
York 43,735,000 {exclusive of the New
York City elovatad roads). The total
numbor of persons transported on all the
railroads of the United States for the past
year, not ineludiog the New York elevat-
ed roads, was J12,656,641, a numbet
equaling more than six times the total
population according to the last census.
Tha charge for passengers was, in the
Fastern States, 2.15 conts per mile; in
Middle States, 2.17 ocents; in the
Southern, 2.81; in the Western, 2.36;
in the Pacific States, 284 cents.
The total movement of passengers
on all the roads equaled 8541,
379,674 passengers moved one milo at &
iarge of 2,42 conta per passenger. Quite
| 1+ interesting are the statistics of the
wubt of the railronds. The 120,000 miley
of road in the United States have a total
share capital of ¥3708,000,000; funded
debt, $3.455,000,000, and floating debt,
332,970,000, Poora’s manyal says that
the inerease of share capital and indebt-
edness of all the companies for the thres
years ended December 31, 1883, was
$2,003 433,000, the cost of the new mile-
sge a8 represented by share capital and
debt being about $70,000 per mile. The
increase. in the three years ended
Juoe 30, 1834, of the funded debts
of all the companies was $924,105..
000, of their floating debts $170,000,000,
and of the two in round numbers, $1.-
100,000,000, It is not probable that the
cost of the mileage constructed in the
thres years equaled the increase of fund-
ed and flonting debt by at legst the sum
of $200,000,000. The cost of the mileage
construeted certainly did not exceed
$30,000 a mile. The whole increase
in the share capital, #1,000,000,000,
and a portion of the fanded
debt, was in excess of the
cost ol econstruction. The amount of
stocks and bonds listed at the New York
Stock Exchange was equivalent to $80,000
per mile of new road built during the
year., A considerable amount, however,
of the secarities listed was on acoount of
old works, [t is evident, therefore, that
a great portion of the vast amount of
railroad ecapital is fictitions. Half the
capital is railroad and half is water, The
stocks are put out at a very low price to
those who “come in on the ground floor”
in the expectation that when the road
gets to be a paying concern those who
some in at the upper stories will pay the
eost. Dividend payiong roads have been
wenkened by parallel roads, laid either to
sap the traffic or to hlackmail the estab-
lished companies. One by one the roads
have reduced their dividends or have
stopped paying them entirely. Hundreds
of millions of dollars have been expended
in laying tracks and stocking roads noross
Town and Colorado, and now a great part
of this capital, especially in the latter
State, is unproductive. These fig-
ures show the gigantic power of
the railroads in the United States. The
wild beast must be oaged and fed or it
will feed upon thecommunity, and the
railroads mist be caged or they will feed
upon the people. How to do this with-
out impairing the indispensable facilities
of railroads, is the question of the hour,
It is & question that, in its various eco-
nomio aspeots, is searoely second to any
other likely to come before the people.
On this question there are two extremes
—aone is the belief that the' people have
no righta which the railroads are bound
to respect, while on the other bhand,
there are thousands who seem to think
that the railroads have no rights which
should be respected by the people.  Both
these extremes are wrong. Cleveland is
condomned by one of this class of
extremists for vetoing the five
cent fare Dbill, when, in fact,
Ris veto was right and should
be commended by all who believe in con-
stitutional law, The constitution is the
safeguard of the poor and the weak in
every community and should be faith-
fully maintsined. The rights of property
should te respected. The Legislature of
New York had made a contract with the
elevated railroads which eculd not be
violated under the constitution of New
York by a succeeding Legislature, and
every man interested in the maintenance
of constitutional liberty and government
should indorse and approve the veto of
Gov. Cleveland. Railroads are not pub-
lic property belonging to the the public,
but corporations belonging to private in-
dividuals. OFf course, railroads arejub-
lie property in the same sense that grist-
mills, toll roads, and so forth, are public
property; that is, to be regulated by the
public in matters over which the people
have jurisdictional power. But the asser-
tion that railroads, water or gas property
does not belong to private proprietors, but
to the State, will be received as a mon-
strous legal heresy, withouta shadow of
foundation. Thereis nothing in railroads
that shifts the ownership from builders
and stockholders. It cannot be said that
such property is without an owner, and
therefore escheats to the State, for the
builders must be recognized as the law-
ful owners with certain rights invested
by their charters. But when railroads
become destructive to the great interests

of the le by unjust discriminations
which builds up commupities and cities
l by destroying others, there is surely a

remedy. If there be none discovered by
soparate State legislation, it is clearly the
duty of Congressto provide such general
legislation applicable to interstate com-
werce as Lthe separate States are unable
to supply.

A PATHETIC STORY.

Startling and Dramatic Explanationof a
New York Stock Broker's Sudden
Death.

After Fifly Years of an Honorable Life,
He Yields to Theft and Forgery
and Finally

Blots it Out in Suicide—bavid 0. Woth-
erspoon’s Fall—Unfertunate Specu-
lations the Canse.

New York Herald: David C. Wother-
gpoon, & broker in foreign exchange at
No. 45 William street, was one of the old-
est dealers in that line in New York, He
had been in Wall street for nearly [orty

ears, having begun business as a boy in
{is father's office, and was known and
liked by everybody in all the banking and
brokerage houses in the city. He moved
in good society, and socially and in busi-
ness nobody stood higher in the respect ol
his associates. He was fifty-two years of
age when, on the 24th of June last, he was
found dead by his son, at the apartments
of the family in the Ilnmlmhim flats, No.
46 West Ninth street. The news of Mr,
Wotherspoon's sudden death was a great
shock to his many friends, and his funeral
services, at St. Mark’s church, were largely
attended.

CONTESTED LIFE INSURANCE,

A contest in the courts in regard to the
payment of some of the insurance policies
on tha life of Mr. Wo.herspoon has just
developed the important fact that the
broker committed suicide, Mr, Wother-
spoon having shot himself in the head
with a pistol. The secret had been well
kept by the family, and it was a great
surprise to Mr, Wotherspoon's Wall street
friends when the true cause of his death
was made public yesterday through the
contested insurance claims.

It appears that when Mr, Wotherspoon
died it was found that he had life insar-
ance policies to the amount of over 380,
000 in five companies. Among these
policies were two for $5000 each—one in
the Secarity Mutual Benefit Society and
the other in the Mutual Benefit Society.
The two companies are alike in plan, ex-
cept in dne respect.  The Security Muatual
Benefit makes death by suicide a bar to
recovery by the beneficrary when the sui-
cide is committed within two years of the
taking out of the policy. The Mutoal
Banefit does not make snicide a bar,
Besides his insurance in companies man-

on the assessment plan, Mr, Wother-
apoon had policies in some of the regular
companies.

A few days ago the widow and son of
the suicide presented their claims for the
insurance money tosome of the various
companies through a firm of lawyers as
counsel, In filliag ont the blank forms of
proof of death the ceuse of death was
given as a pistol shot wound in the head,
ing physician, Dr. E Carleton. The
Mutual Benefit Society will pay the $5000,
but the Secarity Mutual Benetlt refuses to

the claim ; hence the litigation.

On March 24th—three ltll]tﬁ!m to a day
before  the suicide—Mr Waotherspoon
visited the Queen Iusurance Company, of
l.ondon, in Wall street, between Broad
and William streets, and purchased a bill
of exchange on London for £6000, equiva-
lent to about §£90,050 ia United States
money. It is not customary for exchange
buyers to pay the cash for their billa nntil
they ship them. For instance, if & broker
buys foreign exchange on Monday and
the bill is to be sent by the steamer of

@lnesday,the bill is dated from Wednes«
day. The buyer has the interest on his
money for two days, and on Wednesday,
when the bill is sent, he goes to the
selley and pays farit. " In this case the
bill was to be dated the ncat day, the
25ih, and Mr, Wotherspoon was (o call
around then and pay for it.

FORGERY NESORTED TO.

When he called next day Mr Wother-
spoon told the New York manager of the
Queen Company that the customer for
whom he had purchased the exchange
wanted to draw two bills—oue for £1000
and the other for £2000—in place of one
for £6000, He asked to have the change
made, and showed what seamed to be the
bill for £6000 with the signature torn off.

“See, 1 have cancelled the old bill," he
#ald, tearing the bill and throwing the
pieces away.

“The paper was not taken from Wother-
spoon’'s band and examined critically, else
we might have discovered the fraud,” said
un officer of the company to the reporter,
“We had known Wothemspoon so long
and had so many business dealings with

[ him that nobody would have doubted

him. Everybody trusted him, and when
he destroyed a bill of exchange in our

resence it was Perl’ec‘sl y natural to believe
t was all right.’

The two new billa for £4000 and £2000
were issued and duyly paid for The com-
pany advised its London office, and the
paper was redeemed at maturity—sixty
daya later. A few days after Mr. Wother-
spoon’s sudden death—mnobody then im-
agined that it was from suicide—a bill for
£4000 drawn in London by the (ueen In-
surance Company was presented for re-
demption by a Wall street banking honse
which had loaned about £20,000 npoa it
to Mr. Wothers. oon. The insurance com-
pany had no bill out for such a large
amount, and & careful examination was
made. It resulted in the discovery that
the bill was the one issned to Mr. Wother-
spoon on March 24th, which had been ex-
changed for two others and which had
been destroyed, as it was believed.
\\'ol.hen?non had evidently substituted a
forged bill sufficiently like the genuine to
dm'a at a casual glance, and this was
the one he had destroyed.

The original bill he had kept, using it as
collateral for loans. He had sltered the
date and conditions of payment, advancing
the date cf isene and making it run seven-
ty-two days, the insurance company never
issuing bills for a longer time than sixty
days. The bill was traced back, and it was
found that Watherspoon had used it sev-
eral times over for obtaining loans, all of
which he had taken up but the last.

“We do not lose anything,” sgid the
manager of the insurancecompany. “The
banking house which presented it here for
payment and which made tha last dis-
count apon it bore the loss. The bill had
been altered and had become a forgery, so
that we were not responsible for it.”

ANOTIER CASK.

Another victim of Wotherspoon's was
the Hong Kcm{ and Shenghai Banking
Corporation, of No. 45 William street, the
same building in which Wotherspoon had
his office. The broker was very wall
known there, and had often done business
for the bank in the sale of bills of ex-
change on London and elsewhere. A few
days before his death Wotherspoon called
at the bank and procared a bill of ‘ex-
change for £2500 to be sold, He did not
return again, and never turned into the
bank the proveeds of the sale.

The knowledge that the forgery of the
bills in the insurance company must be
discovered in a very few days, when the
fraunduient hill matured, and that hé conld
not stave ofl’ an scconnting wit the bank,
doubtless induced Mr. Wotherspoon to
seek a way out of his accumulated trou-
bles by suicide

Mr. Wotherspoon's [ather, Mr, George
Wotherspoon, is still living on Staten
Island. Tleisin his eighty-sixth year.
He was for many years a banker and
broker in this «city, and is widely known
and highly respected. He was in active
business wuntil a few vyears ago,
when he last his accumulations through a
sudden reverse of fortune. So high was
the regard for Mr, Wotherspoon in finan-
cial circles that a purse of $35000 was
made ap for him by his old asso iates on
which he might retire from business life.
He and his son had a disagreewent and
were not on friendly terms for years.

UNFORTUNATE SPFECULATIONS,

A business acquaintance of the junior
Mr. Wotherspoon told a Herald reporter
that he had no doubt that speculation in
stocks was the first canse of the brokoer's
downfall. He had lost a great deal of
money in unfortanate ventures in the
Stock Exchange, and had been reduced
from wealth to poverty. “le was ap-

roaching old age, and the dresd of being
R‘.-lt in penury when too old to work,"” gaul
the reporter's informant, “preyed on his
mind and worried him almost to insanity.
It waa very easy for a men of his high
standing to obtain money wrongfully in
the way he did, and 1 suppose the tempia-
tion was too much for him, It is the sad-
dest story 1 have ever known—after fifty
vears of an honorable life to vield to theft
and forgery and blot it out in suicide.”

From an article by Max O'Rell in the
Pall Mall Gazette: The existence of the
House of Lords is an insult to your En-
glish common sense; but for your craze
for antiquities, old china, old honses, old
institations you would long ago have
managed to be governed by the right
man in the rirht place. A centa
hence yon will no doubt think with
amazement that there was a time when
you, the most rational beings on earth,
allowed yourselves to be governed Lya
set of men who never did anything in the
world to deserve power except “‘taking
the trouble of being born." The Lords
appear to me to be iﬁ-inupi red in seeking
a quarrel with you, for the mateh is not
equal. You have nothing to lose in
the contest, whereas your opponents
risk their livea whenever they Eomnlm
londly enouluh to heard across
the . People who live in glass
houses should keep quiet. When in your
love of liberty yon snatched away the per-
rogatives of your sovereigns how came you
to set over you 80 many masters? Sure-
ly, for a king to be as stupid as he will, it
were better to be governed by one
fool than by five hundred. This is
the most powerful argument in favor of
absolate monarchy. No one denies that
there are clever men in the House of
Lords. Out of so¢ many this must neces-
sarily be the case, but the leaven does not

to be enough for the lump.

should like to remind you of an epi-
sode of French history which, to my mind,
has never been dwelt enough upon. It
teaches s great lesson on the usefulness of
upper houses. It was under the Second
Empire. The French Senate was then,
intellectually speaking, a body of men
superior to your House of Lords, siné®
they were picked men—chosen by the
Emperor, it 18 true, but still chosen.

Well,
in July, 1870, the Franco-Pruesian war
broke out, and on the ith of September,
in the same year, the Chamber of Depu-
ties deposed the Emperor and proclaimed
the republic. Here was a grand oppor-
tunity for the Senators of showing tﬂzjr
power and of earning the 30,000 francs
that they received from their masters.
Yet what happened? Not one voice was
raised by the Senate against the act of the
Deputies. DBetter still, nobody thought of
taking the trouble to dismiss them official-
ly. In presence of the strong will of the
people they packed up their traps quietly,
and, to the best of my recollection, even
forgot to go to the countinghouse to re-
ceive their waonth's pay. Poor Senators!
they seemed to have the measure of their
power in stormy times to an inch.

As & matter of fact thedphm is only
reached by a trail and is under twelve feet
of enow s'x months in the year, with n
a house for miles around.

The other branch of the company is
even a worse swindle, They advertise
the “Fanny Wyatt Mine™ as the greatest
ore producer in Colorado, while it is noth-
ing but & prospect hole, not producing &
dollar. The Peoples’ liining and Land
Exchange, another swindling scheme, is
long since defunct, and to the holders of
sto k in the latter company the officers of
the present company (both officers and
directors are composad of the pair) write
and tell them they have drawn a prizeand
to send the stock and a $2 fee. That is
the last the victim ever hears of lis stock
Or IMoney.

Moat of the swindling operations were
conducted thronghout Kansas, Iowa, Mis-
sonri and Illinois, where an enormous
quantity of stock has been sold to the la-
boring classes. Kroenker is superintend-
ent of an Episcopal Sunday-school and
was formerly a Gon‘reg.!.lonal minister at
ane’Fo, Ks. He s also a leader of the
Good Templars, for whose benefit he re-
cently got up the Good Templars’' Mining
Company, with $250,000 stock, another
fraud.

The general crop
ef corn and cotton is unfavorable, being
dependent on the Augustseason, is a poor
stand and caltivated by croppers. He has
fifteen acres fertilized with Furmun's come
post, cultivation excellent, wall fruited,
bolls forming; thinks from present appear-
ances the yield will be one bale to the
acre. He says: “The more I use of fer-
tilizers the better I am pleased, and will
fertilize at least fifty acres in cotlon next
season.” He makes his own compost,
using acid phosphate, kainit, etc., for the
purpoae ; uses fertilizer on all the oats
sowed, the yield of whach is four-fold over
the ordinary way. He used no fertllizer
on corn, which he regrets, and in future
will use fertilizer on all crope, if possible
He is tired of the cropping system, and
will hire all labor in the [uture; is in fa-
vor of improved agricultural implements
and the use of improved cotton planter
for distributing fertilizers in drill. He

lants the Mammoth Prolific cotton seed,

lieving it best for general crops and two
weeks earlier than any other he had tried,
including Java, Boyd Prolific, Orizaba,
Herlong and Andrews’s lmproved.
