The Seandalous Reports About Gov.

Jerremsox Crry, Mo., Avgust 12. —
Chairman Oday, 0[ tha Btate Central
Committee, called the State Democratic
Convention fo order at 10:45 co'clock.
After prayer, Oday congratulated the De-
mocracy on the condition of the party's
affairs in the State, and relerring to the
reported eifort at a coalition of all the
other parties, said he had no fears whate
ever that it would succeed,

G, F. Rothwell, of Haandolph county,
was made temporary chairman, and T. i
Lingle, of Henry county, secretary,

After an address bv the temporary
chairman, the Committees on Credentials,
Platform, t')rg.miv.:liau and Order of llnai-
ness were appointed.

Presidential electors were chosen, and
after some discossion the convention took
& recess until S o'clock p.m.

The convention reassembled at 3 o'clock
p.m., but the Commi:uoe on Credentials
not being ready to report, Congresstuan
Dockery, by invitation, made a speech to
fill in the time. ¢ Committee on Reso-
lutions is aleo still in session, there being
ncontest over the tanil (uestion, The
national plank on that subject is mesting
with opposition.

Speaking was continued tll 5 o'clock
p.m , when the convention adjourned till
7o'clo k.

On reassembling the convention organ~
ized by electing Ex-Goy. Charles H. Har-
din permanent chairman, and Nick M.
Bell secrelary.

The OCommittee on Platform then re-
ported the resolutions, which wereadopted
withont discussion. They deelure, first,
that the Demoeratic party of Missouri in-
dorses the declaration of principles made
by the Democratic Convention recently
held at Chicaco, and pledges its earnest
support to Grover Cieveland and Thomas
A, Hendricks, the nominees of that con-
vention for President and Vice-President
of the United States; seccond, we indorse
tho action of our U nited States Senators and
members of the House of Representatives
in the Forty-eighth Congress; third, we
indorse the ceouvmieal admun-‘[m{mn uf
aflairs by our present Stale government in
all ita branches, and point with pride to
the record of the Democratic party of
Missouri in the administration of our
State government ; that in every portion
of Missouri the laws have been faithfally
admivistered and all persons are alike
protected in person and property; that
the people enjov peace, order, prosperity
and plenty, while honesty and economy
have obtained in ev ery depamm‘ut of the
Stato government  since it passed into the
hands of the Democratic party; fourth,
that the Democracy congratulates the
people of the Siate on the reduction of
our State debt by abopnt 10,000,000, or
nearly one-hall; on the enlargsment
of the public school fund and
on the material reduclisn of the
raoe of taxation, and pledges itseli
to the' wswe ptrict economy in [uture;
fifth, the Demo ratic party, which origi-

And we here
plead directly on the merits of the case,
aud weg have not put any eternal principle
to disHonor for the sake of a temporary
political triumph. We have mnot
thought it good to eclaim that
in judging a candidate’s fitness for
political office, it is idle to consider how
he has dealt with his neighbors, nor have
we denied the mwaxim of every great moral
eode, heathen as well as Cliristian, that a
propensity to impurity is a defect in any
man’s character. Therefore we have a
right to be heard when we protest against
the further intrusion of mere personal
scandal into a national political canvass.
It is dangerous because it tends to a de-
moralizing discussion in the publie press,
the bitterness and unecleanliness of which
permeating the family may poison onr
social Jife in its very sources of health and
purity. 1t s dangerous, because it is apt
to substitute accusation for proof, and
gossip tor authority. A mau’s public
record is open to investigation, and the
people may study it and judge it; buta
man’s private lie m \g be misunder-
stood or misrepresented by his neareat of
kin. How often huve we seen the {ather of
a roue resting secure in the belief that his
gon waa true and pure? How often have
we seen the husband of a harlot blind to
his own shame? And, again, how often
have we seen innocence maligned and
done to death by slandering tongues?
That it i casy to err in such matters, is
the teaclilogs of expgrippce. It is the
lesaon of all literatare, that the good, sasy
husbands of Boccacio made contemptible
as the contrivers ol their own dishonor to
the noble wives of Shakespeare brought
to ignominy and pven death throngh foul
suspicion. * Let us beware of dealing with
the subtic and illusive suspicion of mean
souls, and the rumors ol clubs or even
the wild - guesses of over zealous
moralists, where we should be deal-
ing with the real facts of his
tory, the reghrdeéd acts of candidates,
the principles: and vendencles of grest
parties. As we prea h we practice. More
than one scandalous story sbout the
private lile of James G. Blaine has been
brought to us vouched for by well-knoan
names.
