WORKING GIRLS.

|
| The Starvation Wages Paid Them by

the Telephone Company—Interview
With a Saleswoman.

Their Noble Struggle for Existenee in
the Face of Privation and
(Ceaseless Toil.

One of the subjects to which more at-
tention is being paid as the ecity grows
more metropolitan, is that of the condi-
tion of the working girls. It is estimated
that there are now twice the number in
the city that there was five years ago.
Trade, so long confined to cotton alone, is
growing more and more diversified and the
demand for cheap labor more extended.
Probably becaunse of their helplessness and
of the fewness of the avenues to
earning an honest livelihood which are
open to them, the labor of women is cheap-
Iy held. That they do the same amounnt
of work #s a man in their places would do,
is not taken into consideration by employ-
ers. Though it may be argued that their
labor is light, men who do no harder work
receive much higher wages. The plea
that the men usually have families de-
peadent upon them while the women snd
girls support themselves alone will not
Though there are more men
perhaps than women who must

SUPPOLT OTHERS

out of the salary they receive, a majority
of the working girls have the same burden
to carry—a widowed mother, or probably
an invalid father and several brothers and
sisters who are (oo small to earn their dai-
ly bread. In a number of the stores,
coonters which were formerly held by
wen are now in charge of young women
who. thongh carryiog the same or a greater
burden than the man they displaced, do
not receive half the pay. The wages of the
Iatter, though small enocugh at first, have
been gradually diminishing for some time.
One big corporation, the Telephone Coms
l:rauy, which was recently established here,
s made a redaction which reduces its
esployes tothe verge of starvation. In
the Exchange there are nearly a dozen
women employed, who are obliged to
stand on their feet all day, with a rigging
clamped to their ears which is enough to
give a rhinocerus a headache. They are
compelled to listen to the impatient and
of en

INSULTING ORDERS OF BURSCRINERS
and have no other alternative but to obey.
Their work, though o main sirength is
required, is more wearing than mauling
rails would be to & man. They must be
quick, intelligent, and always ready. For
this the most experienced recgive $25 a
month. The pay ranges from this sum
down to $10 a month—not a week hut for
a whole month, Out of this sam they are
expected to buy their meat and bread,
lnl.lgc and clothe themselves. How they
can live on so pitifal an amount and re-
main virtuous is a mystery that none
but themselves can solve. Sach wages
mean sturvation or rain. Some of them
live on cheeso and crackers, sleep in bar-
ren rooms and wear clothing which noth-
ing but the extremest care could hoid to-
gether and keep decent. Thers are other
corporations in the city which umplof
women and girle and all of themn pay amall
wages, but this institution,coming fro=s the
East, with all the grinding spirit of big
monopolies, goes further l.lgm any of
them.

who receives his pay and his orders from
headquarters has, of course, no voice. He
receives his instroctions and must obe
them. 1tis from the worksrooms of such
corporations as these and of employers
who have no more soul than a corporation,
that the women who feed the bagnios are
drawn.

Dropping into a Main street dry goods
house yesterday, an ArrgaL man enlisted
the services of & lady friend, who when
meking a purcLase managed to engage one
of the yonng women in a conversation
about her work and her manner of living.
She was a little shy at first, but as she
talked of her hardships, she lost her re-
sa:rve and spoke freely drawn out perhaps
by a romark on the injustice of ying
women 80 much less than men ior the
same work.

“Yes, Ido think it's unjost,” she de-
clared, “to make me do just as much as a
man for less wages. That young man ovar
there at the glove counter gets €75 a
month. He and I get Liere at ahont the
same time and leave at the same time
every day. Yet my pay is onlv $20 a
month.

The men know what little wages
we re eive and some of them take advans
tage of it te behave in a manner toward
us that they would naver be guilty of with
women who have hushandy, brothers or
fathers to take care of them. Men come
in prelending to want tq buy somethin
and ogle us in the most insulting way.

In the Eastern cities the wages paid
women and girls are s0 much smaller,
and the iurdahi?s are o much greater,
that they may be accounted fortunate.

The working girls of Boston are about
20,000 in number, apart from those who
are engaged in domestic service. During
the past year the BDureau of Statistics of
Labor has endeavored to ascertain the con-
ditions snrrounding this large class, by a
thorongh and searching investigation.

000 girls who constitute this important
part of our population. To this end, over
1000 of the girls were visited at their
lwa es by agents of the | urean, eare being
taken that the various parts of the city
ehould be represented, so that the 1000
from whom P e inforination was obtained
may be considered as fairly show-
ing the condition of the entire nuomber.
I'he question of the uours of labor is a
vital one to the girls and should be an
interesting one to the public. A very
large proportion begin work between 7 and
8 o'clock agm. and close at 6 p m. Durin
the busy aud dall seasons different sched-
ules of working honrs are in force, In the
busy season, in addition to regnlar hours,
girla very frequently rarry their work
home and labor late, sometimes until after
midnight.

IN THE CLOTHING TRADE
girls are oiten given so much to be done
by a stated time, and if they cannot com-
plete it in the regalar working hours they
are obliged to carry it home.

To oiiset the privilege of a half holiday
each week during the hottest months, it
is sometimes the custom to deduct a
money equivalent {rom the pay of em-
ioyes. In some cases where the honr
1or closing is 5 each day and 2 on Satur-
days, girls are allowed only five days' pay
for the week. In otlier storesthe pay of
help is ent down to correspond. In some
places where Saturday afternoons are
granted one hali day’s pay is deducted from
the wages. Frequent complants are
made also of the short time allowed for
dinner. In many instances only thirty
minutes is allowed. Girls were also found
taking but part of the dinner hour, in one
case thus making up a seven weeks vaca-
tion which overwork had compelled the
girl to take  Only 233 girls out of the 1032
had a vacation during the vear, and of
these only forty received pay during vaca-
tion. One girl reports having worked four-
teen years without a vacation of any kind.
In a good many cases even holidavs are
deducted from the week’s wages. Christ-
mas day itself is not an exception, however
hard the girls may bave worked during

day. The new system of cashecarriers al-

saleswomen are rted sick on this ac-
count, Other complaints from saleswomen
are that no talking is allowed, and only
half time enough is allowed for dinner,
and that in busy seasons there is much
extra work without extra pay. The cloth-
ing business is another from which com-
plainis are heard. The tax on the strength
of girls is very great, and unless a girl is
strong and robust the work soon men
too severe for her. The running of heavy
machines by foot-power soon breaks down
a girl's health. Uverwork and the desire
to do more than strength would allow has
very

of some. A caseis reported where the
overstraining of the nerves caused deaf-
ness, and another girl says that “over-
work, cold dinners and constant applica-
tion have brought on chronic rheuma-
tism." The girl was well and strong
when she began to work, and from mo-
tives of economy she has ridden ina
horse-car only once for fourteen years.
Sewing aleo affects the eyes, and the work
as a whole is 8o trying that those who
bave not strong constitutions are aften
compelled to seek less exacting work.
Work on straw goods¥s another trying
occupation. In workm% on dyed braids,
especially green and black ones, a fine
dust arises which produces a hacking
cough and has very injurions effects.
Some throat or lung trouble is prevalent
among the girls who work on straw, and
the hacking cough peculiar to the busi-
ness is well-nigh universal. Many of the
irls die of consumption. The running of
eavy machines gives rise to a pleuritic
affection, and the acids ueed in the work
cause troublesome acid sorés on the fine
gers. The want of proper sanitary sccom-
modations is an evil found in various
kivds of manufactories, and appears to
require some law to compel proper provi-
sion for the

of amrloyeﬂ. The report gives a number
of tables of actual and average w
Out of the 1032 girls 921 earned less than
$10a week. The total earnings distrib-
uted over the ﬁtt{-hro weeks give $191 as
the average weekly earnings for the whole
year. total average weekly income
ol the working girls of Boston, from all
sources, earnings, assistance and other
work, is $5 17 a week. Low wages are a
source of great complaint. The mothers,
in some cases, say that to feed and clothe
the girls requires more than they earn,
and some have been taken from work on
that account and are now idle. In the
large stores employes are reported as hired
at the lowest figures possible, and wages
are likely to be even less in the future.
Small wages are made on men's clothing.

Asg regards the moral condition of the
girls the report says: “We do not hesitate
to assert that the working girls ot Boston
are as a rule living in a moral atmosphere
so far as their homes are concerned, and
that they are not corrupted by their em-
ployers, and that their employer: do not
seek to corrupt them. All such state-
ments originate in the idea that girls can-
not drees well with the small wages they
receive unless they lead immoral lives, in
which they receive pecuniary assistance
T-e testimony of capable and honest
women, of the heads of depariments in
dry goods stores, millinery estahlishments,
of forewomen of shops, matrons of homes,
and of all those best informed and in the
best position to give testimony on this
point, is that the working girls are as re-
spectable,

a8 any class of women 1n onr community;
that they are making as heroic a atrufgla
for existence as any class is a fact which
all statistics prove.”

With those who have no home but the
boardinghouse Bofiin's Bower exerts a
greal influence, and the name of Jennie
Collins is a household word. The weak-
est and least compelent go to this and
other places where, if they are in need of
& meal or a dinner they can get it without
lowering themselves by begeing. Other
places also afford a safe and cheap refuge.

“The fact that here and there a girl for-
sakes the path of virtne and leads a ginful
life shuul\finot be used to the detriment of
the class to which she belongs,”” says the
report, “‘especially when her life is peco-
liarly ex d to temptation, as is the case
with girls strugeling along on $5 or less
per week. It |<easy to be good on & sure
and generous income; fit requires the
strongest character to enable one to be
goodl and respectable on an unstable in-
come of $5 per week.”

The report recommends the confiling
of houfrs 0!{1 ll:ulbor u.-bm- a day, the teach=
ing of children by parents to respect
honest labor, a thorough training in tech-
nical knowledge, and the establishment of
homes for working girls on the basis of
those in London, and the attention by the
wealthy to the needs of the working wo-
men,

RAILROAD NOTES.

Ox Monday night there was a meeting
at the courthouse at Oxford in the inter-
est of the new railroad. Prominent -
ers were on hand to show up the advan-
tages of the road to the county. Judge
Orr and Judge Hill made the speeches of
the occagion, portrlyin‘g the many bene-
fits and advantages of the projected route.
An org*nigation was efiected and filteen
canvassers were appointed to get up dona-
tions of land and rights of way, and the
managers are very hopeful of the ullimate
success of the new enlerprise.

Very near all of the work about the de-
pot of the Mississippi Valley road has
been completed, and on Sunday next the
road will commence ronning freight trains
on regular schedunles from New Orleans to
Vicksburg. Freight will be received at
com Ran v's depot, at the corner of Poydras
and Magnolia streets. The officials say
that for a short time freight trains will
run only every other day. The five side
tracks at the Poydras street depot are com-
pleted and more will be put down in the
course of time, as the road has room
enough for fifteen miles of side track.

IT will interest Memphis railroad men
to know that the shops of the Louisville
and Nashville railroad at Mobi'e are much
more extensive than are penerally known.
The company have all the necessary tools,
machinery and -pglimoes necessary to
accomplish any work required in the con-
struction of locomotives, passenger coach-
e, freight, box, cattle or tlat cara, and not
a few of these have been bnilt there, No
engines have as yet been built, as 1t has
been found more economical to do this
work at the Louisville shops.
