SIDEWALK LORE.

A'oarly All of the Sidewalks in the CM j
' ' Renewed in the Past Three

Years.

Experiments With Clarksvllle Limestone
Being Made by the Authorities

Cost of Materials.

With all thav has been said durint the
past two or three years about the miles of
new streets wnicu nave been laid, tne
immense amount of building done, and
the extent of improvements generally
nnder the new rtowie, very little has been
said in regard to sidewalks. Tne improve
ment made in this direttion is proportion-
ately as great as in any other, though it
must be confessed that not until the past
few months was that active interest taken
necessary to secure good sidewalks which
is now felt. A great deal was done, but
the same vigorous measures now used
were not until recently resorted to. More
has been done perhaps in the

PAST SIX MONTHS

than in any year previous. Walks which
passed muster before the severe winter,
witn its alternate lreezes and tnaws. were
in su:h a miserable condition when the
spring opened, that orders to renew were
sown broadcast by tne police. lhe great
fault in laying brick pavements had been
in not placing a suilicient quantity of sand
under them. Tbe bricks lay flat on te
ground and when the thaws of spring be-

gan, sunk nnder the pressure of the foot,
Buried themselves in the mud and made
the pavement

UNEVEN AND UGLY.

The plan now is to have no one Bide
wane inspector, but to furnish every po
liceman with blank notices which he is
required to. fill out and serve whenever
necessary. During the last two or three
years nearly every sidewalk in the city
has been renewed and two or three miles
of good walk laid where none ever existed
before. This work has been more difficult
than the laying of the expensive stone
streets, luzeus wuo seem to laae a ueep
interest in me

WELFARE OF THE CITY,

who are broad and liberal in their views,
warm advocates of all measures for the
public good, quick to respond to notices to
lepair the sewers or clean out toe gutters ;

citizens who do not raise the least objec-
tion when ordered to put on an expensive
roof of metal instead of shingles, who are
the best customers of the whitewasher
and the earnest seconds of the advocates
of good government in every shape, kick
with both heels when a notice is served
noon them to mend a sidewalk. They
will submit to arrest and pay one or two
lines belore they linally so to wore, and
when it is done there is almost certain to
be a

SOW WITH THE INSPECTOR.

They will do their best to palm ofT an
inferior job uoon him. It is mainly owing

false economy to lay a wooden pavement
in any locality, but the council has al-
lowed eood plank walks to be put down
on a good many of tbe ban streets,
through brick or stone is nearly always
insisted upon where the city furnishes
and sets curbing. Bull Itnn is the most
notable exception. That street is paved
with rock, and the sidewalks are plank.
There are few residences, however, on the
street.

TUB AVERAGE LIFE
of a wooden pavement, properly laid, is
five years. The cost of a brick pavement
is abont fonr times as great as wood and of
stone abont sixteen times, or four times as
great as brick. All pavements on Alain,
Front and Second, from Market to Beale,
and on cross streets, must in future be
laid with stone. The sawed stone, which
is generally used, costs about $1 a square

The walk in front of the Peabody,
which ia just . now being finished, cost
about $1200. The city is experimenting
some with flagging, which is too bard to
be sawed, and is in consequence net so
smooth as the softer sawed stone. Per-
sons passing along Main street may have
noticed a quantity ol

BROAD FLAGGING
piled np near tbe northwest corner of the
square. It is blue limestone and has been
put to severe tests which prove that it i
only inferior to granite. It is obtained
from a quarry near Clarksville, Tenn.,
from which it is taken out in immense
layers and afterward hammer dressed.
The citv proposes to pave the Main street
side of Court Square with it as rapidly as
the money can be spared. The cost will
be about pinety cents a square yard, and
there ia now enough on hand to pave
from North Court street to the middle of
the square.

What Hsaaier Cook Says.

Manager Cook, of the Telephone Ex
change, makes the following statement in
answer to the Appeal s article on " w orb
ing Girls" '

Manager Cook's Statement,
To the Editors of th Appeal :

In your issue of the 14th instant, in the
article "Working Girls," there are a num-
ber of corrections to be. made to bring the
Cumberland Telephone Company belore
the people in the proper light, and as they
should be under the existing facts, regard
ing the salaries and treatment ot young
lady operators in the Exchange. In the
first instance.there has been no reduction
of salaries, wages being advanced in every
instance where any changes have been
made. Operators are supplied with chairs,
and thev nse their own pleasure whether
they sit or stand. The head telephone
will never give anyone the headache un-
less assisted by other causes. As to being
"compelled to listen to the insulting orders
of subscribers," I have to say that there is
as little complaint for the use of
improper language through the telephone
in the city of Memphis as any exchange
we know of. The fact that they are talk
ing to ladies is seldom forgotten by men,
and never bv eentlemen. Salaries of $10
per month are paid new beginners who
work three hours per day, when the work
is lightest. This service is usually rewarded
by the promise of a position when the
operator is advanced far enough to take
charge ol a table. There are many insti
tutions in your city that pay only a trifle
more per week, say $3 to $4, for ten hours
constant service. 'Even this short period
of three hours they do not stand unless
they wish. Day operators are paid from

lo to $.K) per month, as to their ability,
It may be proper to state just here that
the best salary paid Boston operators is
$5 per week, I mention this because
Boston seems to have been taken as a base
of information. There is bnt one oper
ator among all those employed who is
dependent upon the salary received for
support, none are supporting sick fathers
or lazy brothers. All have good comforta-
ble homes and are members of highly re-
spected families. They dress in a manner
creditable to their good taste. We have
never considered it our duty or
business to inquire into the char
acter of lunch taken by each
operator heretofore, but since others have
become so interested, an investigation of
t-- e baskets of luncheon produced a bill of
fare that would be relished by the most
fastidious.

We invite a thorough inspection of our
Exchange and operating room. Although
not elegant, tbe conveniences furnished
are coinforable and considerate in every
way.

The "starvation and rain" clause is
most uncalled for, unjust and nnkind.
We take pride in upholding the moral
standing of our Exchange in a high degree
To those of our patrons who have ever
favored us with a call, any comment on
this subject is entirely unnecessary. Al-
though the present company did come
from the East, the salaries paid and the
treatment received by employes at their
hands will compare favorably with any
corporation North or South for the same
service, when the facts are properly
stated in accordance with facts and not
hearsay.

In justice to the lady operators, an in-

vestigation of the facts set forth in this
statement is asked, and the result will be
a verdict in every way favorable to the
Cumberland Telephone and Telegraph
Company by all fair minded and nnprej
