A XEff BAILKOAD TO TEXAS.
The completion of the narrow-gunq- e

railroad known as the Cotton Belt re: to

the Texan and St. Louis railroad
gives Memphis a line that she has long
needed. This road runs from Cairo, 111.,

whore it connects with the Short
Line to St. Louis, to Gate City, Tex.,
within 1N miles of Galveston, and it con-

nects with all the principle points and of
course all the railroad lines in Texas. It
crosses the Little Bock railroad at
Brinkley, which will really be its north-

ern terminus and runs "southwest by
way of I'ino Bluff, Camden and Texarkana
through to and beyond Waco. The mer-

chants of Memphis have in this line of
road an opportunity for realizing for
themselves and the city a d

dream. They can secure the trade of
one of the richest sections of the Union

a country teeming with all the leading
exportable products, cotton, corn and
cnttlo especially. To accomplish this
they should at once put their agents in
the field. Indoed, they ought to see to
it that they are the first in the field, tha
first to reap where the harvest is ripe,
where a willing people are waiting with a
warm greeting for Memphis merchants,
lor whom they long ago expressed a pref-
erence. We . have earned a hand-
some profit by the . readiness with
which we ' reached out for tb
trade along the Kansas City railroad, and
we can do quite as well, if not better, if
we shall immediately avail . ourselves ot
the opportunity offered by the construc-
tion of this road, which, passing our
floors, reaches almost to the Gulf of
Mexico.

A SEW IDEA IN HO AD MAKIHCI.
A new idea toward meeting an old dif-

ficulty is always acceptable. Few local
difficulties are older or more obdurate
than that offered ' by country roads.
"Where they are bad they are not only de-

structive to animal, harness, and vehicle,
but they are damaging to the prosperity
of the neighborhood. How can a district
prosper when it is difficult to get into it
and almost impossible to got out of it?
What is wanted is a road that shall not
bo costly in construction or maint-naac- c,

so as to make the fortunes of set'
tiers struggling with many difficulties,
ye permanent and well fitted for travel.
But where can a good permanent road be
got at a price settlers, whose fortunes are
not yet made, can pay? Many an in
ccnious mind has puzzled itself
over the intricacies of that ques-

tion, and Judge D. Watkins, ot
Shreveport, La., has made an evident
advance toward it solution. A plank
road is easy to lay down, but is not
durable. A "dirt" road is excellent
when fine weather prevails, but in rain
it becomes a source of torment to the
temper and loss to the parse. Could the
plaok road be made durable, and the

. dirt road kept dry, a permanent and
cheap road would be secured. So
thought Judxe Watkins, and to prevent
the planks boing displacod, even when
of slight thickness, he set up posts and
ridges along tho road, and raised up the
planks on them out of the way of destruc
tion by wagon-wheel- s or horsos' feet.
lie next had the soil raised high enough

. to keep it clear of surface-wate- r, and the
work was done. The road was com
pletely roofed, and in the longest "spells"
of wet weather it was kept dry and hard,
and it readily admits of repair. There
is an admirable ingenuity about this,
and if road-make- generally will give
the matter attention, it looks as if
cheap, permanent and excellent road
eould be secured, and many a county be
made happier and richer by the ability to
travel and haul at all seasons on a sound
smooth road. The judge met with for
ruidablo opposition from the class of ig
norm ks that can be reconciled to no good
thing if it be new. The idea of putting
the planks overhead instead of underfoot
staggered them and blinded them to the
advantage of haviug a road that would
always be dry and freo from those pita
and water-fille- d holes so easy to got into,

o hard to quit. Perseverance con-
quered, however. Four miles of the
roofed road the judge has put up on the
Red river bottom land near Shreveport.
The neighborhood pronounoe the experi-
ment a grand success. When in spring
the eountry roads around were
quagmires of mud axle doep.
Judge Watkins's road was dry,
solid and smooth. The Scientific Amer-
ican informs us that tho cost of the road
was about $3500 a mile, with lumber at
tl per 100 feet, labor $1 a day, posts
twelve and a half cents each, earthwork
twenty cents a eubio yard, and nails five
petite a pound. The roofed road is

cheaper than any other style of emcient
road hitherto known. It is serviceable,
easily kept in good repair and smooth
runnine condition, for most soils when
dry and clear of heavy ruts, make one of

the nicest roads on which a wagon can

run or a horse trot. The planks will last
four or live times as lonj? as when laid on

the wet ground. Aay rain that blows in
from the open Bides just keeps the soil
damp and clear of dust. Judge Watkins
has not to-da- y a single neighbor that
ventures to laugh at! the idea of roofing
roads over, as they ride to town in com-

fort on a wet day without an' umbrella.
We should think that roofed roads would
hardly remain confined to the regions of
the lied river, their efficiency and their
economy must attract attention.

While
the region of Monroe county south of the
Memphis and Little Rock railroad, as a
rule, suffers something as an effect of dry
weather, in the northern part of the
county, and the area of distribution in
general extended through the width of
Woodruff and Jackson counties, to Black
river, seasonable rains have conducted to
prospects of a most excellent cotton
yield, the very best known'for years. So
it is with the corn crop throughout the
thousand square miles of territory
named. There were several causes to in-

termit the prospects of the highest yield
of corn known in the history of the
country a late spring, cut worms, re-

planting at almost the lost hour, etc.,
but for all that there will be much more
than a generous supply for local pur-
poses. And, indeed, the prospective
yield of cotton considered, had the season
wrought for corresponding results in corn
as in cotton, it is questionable whether it
would have been gathered, leastwise
Storage found for it. Of course
neither of the crops is lo-

cated wholly beyond all disaster,
but such has been the year's beneficence
toward the region especially under no
tice as to permit ot almost any gratctul
provision, no matter how sanguine or
how nianv precedents there may be of
comparatively like conditions ending in
disappointment, the results are too tar
accomplished, and propitious rain and
sunshine alternating too regularly to
prevent an abundant crop of both cotton
and corn.

NO SICKLY SEASON THIS YEAR.
The health of this town and county is.

this season, not only very good as com-
pared with the record of former years in
their History, but, since the 1st ot J uiy,
extraordinary even as compared with the as
mountainous parts of the State generally
resorted to for health. In fact, at Indian
Bay, Lamberton, Holly Grove, Duncan
Prairie, Clarendon, Brinkley, Cotton
Plant Colony, Gray's, De View.Riverside,
Augusta, Snanp.and Newport, as well as
throughout Monroe, Woodruff and Jack-
son counties, collectively, it would be
difficult to find over fifty cases of sick-
ness of strictly malarial oriHn. What is
perhaps most remarkable about the
present exception is, that though from
the 1st of J uly to the 1st of October has
been decided to be the season of epidemio
malarial fever, what little bilious ferer
there was effectually completed its course
during the last days of J une.

I. hat something ot this intermittance inis ascribed by medical authority to a
protraction of the labor season into this
month is corroborated in the fact that in
this region of redundant fruit product
the appearance of the fever has always
been coincident with the beginning of
the laborer's lavish use of berries, ap
ples, peaches, melons, pies, tarts and in
digestible puddings made from fruit, isinstead of the rogular diet of bread, meat,
potatoes, beans and peas, necessary to
repair the waste through the season of
labor. This conclusion suffers nothing
from the suggestion which may be added,
that the residents of the towns suffer also
from fevers, for it is also a fact in the
cotton-growin- g region that the season of
dull trade sets in when the farmer him-
self is idle; and, if busy, the

in melons, plums, peaches and fruit
in general, as brought about by the
temptations ot long, idle days, will no
more keep the merchant, or clerk, or
or mechanic, or professional man on his
feet than it would the farmer.
