In 1882 the

terest, but the party did not poll as full a
vote as it did two years previously, when
Wright received 7D,10l and Wilson 57,-42- 1,

making a total Democratic vote of
135,525. Nor did the Republicans poll as
large a vote, Hawkins's vote in 1880 being
102,'JtU), and in 1882, 01,205. Admitting
that on account of this being the Presi-
dential year, the Republicans will . push
themselves for all tbey are worth, they
cannot hope to beat Hawkins's first vote,
because the Democratic party is har-

monious and united, and Bate has lost
nothing of the personal popularity that
helped him in 1882. To be sure Held is a
better and abler man than Hawkins, hut
he is the candidate of the Republican par-
ty. That is sufficient. Bate will poll the
full vote of his party and may lead Cleve
land a few hundred votes.
