Some idea may be formed of
the hindrance when it i3 remembered
that some of these roads are several hun-
dredd males in length. The Cincinnati
Southern trains have a run of over 300
lmle-u the Memphis and ( 'harleston over
.’ull miles; Lonmsville and Nashville 333
miles, and East Tennessee, Virginia and
Georgia nearly 1000 miles. The latter line
i# made up of several romds, and trains
wait on each other and bring the mail and
passen, LTB throngh and the arrivals are
generally regular and on fime. The Ala-
bama Great Scuthern trains counect in |
the same manner with all the divisions |
between this city and News Orlens,
Now the chances for delay are in
proportion to the length of the lines. |
A road 1000 wiles long woald have ten |
times as many breaks and hindrances as
one only 100 miles in length.
